Tigers play last non-conference game

After tonight, all of LSU’s games become much
more significant, as the Tigers play their final non-
conference game tonight against UNO before fac-
ing nine straight SEC games to close the year
against Tennessee, Florida and Alabama.

LSU is 18-7 outside of the league this year, al-
though the Tigers’ non-conference batting average
of .296 is 18 points below the SEC mark of .314.
LSU has won its last five non-conference outings—
all midweek games—since losing three straight
midweek games in March.

LSU is 9-4 this year against in-state foes, a lower
number of games against Louisiana teams than in
past years. The Tigers ’ batting average has im-
proved to .287 in midweek games and .298 in all
games against Louisiana foes, but it has been the
pitching that has given LSU the upper hand in
these games, as it stands at 3.03 during the mid-
week and 2.95 against all in-state foes.

Vargas gets the start

When Jason Vargas faced UNO four weeks ago, he
totally handcuffed the Privateers, retiring all seven
batters he faced in his 2.2 inning relief stint. To-
night, he gets another opportunity to shut down
UNO when he makes his third career start.

Vargas last pitched seven days ago, turning in 2.0
scoreless innings to close the Tigers’ 10-3 victory at
UL-Monroe. Vargas has not fared well in his two
starts this year, going 3.0 innings in losing at UL-
Lafayette, and just 1.2 innings at Auburn in his last
start. For the year, Vargas is 1-1 with a 3.79 ERA.

Hill, Mestepey named to Smith Award list
LSU left-handed pitcher Lane Mestepey and short-
stop Aaron Hill are two of 15 players from the SEC
that have made the initial cut for the Smith Award
“Watch List”, an award that will be presented to
the nation's outstanding player by the Rotary Club
of Houston.

Mestepey showed just why he’s a candidate for
post-season honors on Friday, with his four-hit
shutout of Arkansas. Hill, meanwhile, is hit-

ting .374 on the year and leads the Tigers in home
runs (6) and slugging percentage (.633).

LSU has had one winner of the Smith Award, and
that was pitcher Ben McDonald in 1989. The Ti-
gers have had three finalists for the award since
McDonald won it: Todd Walker in 1993 and 1994,
and Brad Cresse in 2000.

Hill invited to national team tryouts

Aaron Hill not only is a candidate for post-season
awards, but he will also have the opportunity to
represent the country this summer in the World
University Championships, as he was one of 19
players invited to national team tryouts last
Wednesday.

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Wilson named SEC Pitcher of the Week

After giving up a grand slam to Ole Miss’ Josh Chris-
tian on March 24 that cost LSU the series in Oxford,
some wondered whether Brian Wilson would reach
the potential that had been lavished upon him after
his sensational performance in last year’s Super Re-
gional against Tulane.

Wonder no more. Six weeks after the crushing blow
in Oxford, Wilson is now the reigning SEC Pitcher of
the Week after his tremendous performance on Sat-
urday against Arkansas.

The New Hampshire native turned a glittering three-
hit shutout, allowing no Arkansas runner to reach
third base, facing just four batters over the minimum
and striking out eight for the second consecutive
week as LSU beat the Razorbacks 8-0 en route to a
three-game sweep.

Wilson has paid tremendous dividends since moving
from the bullpen to the starting rotation, as he is 2-1
with a 1.25 ERA in his three starts this year. Wilson
is 3-1 with a 1.95 ERA in five appearances in April.
Wilson’s move from the bullpen to the rotation came
after he pitched 4.2 innings of relief to help LSU win
the series finale at Auburn on Apr. 7.

Wilson joins Bo Pettit (4/15) as winners of the SEC
Pitcher of the Week award. Sean Barker (2/11) is
the only LSU player to be honored as the SEC Posi-
tion Player of the Week.

Tigers go hit crazy

It took the Tigers awhile to get their offense in gear
on Sunday, but when they did, Arkansas was buried
under an avalanche of LSU hits.

LSU finished the afternoon with a season high 19
hits against the Razorbacks, breaking the previous
season high of 16 done on Feb. 23 at Houston, Apr.
13 against Georgia and last Tuesday at UL-Monroe.
The 19 hits are the most for LSU since the Tigers col-
lected 19 last Apr. 22 against Vanderbilt.

