Earlier in the season, LSU beat Florida, 77-68 in Gainesville on
January 30. Khayla Pointer led the way with 24 points, off of 50
percent shooting from the field (8-0f-16). Jaelyn Richard-Harris
(14), Jailin Cherry (10) and Awa Trasi (10) all scored in double figures,
while Faustine Aifuwa grabbed a team-high 11 rebounds.

« Aifuwa In The Paint: Junior Faustine Aifuwa scored her 700th
career point on Thursday, February 27 against Vanderbilt with her
first basket of the game. She ended the game with 18 points, 8
rebounds and 6 blocked shots. She hit the 500 career rebounds
mark on Monday, Feb. 10 with her second consecutive game of a
career-high 16 boards against Missouri.

Freshman Lavendar Briggs leads the Gators with 14.8 points and is
second with 6.3 rebounds per game. Kiara Smith scores 12.1 points
per game and leads the team with 94 assists. Zada Williams is
third in scoring at 10.6 points per game and leads the team with
7.3 rebounds per game.

Head coach Cam Newbauer is in his third season at Florida and
seventh overall as a head coach (Belmont, 2013-17).

LSU holds the lead in the series, 30-14.

« Island Queens: LSU brought home the title for the Bimini Division
of the 2019 Junkanoo Jam with wins over No. 15 Michigan State,
58-56, and Memphis, 83-58. Khayla Pointer was named the Most
Valuable Player, while Ayana Mitchell was also named to the All-
Tournament team.

« In the Polls: LSU is back receiving votes in the Associated Press
poll this week. The Tigers have received votes in both polls at
different times this season.

The Tigers made a brief appearance in the Associate Press Top 25
poll the week of Dec. 2, joining the poll at No. 25, following the
Junkanoo Jam championship. It is the first time LSU had been in
the poll since the end of the 2017-18 season.

« Junior Khayla Pointer earned her 900th point as a Tiger on March
1at Arkansas on her last bucket of the game. She made the 100th
steal of her LSU career at Oklahoma on December 7 and her 300th
career assist on Feb. 13 against Tennessee. She grabbed the 200th
rebound of her career on December 19 at Florida Gulf Coast.

« Pointer posted a career night on December 19 at Florida Gulf
Coast with the second double-double of her career. Pointer scored
a career-high 30 points, 20 in the second half of the 74-83 victory.
Her 11 rebounds were also a career-high and her first points-
rebounds double-double. She was four assists away from a triple-
double in her fourth game of the season with 5 or more assists.

« Junior Faustine Aifuwa earned her 700th career point against
Vanderbilt on February 27. She recorded the 100th blocked shot of
her LSU career on December 19 against Florida Gulf Coast, making
her the 8th Tiger to reach the 100-career mark. Aifuwa grabbed the
500th rebound of her career on February 10 against Missouri.

« Jaelyn Richard-Harris became the second LSU player to play in the
100th game of their LSU career during the 2019-20 season. Richard-
Harris earned that court time on January 5, 2020 at Missouri. Ayana
Mitchell played in her 100th game in the Purple & Gold on November
29 vs. Michigan State.

« Freshman Tiara Young hit some rare LSU territory in her collegiate
debut on November 5 against UNO. Young started the game and
became the first LSU player to come close to scoring 20 points in
their collegiate debut since 2002. She had 19 points, the closest
anyone has come to matching another Louisiana native who
scored 27 against Arizona in her collegiate debut in 2002, LSU
legend Seimone Augustus.

« Senior Ayana Mitchell recorded a consecutive field goals made
streak of 21in a row during the 2019-20 season. She did not miss
a shot from her last two field goals vs. Memphis on November
30, went 9-for-9 versus Nicholls on December 3 and 10-for-10 at
Oklahoma on December 7.

This is believed to be the most by a Tiger player in the history of the
program. Research is on-going. The NCAA record is 33, set by Ruthy
Hebard of Oregon from Feb. 9-19, 2018 against 4 opponents.

Mitchell had 11 games this season in which she did not miss a shot

« Ayana Mitchell is No. 3 in the nation and 1st in the SEC with a 67.9
field goal percentage. The LSU single season record is 68.9 percent
by Maree Jackson in 1976-77 (344-499).

The LSU career field goal percentage record is 65.1 by Jackson
(1976-78; 753-1156). Mitchell will finish her LSU career in 3rd place
at 59.5 after starting the season at 57.3 percent.

Mitchell shot 89.2 percent over 4 games in the month of December
(33-37).

In SEC play, Mitchell shot at least 70 percent in 5 of 9 games,
including 3 at 80.0 or higher.

- Ayana Mitchell recorded 36 career double-doubles as a Tiger,
among the tops in LSU history. Unofficially, her 36 double-doubles
are second to Sylvia Fowles’ LSU record of 86. The 16 Mitchell posted
during the 2018-19 season sits at 4th for a single season in the last

No credentials will be issued to freelance
photographers, cutline writers, and
equipment carriers. Photographers will not
be permitted to shoot from the sidelines.
All photographers must remain seated on
the floor in areas directly in front of fans on
the baseline. Videotaping from a kneeling
position will not be permitted.

Wireless information is
located on the top of the flip card and the
bottom of the seat card on game day.

Postgame in the PMAC

Nikki Fargas and players will be in the
media room of the practice facility after
the game, following the NCAA cooling-off
period and courtside radio postgame show.

The visiting coach and a key player (up
to the visiting SID's discretion) will be
available in the media room prior to LSU.

To reach the media room, take the
Northwest Corridor portal (where the LSU
team enters the floor). When reaching the

multi-purpose room and the glass doors,
turn right. Before reaching the steps, turn
left and then take a right down the first
hallway to the double wood doors and
enter the media room. LSU marshals will
help direct you to the area. You can also
enter from the outside of the PMAC to the
right of the media entrance.
