
LSU Men’s Basketball Game Notes 
Game 7 -- Championship Game ECC – vs. Wake Forest 

Saturday, November 27 – 6 p.m. CT

Last Game – Semifinals – LSU 68, Penn State 63 (OT) 
 LSU’s offense was not at the caliber it was in games 1 through 5, but defense, rebounding and free throws were the 
difference in a 68-63 win over Penn State in the team’s first meeting since the regional semifinals of the 1954 NCAA Tournament.  
 LSU was down as much as five in the first half and trailed by three, 29-26, at intermission. LSU had a late two-point lead 
after a three by Xavier Pinson, but Penn State was able to get a tip-in in the final second to force overtime.  
 In overtime, LSU scored the first six points on four Tari Eason free throws and a bucket by Pinson and Penn State was never 
able to draw even, closing to as close as one.  
 Eason had 20 points and nine rebounds, scoring seven points in overtime and finishing the game 10-of-12 at the free throw 
line. Pinson had 15 points.  
 LSU shot just 34.8 percent for the game (24-69) with just 4 treys, but 16-of-21 at the free throw line. Penn State made 12 
threes, but only 3-of-6 at the stripe. LSU had 17 offensive rebounds in out rebounding PSU, 42-35. The teams were even in second 
chance points, but LSU had a 21-5 advantage in points off turnovers and 40-22 in points in the paint.  
 
Turnovers 
 For the first time in six games, the Tigers were able to get one of their game goals of committing less than 10 turnovers, 
committing just seven for the games. The fewest LSU had in the first five games was 12, twice. LSU has forced 121 turnovers through 
six games and even with some high LSU turnovers, the Tigers have committed just 73. LSU has made 75 steals, compared to 37 for 
the opponents.  
 
Shot Clock Violations 
 LSU was able to get two more shot clock violations during the Penn State game and that brings LSU season total to 14 in six 
games.  
 
Trying to Accomplish 
 LSU with the win is now 5-6 in MTE tournament games in the regular season under Coach Wade. LSU will be trying to win a 
bracketed tournament in which pairings for the second round were based on results since the 2004 LSU Louisiana Classic when LSU 
defeated Tulane and UL-Lafayette.  
 LSU is 6-0 for the first time since the 2012-13 season and will be going for the first 7-0 start since the 2008-09 season when 
LSU started 8-0 on the year.  
 
Tari Eason 
 Easton continues to impress as the transfer from Cincinnati had 20 points and nine boards with 10-of-12 at the line to raise 
his averages to 14.7 points and 8.8 rebounds a game. Try this: Eason has eight assists, eight blocks, eight turnovers and 88 points in 
six games. He also has three double doubles this season. The 20 points equals his college career high that he had at Cincinnati 
against Tulane on Feb. 26, 2021.  
 
Webmaster Research Strikes Again  
 Webmaster Todd Politz has come up with a gem for LSU Basketball and Football both starting at the same time on the same 
night. Apparently, Saturday’s championship will mark the first time LSU football and LSU Basketball games started within the same 
hour since Jan. 2, 1989 when the Hall of Fame Bowl (vs. Syracuse) and hoops at Maryland both started at Noon CT.  
 
The Series With Tonight’s Opponent 
 LSU and Wake Forest have met three times with Wake Forest having two wins. The teams last met on Dec. 22, 2016 with 
Wake Forest winning, 110-76.  
 
Next Up 
 LSU returns to action after the ECC on Wednesday night at 7 p.m. CT when they host Ohio in the final game before the Dead 
Week/Final Exam break.
