	 When LSU basketball won its final regular season 
Southeastern Conference game of the 2020-21 season, it 
marked 39 league regular season wins over a three-year 
period.
	 It was the most SEC wins by any team in the league over 
that same period.
	 It was part of a successfully negotiated pandemic year 
in which the team and its staff had to stop the program for 
almost two weeks in December, won 19 games, finished third 
in the league, made the SEC Tournament championship 
game for the first time since 1993 and advanced to the 
second round of the NCAA Basketball Tournament.
	 In a strange new world, the 2020-21 season again 
showed the consistency of the LSU program to be 
successful, and that consistency has been a buzzword for 
Coach Will Wade since he took the job at LSU.
	 When he arrived in Baton Rouge, Wade wanted to make 
LSU basketball, a program which has had ultimate highs 
followed by periods of lows, be a consistent player on the 
college basketball scene.
	 He has worked hard to put together a program with 
good players that produces consistent winning, regular post-
season tournament appearances and playing an exciting 
brand of basketball that would see the Tigers contend for a 
top spot yearly in the Southeastern Conference.
	 Now entering his fifth season as the head coach of the 
LSU Fighting Tigers basketball program, Coach Will Wade 
has been able to check all the boxes of program building and 
program stability that he set out to accomplish when he was 
named the 22nd head coach of the LSU program prior to the 
2017-18 season.
	 In four years, the Tigers have won 86 games with three 
post-season appearances (and what would have been a 
fourth in 2020 before post-season was canceled) with an 
SEC Championship in 2019, a tie for second in 2020 and a 
third place finish in 2021. The Tigers advanced to the round 
of 16 in the NIT in 2018, to the Sweet 16 in the 2019 NCAA 
Championships and to the second round of the NCAAs in 
2021.
	 It was all part of the vision the coach has for the 
program. It’s a vision to have “unwavering commitment to 
put the team first, to put the state first, to put our school first 
to represent all of these folks in a first-class fashion. We are 
going to be a hard-working team that represents this great 
university that represents this great state.”
	 Frank William “Will” Wade said those words on March 20, 
2017 when he was named the head coach at LSU. He came to 
LSU after a stellar two-year stint as the head coach at Virginia 
Commonwealth University and two years at UT-Chattanooga.
	 He was the first Tiger mentor to get the Tigers to post-
season play in both of the first two seasons on the job. He 
is one of just five LSU coaches to lead his team to an SEC 
Championship and one of just four to take a team to the 
NCAA Sweet 16.
	 Wade has also brought analytics and trends to his 
coaching practices at LSU and his ability to quickly know 
situations and tendencies has proven beneficial to the Tigers 
in his first four seasons.
	 Coach Wade has shown LSU followers that he looks 
to prepare his team for league play by producing a non-
conference schedule that is competitive and among the best 
in the country. His schedule ranked fifth in the country in 
2019 and eighth in the country in 2020.
	 In 2021, LSU had to make several changes to the 
schedule because of the pandemic, losing and rescheduling 
several games in December and having the league change 
the schedule at one point on less than 48 hours notice with a 
road trip to Missouri becoming a road game at Ole Miss.
	 LSU would finish with one home loss for the second 
straight year, despite playing one less home game than other 
league schools, finishing at 7-1. The Tigers were third in the 
league, earning the double bye in the tournament for the 
third straight year. But this time LSU made the run that fans 
had been looking for, defeating Ole Miss and Arkansas to get 