Although J.C. Holt led the way by going 4-for-6, he
certainly wasn’t alone in going hit crazy. Every LSU
starter contributed at least one hit to the attack, with
Blake Gill and Chris Phillips getting three hits each
while three others got two hits.

LSU has now collected 10 or more hits in 15 of its
last 19 games, winning 13 of those 15 games. LSU
has collected 15 or more hits seven times this year,
including four times in April.

Holt makes the most of opportunity

With the Tigers slated to see left-handed starters
for the next three games, it's possible second
baseman J.C. Holt might be on the bench thanks
to LSU coach Smoke Laval’s platoon. But Holt
certainly made a case for everyday playing time
in the four games he started last week.

The 5-foot-8, 160-pounder from central Louisi-
ana went 8-for-20 in the Tigers’ four games last
week, including his second four hit game on Sun-
day against Arkansas.

Holt got off to a 3-for-6 start last Tuesday at UL-
Monroe, clubbing a three-run homer to give LSU
the lead for good. Holt has hit all three of his
home runs to left field despite being a left-
handed batter.

On Saturday, Holt’s only hit proved to be the one
that set up the winning run, as his leadoff triple
in the first led to a sacrifice fly and the only run
the Tigers would need in an 8-0 triumph.

Holt went 4-for-6 with three runs scored on Sun-
day, tying season highs for hits and runs. For the
year, Holt is batting .333 with a .492 slugging
percentage, and he is hitting a solid .344 with
runners in scoring position.

Despite the fact he hasn’t seen many left-
handers this year, Holt is 6-for-11 against south-
paws.

Return to the rankings

After spending nearly a month unranked, LSU has
returned to occupy a spot in all three polls for the
first time since Mar. 18.

The Tigers, who were ranked 27th by Collegiate
Baseball following their sweep of Georgia two
weeks ago, were ranked 28th by Collegiate Base-
ball in the first poll to be released on Monday.

Later in the day, Baseball America returned LSU
to the poll after a five-week absence, ranking the
Tigers 24th. The return was complete later in the
evening when the coaches who vote on the
ESPN/Baseball Weekly poll put the Tigers in the
23rd slot, their first ranking in that poll since be-
ing ranked 22nd on Mar. 25.

LSU is one of five SEC teams to be ranked, joining
Alabama, Florida, Ole Miss and South Carolina.

Defense improving
One of the most improved facets of LSU in April has
been the Tigers’ defense.

Yes, the Tigers have committed 20 errors in 16
games this month, but considering LSU booted 57
balls in the first 29 games, the improvement is
marked. However, the errors have not been as
damaging, as the Tigers have given up just 17 un-
earned runs in 141.0 innings this month, compared
to 53 in the first 262.2 innings of the year.

In four games last week, LSU committed just two er-
rors in 156 chances, including errorless games on
Tuesday at UL-Monroe and Saturday against Arkan-
sas. LSU is now 9-0 this year when the Tigers play
errorless baseball, last losing an errorless contest
last year to VCU in the regional.

The Tigers’ strongest position in the infield has been
second base, as the three players who have seen
time at that position—J.C. Holt, Rocky Scelfo and
Blake Gill—have booted just eight balls in 250
chances for a .968 fielding percentage.

Tigers driving them home

For the first two months of the season, LSU’s big-
gest Achilles’ Heel was driving in runners in scoring
position when presented the opportunity.

As evidenced on Sunday, the Tigers are now able to
get runners home for scoring position, as LSU was
8-for-14 in the 13-5 victory and a total of 10-for-22
in the three game series with Arkansas for a .455
average with RISP.

During the Tigers’ 13-3 run in April, the Tigers have
been most efficient in driving runners home, sport-
ing a .351 RISP average, including five players who
are hitting .400 or better in RBI situations during
the month. For the entire year, LSU is hitting .297
with RISP, which is 30 points lower than the 2001
mark of .327, but 31 points higher than where it
stood at the end of March. In SEC play, LSU is hit-
ting .328 with RISP, which is 29 points higher than
last year’s conference mark of .299.