to the SEC Championship game for the first time since the 
1993 season.
	 The Tigers would proceed to the NCAA bubble in 
Indianapolis where they advanced to the second round.
	 The 2021 team would average 81.8 points, marking 
the third straight year the Tigers averaged over 80 points a 
game. It was the highest scoring average since LSU averaged 
87.5 points a game during the 1991-92 season. The three 
consecutive years marks the most since LSU had four 
straight seasons over 80 points from the 1988-89 season 
through the 1991-92 campaigns.
	 In 2020, LSU opened with eight straight conference wins 
as LSU tied for second place in the league one season after 
winning the league championship.
	 The highlight of Wade’s four years came in 2019 when 
the Tigers won their first SEC title in 10 years and won two 
games in the NCAA Tournament to advance to the Sweet 16 
for the first time since 2006. But it was also a year in which a 
coach and a team had to handle the worst possible tragedy, 
the death of a teammate.
	 Junior Wayde Sims was killed in the early morning of 
Sept. 28, 2018 just hours before what was to be the first team 
workout in preparation for the 2018-19 season.
	 The team dedicated the season to Wayde and his 
parents, which included former Tiger player Wayne Sims. It 
was a season in which time after time, the Tigers appeared 
to need a spark to stay alive for a win and things would turn 
around. LSU would go a perfect 9-0 in the league on the road, 
winning four overtime games and another at the buzzer. The 
Tigers would win 16 league games, one of their best overall 
18-game league records.
	 So far in four seasons, LSU under Wade has posted 24 
wins in the Quadrant I rankings in the NCAA RPI/NET rankings.
	 Between 2019 and 2020, the Tigers ran off 12 straight 
SEC road wins, the third longest streak in school history.
	 Fans are caring about LSU basketball, not just because 
of wins, but because of what they have seen on the court.
	 The fans have seen the things that Coach Wade 
promised when he took the job – an energized staff that 
was integrated in the game making coaching decisions and 
alterations as needed; player that were working hard to enact 
a game plan and making big plays.
	 More than anything, LSU fans saw the advancement 
of returning players under Coach Wade and his staff and 
the way that the new players blended with the improved 
veterans.
 	 Wade, one of the younger coaches in Division I at 39, has 
also proven to be one of the most energetic both in practices 
and games, and his players have responded in kind.

PRIOR TO LSU
	 The native of Nashville, Tennessee, directed VCU to a 
51-20 record and two NCAA Tournament appearances in 
2015-2016 and 2016-2017. The 2016 Rams advanced to the 
second round of the 
tournament, defeating 
seventh-seed Oregon 
State before losing to 
Oklahoma. Wade was 
the youngest head 
coach in the NCAA 
Tournament in 2016. 
In 2017, VCU lost to St. 
Mary’s in the first round 
of the NCAA tourney.
	 The Rams were 
28-8 over his two 
years in the Atlantic 10 
Conference, posting 
14-4 records both years. 	
	 The team was 25-11 
in 2016 and earned a 
share of the Atlantic 
10 Conference regular 

season crown. The 2017 team won 26 games and finished 
second in the league.
	 Prior to becoming the head coach at VCU, Wade served 
as the head coach at Chattanooga for the 2013-14 and 2014-
15 seasons.
	 His first Mocs squad went 18-15 in 2014, finishing 12-6 
and second in regular season Southern Conference play. The 
18 wins overall were the most by the program since 2008-
09 and the 12 wins in league games was the highest total 
since 2010-11. The team made the school’s first postseason 
appearance since 2009 in the CIT.
	 Wade was honored with the Anton Foy Southern 
Conference Coach of the Year award in 2014.
	 The Mocs won 22 games in 2015 and finished 15-3 in 
the league as Wade guided Chattanooga to its first 20-win 
season since 2004-05. He finished his two seasons there at 
40-25 and 27-7 in league play. In the two seasons prior to his 
arrival, Chattanooga was 24-40 overall and 13-23 in SoCon 
play.
	 In his eight years as a head coach, he has a combined 
record at Chattanooga, VCU and LSU of 174-85 and 101-40 in 
conference play with six post-season appearances.
	 Wade’s reputation, where ever he has coached, is a 
person who is a tireless worker and relentless recruiter. Wade 
was VCU Head Coach Shaka Smart’s first hire upon being 
named the head VCU coach in 2009.
	 Wade’s coaching start came at Clemson where he 
served as Director of Basketball Operations (2006-07) and 
Graduate Assistant (2005-06) after four seasons as a student 
manager (2002-05). 
	 Wade is married to the former Lauren Deason, and 
the couple has one daughter, Caroline Elizabeth (4).

	 The Tigers held Texas A&M to 16 first half points, tied for the second lowest first half opponent points this season – LSU held 
McNeese to 16 first half points in November and 15 was scored by Northwestern State in December. The 16 by Texas A&M is tied for 
fourth in the last 40 years in fewest points scored by an SEC team against LSU in the first half. 
	 UGA (2/19) had just five field goals in the first half against LSU (although four of those were from three-point range) as LSU 
outscored UGA, 38-22, in the first half thanks to a 17-0 run late in the half. 
	 For the fourth straight game, teams have scored big on LSU in the second half with A&M scoring 52 points (2/8), Mississippi 
State (2/12) and UGA (2/16) both scoring 43 points and South Carolina (2/19) 41 rallying for the win. 