Not surprisingly, Aaron Hill leads the Tigers with

a .409 (18-for-44) RISP mark this year, but he isn’t
the only Tiger in the groove, as Sean Barker (.377,
26-for-69), Chris Phillips (.346, 9-for-26) and J.C.
Holt (.344, 11-for-32) have also proven to be key in
the clutch this year. And although Wally Pontiff’s
overall RISP mark is just .279, the Tiger captain

is .421 in those situations in SEC competition.

Home run pace slows, but still up

LSU won’t come close to its home run prowess of
the “Geauxrilla Ball” era, but the Tigers are now
finding their stroke with the longball.

The Tigers enter tonight’s game having hit exactly
one home run per game, clubbing 45 in 45
games. But in April, LSU’s home run pace is up
to 1.5 per game, hitting 24 in 16 contests.

LSU has now hit at least one home urn in 16 of
its last 17 contests, with the only homerless
game coming on Apr. 20 at South Carolina in a 4-
2 setback.

Not only are the Tigers hitting home runs, but
they’re coming with runners on base. Exactly
half of LSU’s home runs in April have come with
runners on, including a grand slam by Blake Gill
and a pair of three-run home runs by Chris Phil-
lips and J.C. Holt.

Phillips and Aaron Hill are tied for the team lead
in home runs with six each, while Wally Pontiff
has five. Fifteen LSU players have gone out this
year.

Home at the Shrine
Tonight’s game with UNO marks the Tigers’ 13th
appearance at Zephyr Field.

The Tigers are 7-5 all-time at “The Shrine on Air-
line”, not counting a pair of exhibition game
losses to the New Orleans Zephyrs in each of the
past two years.

LSU coach Smoke Laval

Ray “Smoke” Laval may be following a legend at
LSU in Skip Bertman, but Laval is no stranger to the
LSU program, having served 10 years (1984-93)
under Bertman as his top assistant and as a gradu-
ate assistant to Jack Lamabe (1979) before that.

Laval, who was named Bertman’s successor on July
18, 2000, came back to Baton Rouge after seven
successful seasons at Louisiana-Monroe. Laval
guided the Indians to a 241-159 record from 1994-
2000 and led ULM to three NCAA regional appear-
ances, including the regional final in 2000 against
LSU. He was named the Southland Conference
Coach of the year in 1999 and led the Indians to
the SLC crown in 1999 and 2000.

During Laval’s tenure as Bertman'’s top assistant,
LSU won 483 games, reached the College World
Series five times, and won the national champion-
ship in 1991 and 1993. Laval worked with 24 fu-
ture major league players during that time and re-
cruited nine first-team All-Americans.

Four of the six have title implica-
tions, including LSU’s series at Tennessee. Here’s a look at the other five series for the eighth weekend:

Florida at Mississippi St.—Pat McMahon returns to Starkville to face former mentor Ron Polk. The Gators
missed golden opportunity to sweep Georgia and fell further behind South Carolina in the East, while
State dropped Sunday decision at Vanderbilt to fall to fourth in the West. Florida is 10-2 in the league at

home, but just 3-6 away from Gainesville.

Ole Miss at South Carolina—Rebels need bounce back after losing two at home to Tennessee, but Colum-
bia isn’t the best place to do it. Carolina has won eight of nine since losing two at Arkansas and are
rounding into post-season form. Ole Miss is now only a half-game ahead of LSU for second in the West.
Alabama at Georgia—Bulldogs have been tough at Athens, but Tide on a roll after sweep of archrival Au-
burn. Alabama needed late inning rallies to win first two games, Georgia got nice rally for win on Sunday

at Florida.

Vanderbilt at Auburn—Tigers of the Plains starting to fade fast after going just 4-8 in the league in April,
including sweep by Alabama this past weekend. Vandy’s shutout of MSU on Sunday just the Commao-
dores’ second league win since taking two in Baton Rouge to open conference play.

Kentucky at Arkansas—Razorbacks should get well against Bat Cats after suffering sweep in Baton
Rouge. Kentucky hasn’t won an SEC series in over a year and has been swept six times in last 10 confer-

ence series.