FAMILIAR STARTING FIVE
	 Coach Will Wade went back to a very familiar starting lineup against Texas A&M (2/8) which was Xavier Pinson and Brandon

	 This lineup started the first 12 games of the season, wasn’t used at Auburn as Brandon Murray sat out and then was used 
again in the early SEC wins against Kentucky and Tennessee. The South Carolina game (2/19) marked the first time that lineup had 
lost this season after 17 wins. 
	 In all, LSU has had to use five other starting lineups and only one of those included Pinson as he worked himself back into full 
playing time after his injury in the Jan. 8 Tennessee game.

	 So, to put it in the vernacular of it “will be what it will be” LSU sophomore Tari Eason with only four starts this season certainly 
qualifies as a top candidate for the league’s Sixth Man of the Year honor. 
	 The top 10 finalist for the Karl Malone Award and a member of the Naismith Midseason Team has earned enough accolades 
to make him someone that has to be seriously considered for the award as well as others in the SEC.
	 Last week on the SEC Network broadcast of the UGA game, the network posted the leading scorers that come off the bench 
this season. As of the conclusion of play Sunday night:

Tari Eason – LSU – 16.9 points per game; 7.1 rebounds (4 starts)
Quenton Jackson – A&M – 13.4 points per game; 3.4 rebounds (2 starts)
Wendell Green, Jr. – Aub – 12.4 points per game; 5.1 assists (5 starts)

	 According to the SEC Network graphic, all three players rank in the top 20 in the SEC in scoring. 
	 Eason on Saturday recorded his seventh double double of the season, his eighth including one at Cincinnati, when he scored 
21 points with 10 rebounds and three steals in the game at South Carolina (2/20). Eason hit 8-of-14 shots, including a trey and 4-of-
5 from the free throw line. 
	 In the last four games, since LSU went back to its original lineup, Eason has averaged 22.5 points per game, 9.3 rebounds, 1.7 
blocks and 2.7 steals per game. He is 32-of-55 from the field or 58.2 percent, 7-of-13 from the arc (53.8%) and 19-of-26 at the free 
throw line (73.1).
	 He has scored over 20 points in each of the last four games (25 at A&M, 23 vs. Miss. State, 21 vs. UGA and at South Carolina). 
This is the second straight year that has happened by an LSU Tiger as now Brooklyn Nets rookie Cam Thomas did that a year ago.

	 Against South Carolina (2/19), Tari Eason posted his fourth 20-10 game of the year in SEC play with 21 points and 10 rebounds. 
	 Tari Eason against A&M (2/8) posted his third 20-10 game of the year in SEC play with 25 points (his second highest point 
total of the season) with 12 rebounds in the LSU victory. 
	 Eason also had 24-12 vs. Tennessee (1/8) and 26-10 at Alabama (1/19).
	 At the start of the month, Darius Days recorded the fourth 20-10 game of his career against Ole Miss (2/1) when he posted 21 
points and 13 rebounds. 
	 Days had two as a sophomore in 2019-20 and one last season in 2020-21.
	 Eason’s four 20-10 games are the most by an LSU player since the 2015 season when Jordan Mickey had eight for LSU and 
Jarell Martin posted five. 
	 For the record in Shaquille O’Neal’s three seasons, the big man had years of 5, 19 and 22 20-10
games.

DOUBLE DOUBLES AND DOUBLE REBOUNDS
	 Since coming back from his ankle injury that kept him out of the first A&M game (1/26), Darius Days has had four double 
doubles, including three straight – 14 points and 12 rebounds at TCU (1/29), 21 points and 13 rebounds vs. Ole Miss (2/1), 10 points 
and 11 rebounds at Vandy (2/5) and most recently, 15 points and 12 rebounds vs. UGA (2/16). 
	 More importantly, his three straight games with double figure rebounds marked the first time an LSU player has had three 
consecutive double figure rebounds since Emmitt Williams in Dec. 2019. 
	 Days has had seven double doubles this year and 23 now for his career.

	 But LSU has had turnover issues of its own along the way as the Tigers have turned the ball over 15 times in 16 games, includ-
ing a season high 22 turnovers at A&M (2/8). LSU turned the ball over 21 times in the Dec. 11 win over Georgia Tech and 20 times in 
the loss at Alabama (1/15). 
	 But on a good note one of those games that they didn’t turn the ball over double figures was against TCU (1/29) as they only 
turned it over nine times. That was the first time since the Nov. 22 game against Belmont that they didn’t have double figure turn-
overs.     
	 LSU has committed 405 turnovers to date while causing 492 turnovers. The Tigers have forced an average of 18.22 turnovers 
a game (1st in the SEC, 6th in the nation), but has committed 15.0 turnovers a game which is 13th in the SEC.

	 Four times this year, the Tigers have hit double figure threes in a game. 
	 For the season, LSU is 179-of-549 (32.6%). LSU opponents are 197-of-698 (28.2%). Defensively, LSU is first in the league in 
three-point opponents defense and seventh in the nation. 
	 With his 55 three-point goals this season and 172 in his career, Days is now tied for eighth all-time in three-point makes at

	 In December games, two LSU players passed 1,000 career points. 
	 With 10:08 remaining in the first half against Northwestern State (12/14), Xavier Pinson drove to the bucket and scored the 
1,000th point of his career combining his time at Mizzou and LSU. He has scored 163 points to date here at LSU this season and has 
1,066 for his career.  
	 Pinson is the eighth player at LSU to score 1,000 points at LSU after playing a portion of his career at another four-year school.
	 At Bossier City (12/18), on Darius Days’ first bucket with 9:39 to play in the opening half, he became the 44th LSU player to 
score 1,000 career points. Days has scored 238 points in his fourth year and has 1,090 for his career and is moving up the Tiger scor-
ing ranks:

OFFENSE LEADS TO DEFENSE WHICH LEADS TO OFFENSE
	 While the phrase is often defense leads to offense with the way LSU is playing this year, LSU needs some good offense to get 
to its defense which then leads to more offense. 
	 To explain: LSU needs to get makes to set its defense which is first in the nation in total steals (305) and is averaging forcing 
over 18 turnovers a game. Those steals lead to offense in transition and fast break baskets.
	 LSU has a 382-189 advantage in fast break points and an also impressive 571-366 advantage in points off turnovers. LSU is 
averaging 21.1 points a game off turnovers, compared to 13.5 for opponents.

It had been a tight battle of earlier in the month with 
both Abilene Christian and Southern University at 10.8. 
	 LSU is also the national leader in total steals at 305. Some of this is actually depending on when teams play as it has gone 
back and forth with Eastern Kentucky second at 296 and Southern University is third at 281. Texas A&M is fourth at 280. 
When Will Wade was an assistant at VCU, the Rams led the nation in steals at 10.6 in 2012 and 11.7 in 2013. After Wade left to go to 
Chattanooga as head coach, the Rams led the nation for a third straight year at 10.7 steals a game. 
	 Individually, LSU has three players in the top seven of the SEC stats in steals per game: Eric Gaines 2.22 (3rd, 20th in 
nation); Tari Eason 1.96 (5th) and Xavier Pinson 1.90 (7th). In total steals, two players are in the top 10: Eric Gaines 60 (2nd in SEC, 
8th in nation); and Tari Eason 51 (6th).

KENTUCKY NOTES
	 This will be the second meeting of the Tigers and Wildcats with LSU scoring a 65-60 victory at the Maravich Center back on 
Jan. 4. 
	 At that time, the No. 21 LSU Tigers held Kentucky to just 10 points over the final 13 minutes of the game and rallied from 
nine points down to win. The game was held on the newly dedicated Dale Brown Court in honor of the 25-year veteran of the SEC 
battles as head coach at LSU from 1972-97.  
	 After hitting a bucket at the halftime buzzer, Kentucky continued on 14-2 run that turned a 5-point LSU lead into a seven-
point Kentucky advantage. That lead reached nine, 50-41, with 13:36 to play.
	 LSU used an 11-0 run to get a brief 51-50 lead before Kentucky transitioned for a bucket of their own to go up 52-51. The 
Tigers then scored 10 straight to lead 61-62 with 2:35 to play. LSU would finish the game on a 24-10 run.
	 Tari Eason led LSU with 13 points, while Xavier Pinson had 11 points, four assists and three steals. Brandon Murray, back 
after missing the Auburn game with a hamstring issue, played 28 minutes and had 10 points.
	 Kentucky is 16-0 at Rupp Arena this season and is coming off a 90-81 win over Alabama. Oscar Tshiebwe is averaging 16.4 
points and 15.2 rebounds, while TyTy Washington averages 12.4 points and 4.1 assists. Kellen Grady averages 12.3 points and 
Keion Brooks, 11.3 points. 
	 LSU has won 28 games against the Wildcats in its history, all since 1961. LSU last won in Lexington in 2019. Kentucky leads 
in Lexington games, 45-6.

DARIUS DAYS
	 As discussed early, after missing the Texas A&M game (1/16) with a bad ankle, Darius Days returned and posted double 
doubles in the three consecutive games.  
	 He followed with another one Wednesday of 15 points and 12 rebounds against UGA (2/16) to give him 7 for the season and 
23 for his career. In his last three seasons he has posted 8, 8 and 7 double doubles each year. He also has four 20-10 games in 
his career.
	 Days missed the second half of the Alabama game (1/19) after turning his ankle and then had that same ankle rolled in the 
Tennessee game (1/22). 
	 Days had one of his best efforts in his home state of Florida (1/12) when he scored 20 points and led LSU to a 64-58 win 
over the Gators in Gainesville, less than a half hour from his hometown of Raleigh, Florida. 
	 Back for his fourth season, Darius Days is putting his name in the LSU record book and has been an integral part of this 
Tiger team since he arrived.

	 So far this season, he is averaging 13.3 points and a team best 7.8 rebounds. Days is 13th in the SEC in scoring, sixth in 
rebound average. Days is sixth in 3-point FGs made per game at 2.12.

TARI EASON
 	 Eason has had four 20-10 games in SEC play and is averaging a team best 17.5 points in SEC play (4th in SEC), making 84-of-
161 field goals (52.2%, 3rd in league play) 13-of-30 from the arc and is averaging 7.1 rebounds and 2.1 steals per game.  
	 Overall, the sophomore transfer from Cincinnati is averaging 16.9 points and 7.1 rebounds with 2.0 steals per game. Eason is 
fifth in the league in scoring and eighth in rebounds.
	 With his 20-10 game against A&M (2/8), it was his sixth double double of the year. Eason has seven career double doubles 
including one at Cincinnati. 
	 Of the 26 games Eason has played he has 23 games scoring in double figures, including each of the last 11 games. He is the 
first LSU player to reach double figures in consecutive double figure scoring games since Cam Thomas last season. 	
	 His previous college scoring high came in Atlanta against Georgia Tech (12/11) when he scored 23 points. That 23-point game, 
in which he helped LSU rally from four back at halftime with 16 second half points, earned him Southeastern Conference Player of 
the Week honors. 
	 Eason sat out the Dec. 22 against Lipscomb after suffering from back spasms between the shootaround game 
time. 	
	 Eason is 157-of-294 (53.4%) from the field on the season (fourth in the league) with 21 treys (21-of-59 from the arc overall). He 
is 76.6 percent from the line (105-of-137).  

X-MAN
	 Xavier Pinson has certainly shown what he brings to this LSU team as he is back in the point guard position full-time for the 
LSU Tigers.
Pinson is averaging 9.6 points, 4.5 assists and has an assist-to-turnover ratio of 1.47 with 94 assists and 64 turnovers. He is sixth in 
the league in assists.
	 His averages took a bit of a hit as he finally returned against TCU (2/1) after missing five games because of a stained MCL and 
bone bruise suffered in the Jan. 8 Tennessee game. On a minutes restriction, he played just seven minutes and had two points. 
Against Texas A&M (1/26), he played 16 minutes, much of that in the first half as he has tried to work his way back. While he did dress 
at Vanderbilt, it was decided that he would not play to allow him time to continue to rehab. 
	 That led to him returning to the lineup in a starting role and playing 25 minutes at A&M (2/8) in that win. He had 11 points and 
two assists. He followed with 12 points and four assists against Mississippi State (2/12). While he only scored seven points against 
UGA (2/16), he more than aided the cause with 10 assists and four steals and a +26 in the plus/minus category. 
	 Against South Carolina (2/19), he posted eight assists and in the last four games has had 24 assists and scored 37 points. 
	 Pinson previously had a high of eight assists against McNeese (11/18) and seven dimes in three other games, including 
against Tennessee (1/8).

He was 6-of-13 from the field and 3-of-3 at the free throw line. He just missed one against Lipscomb with 12 points and nine boards. 
	 He is averaging 6.7 points and 4.7 rebounds for the Tigers. For the season he is 82-of-163 from the field (50.3 percent) with 23 
blocks. 
	 Reid has six games in double figures, topped by the 16 he had in the opener against ULM (11/9) and 14 in the Emerald Coast

ERIC GAINES 
	 Eric Gaines whether starting or coming off the bench is showing the understanding of the pace of the point guard spot but 
how to use his talents and his teammates to score and to provide passes leading to scores. 
	 Gaines had one of his most complete games as an LSU Tiger against Texas A&M (1/26) with 16 points and although he was 
just 3-of-10 from the field with a trey and 9-of-12 at the free throw line, he contributed three assists, four steals, six rebounds and a 
block of a potential game-tying dunk in the final minute of the game to help LSU get the win. The 16 points was a career high.
