• LSU’s Jayden Daniels is one of only 3 FBS QBs to 
have 700+ rushing yards and 2,000+ passing yards 
this year. Daniels enters the Texas A&M game with 
740 rushing yards and 2,377 passing yards. 
• Daniels leads all FBS QBs in rushing yards with 
740 and he’s tied for second nationally in rushing 
TDs by a quarterback with 11. 
• LSU has used 6 different starting combinations on 
its offensive line this year. Miles Frazier is the only 
player to start every game on the offensive line this 
year and he’s done so at 3 positions (8 at LG, 2 at 
RG, 1 at RT).
• LSU starts true freshmen Will Campbell (10 starts 
LT) and Emery Jones Jr. (9 starts at RT) on the 
offensive line. They Tigers are 8-0 with Campbell 
and Jones in the starting lineup. 
• WR Malik Nabers is coming off his best game 
with a career-best 7 receptions for 129 yards in the 
win over UAB, while RB Noah Cain had 76 yards 
and a career-best 3 TDs against the Blazers. 
• LSU has won 13 straight games, including 7 in 
2022, when reaching the 30-point mark. 
• Offensively, LSU is averaging 33.4 points and 438.1 
total yards per game (192.5 rushing, 245.6 passing). 
• QB Daniels has completed 69.6 percent of his 
passes (217-of-312) with just 2 interceptions. He’s 
thrown for 2,377 yards and 15 TDs and rushed for 
another 740 yards and 11 scores. 
• Josh Williams is LSU’s top rusher from the 

running back position with 477 yards and 6 TDs. 
Williams did not play vs. UAB. He has 2, 100-yard 
rushing games this year (106 vs. Florida, 118 s. 
Arkansas). 
• Malik Nabers leads all receivers with 51 
receptions for 657 yards and a TD, followed by 
Kayshon Boutte (38-388-1 TD).
• Defensively, the Tigers are allowing 20.0 points 
and 338.2 total yards per game (132.2 rushing, 
206.3 passing).
• Last week vs. UAB, LSU held the nation’s leading 
rusher in DeWayne McBride to a season-low 34 
yards (120 below his season average). 
• In consecutive weeks, LSU’s defense has held 
opponents to season-lows for points (10 for both 
Arkansas and UAB), rushing yards (133 Arkansas, 
48 UAB), and total yards (249 Arkansas, 259 UAB). 
• In its Week 7 win over then-No. 6 Alabama, LSU 
held the Crimson Tide to its fewest first half points 
(6) and fewest points through 3 quarters (9) this 
year. The week before, LSU held Ole Miss to only 
a field goal for the final 44 minutes of the contest, 
outscoring the Rebels 42-3 during that span.  
• In its last 9 games, Tennessee is the only team 
to score a TD on LSU in the third quarter. The 
Vols scored 2 TDs in 3Q in week 6. Outside of 
Tennessee TDs, LSU has allowed only field goals 
to Mississippi State and Alabama in 3Q in past 8 
games.

LSU Looks For 10th Win of Season
LSU (9-2, 6-1 SEC) goes after its 10th win of the season on Saturday as the No. 6 Tigers travel to face Texas 
A&M (4-7, 1-6 SEC). Kickoff is scheduled for 6 p.m. and will be televised on ESPN with Joe Tessitore (pxp), Greg 
McElroy (analyst) and Katie George (sideline reporter) on the call. LSU is 35-22-3 all-time against the Aggies, 
which includes an 8-2 mark since Texas A&M joined the SEC in 2012. Last year, LSU posted a 27-24 win over 
Texas A&M in Tiger Stadium. LSU, who has already clinched a spot in the SEC Championship Game against 
top-ranked Georgia on Dec. 3 in Atlanta, enters the game riding a 5-game winning streak as the Tigers have 
reeled off wins over Florida, No. 7 Ole Miss, No. 6 Alabama, Arkansas and UAB in consecutive contests. LSU 
is ranked No. 6 in both the AP and AFCA Coaches Polls. The Tigers are coming off a 41-10 win over UAB last 
week in Tiger Stadium. The win was the 19th straight during the month of November for teams coached by 
Brian Kelly (16 at Notre Dame, 3 at LSU). LSU QB Jayden Daniels has accounted for 26 TDs (11 rush, 15 pass), 
which ranks No. 5 in LSU single-season history and ranks No. 4 in the SEC this year. His 11 rushing TDs stands 
second in the SEC behind only Judkins Quinshon of Ole Miss (16). Daniels is the only quarterback in the SEC to 
rank among the Top 10 in the league in both rushing yards (No. 10 at 740) and passing yards (No. 6 at 2,377). 
Defensively, LB Micah Baskerville leads the Tigers with 66 tackles, including 4.0 TFL and a sack, while Harold 
Perkins leads the Tigers in both sacks (6.5) and tackles for loss (9.0).  

Brian Kelly: Most Accomplished Hire in LSU History 
First-year LSU coach Brian Kelly joined the program as the most accomplished hire in school history, coming 
to Baton Rouge after winning 284 games and claiming three National Coach of the Year honors in his 
previous 31 years as a head coach. Kelly’s career-mark stands at 293-99-2 and includes 10, 10-win seasons 
at the FBS level (7 at Notre Dame, 3 at Cincinnati). In 12 years at Notre Dame, Kelly guided the Irish to 10 bowl 
appearances, including two College Football Playoff games and the BCS National Championship Game in 2012. 
Kelly ranks first among all active FBS head coaches in career wins (no matter the division) with 293. He went 
113-40 at Notre Dame (12 years), 34-6 at Cincinnati (4 years), 19-16 at Central Michigan (3 years) and 118-35-2 
at Grand Valley State (13 years). BK has led teams to 19 straight wins during the month of November, a streak 
that dates back to the 2017 season. As an FBS head coach, Kelly is 54-19 in November games. Kelly will face 
Texas A&M for the first time on Saturday.

Brian Kelly, who has more victories 
than any active coach in major college 
football, was named LSU’s 34th head 
football coach on December 1, taking 
over a program that has won four 
national championships. 

The most accomplished hire in 
program history, Kelly joins LSU – which 
has won national championships under 
each of its last three head coaches – 
with more than 280 career victories in 
his collegiate head coaching career, the 
most among active FBS coaches. He is 
one of only five active FBS coaches who 
have guided their programs to multiple 
undefeated regular seasons since 2009, 
and he has led his teams to the College 
Football Playoffs in two of the last three 
seasons. 

In 31 years as a head coach, Kelly has 
amassed a record of 284-97-2, which 
ranks him first among all active FBS 
coaches in career victories, ahead of 
Alabama’s Nick Saban (274 wins) and 
North Carolina’s Mack Brown (259 wins). 
Kelly has only had two teams finish 
below .500 during his 31-year collegiate 
career.

For the past 12 years, he has served 
as the head coach at Notre Dame. He 
leaves South Bend as the Irish’s all-time 
winningest coach with 113 victories, 
moving ahead of legendary Knute 
Rockne for the top spot in 2021.  His 
12-year mark at Notre Dame stands at 
113-40, which includes a 54-9 mark over 
the past five seasons. 

During his Notre Dame career, Kelly 
led the Irish to the 2012 BCS national title 
game as well as College Football Playoff 
appearances in 2018 and 2020. He was 
named National Coach of the Year by 
numerous outlets in 2012 and 2018. He’s 
the only coach to win the Home Depot 
Coach of the Year Award more than 
once, and he’s done it three times (2009, 
2012, and 2018). 

In 12 seasons at Notre Dame, Kelly’s 
teams won at least 10 games seven 
times, including 2021, as the Irish posted 
an 11-1 mark and were ranked as high as 
No. 5 in the nation during his final season 
in South Bend. Notre Dame’s current 
streak of five straight seasons with 
double-digit wins includes a 10-3 record 
in 2017, followed by a 12-1 mark in 2018, 
11-2 in 2019 and 10-2 in 2020. 

Individually, Notre Dame players 
claimed eight consensus All-America 
honors playing for Kelly, while the Irish 
had players win nine national awards 
during that span. Kelly’s Notre Dame 
teams have produced 55 NFL Draft picks 
since 2012, including 10 in the first round.  

Academically under Kelly, the Irish 
had eight players earn the prestigious 
CoSIDA Academic All-America honor, 
and three were selected as National 
Football Foundation Scholar-Athletes. As 
a team, Notre Dame consistently ranked 
among the nation’s top four in the 
NCAA’s Graduation Success Rate. 

Prior to joining the Irish, Kelly 
transformed Cincinnati into a football 
powerhouse, winning Big East titles 
in 2008 and 2009. In three years at 
Cincinnati, the Bearcats won 34 games 
and appeared in the Orange and Sugar 
Bowls. In 2007, Kelly led Cincinnati to 
the school’s first-ever 10-win season 
with a 10-3 mark and a win in the 
PapaJohns.com Bowl. In his final season 
at Cincinnati, Kelly’s team posted a 12-0 
regular season mark and earned a berth 
to the Sugar Bowl. 

Kelly’s first Division I head coaching 
position came in 2004 when he took 
over at Central Michigan. In three years 
with the Chippewas, Kelly’s teams won 
19 games, claimed the Mid-American 
Conference title in 2006 and appeared 
in a bowl game for the first time in 12 
years. 

Kelly’s first head coaching job came 
at Division II Grand Valley State in 1991, 
a position he held for 13 years. He won 
118 games at Grand Valley State and led 
the Lakers to back-to-back national titles 
in 2002 and 2003. He won 41 games 
during his final three years in Allendale.

A native of Everett, Mass., Kelly was a 
four-year letterwinner at linebacker and 
two-time team captain at Assumption 
College in Worcester, Mass. He 
graduated from Assumption in 1983 with 
a degree in political science. 

Kelly and his wife Paqui have three 
children – Patrick, Grace and Kenzel. The 
Kellys are active in community outreach 
and have established the Kelly Cares 
Foundation which has donated nearly 
$6 million to support causes related to 
the fight against breast cancer since its 
founding in 2008.

LSU Wraps Up Regular Season Against Texas A&M
LSU (9-2, 6-1 SEC) wraps up its regular season on Saturday when the sixth-ranked Tigers travel to 
Bryan-College Station to take on Texas A&M (4-7, 1-6 SEC) at 6 p.m. on ESPN. LSU is coming off a 41-10 
win over UAB, while the Aggies beat UMass, 20-3. The Tigers enter the contest riding a 5-game winning 
streak with victories over Florida, No. 7 Ole Miss, No. 6 Alabama, Arkansas and UAB during that span. 
LSU is seeking its first victory at Kyle Field since 2016 when the 13th-ranked Tigers won, 54-39. LSU is 
8-2 against the Aggies since Texas A&M joined the SEC in 2012, which includes a 3-2 mark in games at 
Kyle Field. Last year, the Tigers posted a 27-24 win over the 14th-ranked Aggies in Tiger Stadium.  

LSU Seeks 17th 10-Win Season on Saturday Against Texas A&M 
LSU goes into the Texas A&M seeking the 17th 10-win season in school history. LSU most recently 
reached double-digits wins in 2019 when the Tigers completed the most dominant season in college 
football history with a 15-0 mark. LSU went 10-3 in 2018. Prior to that, LSU’s last 10-win season came in 
2013 when the Tigers posted a 10-3 mark. Overall, LSU has won at least 10 games during the regular 
season 10 times, most recently in 2019. Here’s a look at the seasons in which LSU won 10 games during 
the regular-season: 1908, 1958, 2003, 2005, 2006, 2007, 2010, 2011, 2012, 2019

Kelly Looks To Join Miles and Archer As Only First-Year, 10-Win Coaches in LSU History
Brian Kelly goes into the Texas A&M game one victory shy of becoming only the third first-year coach 
in LSU history to win 10 games in his debut season with the Tigers. With a 10th victory, Kelly will join 
Les Miles (11-2 in 2005) and Mike Archer (10-1-1 in 1986) as the only first-year coaches in LSU history to 
win 10 games in their first season with the Tigers.  Kelly has won 10 games at the FBS level seven times 
during his career – 7 at Notre Dame and 3 at Cincinnati. 

LSU To Face Former Assistant For 22nd Time on Saturday Against Texas A&M 
LSU will face one of its former assistant coaches for the 22nd time on Saturday when the Tigers meet 
Jimbo Fisher and the Texas A&M Aggies. Fisher coached at LSU from 2000-06, serving as offensive 
coordinator and quarterbacks coach. LSU is 17-4 all-time against former assistant coaches. The only 
three former LSU assistants who have wins over the Tigers are Will Muschamp (at Florida), Mack Brown 
(at Texas) and Jimbo Fisher (at A&M). LSU is 2-2 vs. Fisher (LSU won vs. Texas A&M in 2019 and 2021; 
A&M won in 2018 and 2020). LSU is 15-0 vs. former assistant coaches in Tiger Stadium and 2-4 in 
games played on the road or at a neutral site. In 2021, LSU went 1-0 against former assistants with the 
sole win coming against Fisher’s Aggies, 27-24, in Tiger Stadium to close out the regular season.

LSU Clinches Berth in SEC Championship Game For 7th Time 
LSU will play in the SEC Championship Game for the seventh time when the Tigers face Georgia on Dec. 
3 at the Mercedes-Benz Stadium in Atlanta. Kickoff for the game is scheduled for 3:10 p.m. on CBS. LSU 
is 5-1 all-time in SEC Championship Games, winning in 2001, 2003, 2007, 2011 and 2019. LSU’s lone loss 
came at the hands of Georgia in 2005. LSU clinched a berth in the league’s title game with its win over 
Arkansas, coupled with Alabama’s victory over Ole Miss, on Nov. 12. LSU stands at 9-2 overall and 6-1 in 
league play. The LSU-Georgia championship game pairing will mark the fifth time the teams have met 
in the title game. LSU is 3-1 vs. Georgia in the title game, winning in 2003 (34-13), 2011 (42-10) and 2019 
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(37-10). Georgia’s 2005 victory over LSU came by a 34-14 count. LSU’s seven SEC Championship Game 
appearances ranks fourth among all SEC schools, trailing only Alabama (14), Florida (13) and Georgia (10). 

LSU Bumps One Spot To No. 6 In CFP Rankings (Note: Last Week’s Rankings)
LSU moved up one spot to No. 6 in the third edition of the CFP Rankings last week. The CFP Rankings are 
released on Tuesday nights each week. LSU debuted at NO. 10 on Nov. 1, followed by a No. 7 ranking on 
Nov. 8 and No. 6 last week. 

LSU Keeps Climbing In Polls – No. 6 in AP and No. 6 in Coaches This Week 
LSU climbed one spot in the AFCA Coaches Poll this week following the win over UAB. LSU is ranked No. 
6 in the AP Poll and No. 6 in the AFCA Coaches Poll. LSU is back in the Top 10 for the first time since the 
2020 season when the Tigers opened the year ranked No. 5 in the Coaches Poll and No. 6 in the AP Poll. 
LSU fell out of the Top 10 the following week after the 44-34 season-opening loss to Mississippi State. 

Daniels Tops 3,000-Yard Mark For Total Offense
Jayden Daniels became only the fourth player in LSU history to reach the 3,000-yard mark in total 
offense last week with his 408-yard effort  (111 rushing, 297 passing) vs. UAB. Daniels has now accounted 
for 3,117 yards, which ranks as the fifth-highest total in LSU history. Daniels joined Joe Burrow (2018, 2019), 
Rohan Davey (2001) and JaMarcus Russell (2006) as LSU’s members of the 3,000-yard total offense club.

Nabers Reaches 1,000 Career Receiving Yards
Sophomore WR Malik Nabers reached the 1,000-career yards receiving milestone in week 11 vs. UAB 
when he caught a career-high 7 passes for 129 yards. Nabers became the 41st player in LSU history with 
1,000 career yards receiving. Nabers’ game against UAB was the second 100-yard receiving game of his 
career and first this season. As a freshman last year, he had 143-yard receiving game against ULM. LSU 
has three players on its roster with 1,000 career receiving yards, joining Kayshon Boutte (1,632) and Jaray 
Jenkins (1,279).

LSU Defense Gets Another Redzone Stop vs. UAB – Fifth Straight Game With Stop Inside 15
LSU got a redzone stop for the fifth straight game vs. UAB as the Tigers held the Blazers on downs 
after they had reached the LSU 11-yard line late in the fourth quarter. LSU now has redzone stops in five 
consecutive games dating back to the Florida contest. LSU ranks No. 15 nationally in redzone defense, but 
the Tigers climb to No. 2 when it comes to touchdown percentage in the redzone. On 36 trips inside the 
redzone, LSU opponents have scored touchdowns just 38.89 percent of the time. LSU ranks second to 
only Georgia (29.17) in touchdown percentage inside the redzone. The following is a look at LSU’s redzone 
stops this year (not included opp.

LSU goes into the Texas A&M game having played the nation’s 10th-toughest schedule through games 
of November 19, according to the NCAA. LSU’s opponents have combined for a 69-40 mark for a .633 
winning percentage. LSU is joined in the Top 10 by five other SEC teams – Auburn at No. 1, Georgia No. 2, 
Arkansas No. 3, Tennessee No. 5, and Alabama No. 8. 

Brian Kelly-Coached Teams Have Won 17 Straight November Games
LSU coach Brian Kelly brings a streak of 19 consecutive November wins into the Texas A&M game on 
Saturday.  A Kelly-coached team hasn’t lost a game during the month of November since the 2017 when 
Notre Dame dropped a 38-20 decision at No. 20 Stanford on November 25. Since then, Kelly-coached 
teams have reeled off 19 consecutive wins, going 4-0 in 2018, 5-0 in 2019, 3-0 in 2020, 4-0 in 2021 and 
3-0 so far in 2022. As a Division I head coach, Kelly has a 54-19 record in games played in November.

LSU’s Jayden Daniels goes into the Texas A&M as 1 of only 3 FBS quarterbacks with 2,000 passing 
yards and 700 rushing yards. Through 11 games, Daniels has thrown for 2,377 yards and added another 
740 yards on the ground. Daniels is already the LSU record holder for rushing yards (740) and rushing 
TDs (11) by a quarterback. Daniels’ 740 rushing yards ranks No. 1 among all FBS quarterbacks, with 
Darren Grainger of Georgia State (718) and John Rhy Plumlee of UCF (715)  Here’s a list of the only 3 FBS

Daniels Holds LSU QB Marks For Single-Season Rushing Yards and TDs 
Jayden Daniels extended his LSU record for rushing yards and rushing TDs by a QB in week eleven vs. 
UAB as he accounted for 1 in the win over the Blazers. Daniels broke both school marks in the win over 
Ole Miss on Oct. 22. Now 11 games into his first season at LSU, Daniels has rushed for 11 TDs and he’s 
gained 740 yards on the ground. The previous LSU QB rushing TD single-season mark was 7 held by a 
host of Tigers (most recently Joe Burrow in 2018) and the prior single-season rushing record stood at 
450 by Jordan Jefferson in 2010.

More Historic Moments for Jayden Daniels 
Jayden Daniels made LSU history for a third time this year with his performance against Florida. This 
time, Daniels became the first player in LSU history to rush for 3 TDs and pass for 3 TDs in a game 
decided in regulation. The only other player in LSU history to accomplish the feat was Joe Burrow, who 
did in the 7 OT game vs. Texas A&M in 2018. This is the third time in 2022 Daniels has done something 
historic from the quarterback position. Here’s a look at Daniels’ historic moments during his brief 8-game 
LSU career:
• First LSU QB to rush for 100 yards and throw for 200 yards in a game decided in regulation

opponents during the regular season (Burrow did it vs. No. 9 Auburn and No. 2 Alabama in 2019). 

O-Line Combo Same In Season-Best 4 Straight Games – All Wins 
LSU’s season-best streak of the same starting combination on the offensive line was snapped at 4 
against UAB when C Charles Turner sat out the contest nursing an injury. Marlon Martinez started in 
Turner’s place marking the sixth different starting combination LSU has used on the offensive line this 
year. LSUused 5 different combinations on the offensive line in the first 6 games of the season. LSU 
finally settled on a consistent combination against Florida and the Tigers were 4-0 with LT Campbell-LG 
Frazier-C Turner-RG Bradford-RT E. Jones as the starters. That unit also started the win over Auburn 
and as the Tigers are 5-0 overall with that lineup. Through 11 games, Miles Frazier is the only offensive 
lineman to start every game and he’s done so at three different positions (6 at LG, 3 at RG, 1 at RT).

LSU’s Defense Hasn’t Allowed A Third Quarter TD Since Tennessee Game
LSU’s defense brings a streak of not allowing a third quarter TD since the Tennessee game into the Texas 
A&M contest. During LSU’s 5-game winning streak, the Tigers held Florida and Ole Miss scoreless in the 
third quarter; Alabama kicked a field goal, while Arkansas and UAB went scoreless. In 7 SEC games, only 
Tennessee has scored third quarter TDs on the Tigers – the Vols scored two. In LSU’s 6 SEC wins, the 
Tigers have given up only 6 third quarter points (3 by Mississippi State and 3 by Alabama). 

LSU’s Bowl-Eligible For 23rd Consecutive Season 
LSU’s win over Ole Miss secured bowl-eligibility for the Tigers for the 23rd consecutive season, a streak 
that dates back to 2000. Dating back to 2000, LSU has played in a bowl game or reached the College 
Football Playoffs 21 times. The only exception came during the 2020 Covid season when LSU opted out 
of a bowl invitation. Since appearing the Peach Bowl in 2000, LSU has claimed three national titles (2003, 
2007, and 2019) and reached the national championship game in 2011.

Noah Cain Makes Most of Opportunity vs. UAB
RB Noah Cain (a Penn State transfer) made the most of his opportunity in week 11 vs. UAB as he rushed 
13 times for 76 yards and a career-best 3 TDs in the win over the Blazer. He also caught a pass for 6 
yards. Cain scored on runs of 5, 1 and 1 yards in the victory. Cain leads the Tigers in rushing TDs with 7. 
He’s rushed for 296 yards on 54 carries, an average of 5.5 yards per attempt. 

Harold Perkins Earns Walter Camp National Defensive Player of the Week Honors 
True freshman LB Harold Perkins game-wrecked Arkansas in week 10 and was awarded for his play in 
the 13-10 win on Sunday when he was named the Walter Camp National Defensive Player of the Week. 
Perkins, who also earned SEC Defensive Player of the Week for the second straight game (Alabama and 
Arkansas), had 8 tackles, 3 sacks and added 2 forced fumbles, a pass breakup and a QB hurry. 

LSU Reclaims Golden Boot 
LSU reclaimed the Golden Boot in week 10 in the annual trophy game with Arkansas. First introduced 
to the series in 1996, the Golden Boot is a 24-karat gold trophy molded into the shape of the states of 
Louisiana and Arkansas. The trophy stands nearly 4-feet tall and weighs nearly 200 pounds. Its value 
is priceless to the teams; actually, it’s valued at $10,000. Arkansas had possession of the Golden Boot 
following last year’s 16-13 overtime win in Tiger Stadium. Since the teams began playing for the trophy in 
1996, LSU is 18-9 vs. the Razorbacks.  

LSU In Overtime Games
LSU ran its record to 9-8 all-time in overtime games after week nine’s 32-31 win over Alabama. The win 
over Alabama snapped a 3-game overtime losing streak for the Tigers. Last year, Arkansas kicked a 
37-yard field goal in overtime to beat LSU, 16-13. LSU has gone to overtime with Arkansas three times – 
2007, 2009 and 2021 and the Tigers are 1-2 in those games. Arkansas won in triple-overtime (50-48) in 
2007, while the Tigers won 33-30 in 2009. 

LSU Defeats Alabama in Tiger Stadium for First Time Since 2010
LSU’s win over Alabama on Nov. 5 was the first for the Tigers over the Crimson Tide in Tiger Stadium 
since a 24-21 victory in 2010. It also marked the fifth overtime game all-time between the teams (overtime 
instituted in 1996). The five overtime games between LSU and Alabama is the most of any series in 
college football. LSU is 3-2 in overtime games against Alabama, winning 16-13 in 2005 in Tuscaloosa; 9-6 
in 2011 in Tuscaloosa and the victory this year. Alabama’s overtime wins both came in Tiger Stadium – 
27-21 in 2008 and 20-13 in 2014. 

LSU’s Defense Comes Up Big Against Bama
LSU’s defense put together another outstanding performance against Alabama, holding the Crimson Tide 
well below their season averages in both rushing yards and points. LSU’s defense held Alabama without 
a first half touchdown for the first time all year. In addition, LSU limited Alabama to just 9 points through 
three quarters – its fewest points over that span in 2022. In 6 redzone chances, LSU forced 3 Alabama 
field goals and intercepted a pass in the endzone. LSU’s interception of a Bryce Young pass in the 
endzone marked just the second Alabama turnover in the redzone in 2022. The Tigers also held Alabama 
scoreless in the first quarter for the second time this year. As a unit, the LSU defense held Alabama to 
137 rushing yards (73 below season average) and to 31 points (10 below season average). 

LSU “D” Hold Arkansas to Season-Lows On Offense
LSU’s defense rose to the occasion again vs. Arkansas, holding the Razorbacks to season-lows for points 
(10), rushing yards (133), passing yards (116) and total yards (249). It also marked the first time all season 
Arkansas didn’t score a touchdown in the first half. LSU held the Razorbacks to only a first quarter field 
goal in the win.

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LSU’s Win Over Alabama Most-Watched ESPN Regular Season Game Since 2016
LSU’s thrilling 32-31 overtime win over Alabama ranks as the most-watched ESPN regular season game 
since 2016. In a game that featured nine lead changes, LSU clinched the win when quarterback Jayden 
Daniels found tight end Mason Taylor in the front corner of the endzone for a two-point conversion, lifting 
the Tigers to the victory. Moments earlier, Daniels scampered 25-yards for a TD setting up LSU’s game-
winning two-point conversion. The LSU-Alabama game delivered 7.6 million viewers, peaking with 10.4 
million, becoming ESPN’s most-watched regular season college football game since the Ole Miss-Florida 
State contest in 2016. It’s also the most-watched Saturday college football game on the network since 
2015 when Ole Miss-Alabama brought in 7.6 million viewers. The LSU-Alabama matchup ranks as the 
sixth-best Saturday game in the network’s history and stands as the sixth-most watched game on any 
network this year. The primetime presentation is ESPN’s most-watched non-NFL telecast since Game 7 
of the NBA Eastern Conference Finals in May and second most-watched since the 2022 College Football 
Playoff National Championship.

LSU Beats Top 10 Teams In Consecutive Games In Tiger Stadium For First Time
LSU’s wins over Ole Miss and Alabama in consecutive games marked the first time it’s ever happened 
in Tiger Stadium. LSU knocked off then-No. 7 Ole Miss, 45-20, on Oct. 22 and then followed that with 
a 32-31 overtime win over then-No. 6 Alabama on Nov. 5. The last time LSU beat Top 10 teams in 
consecutive games came in 2019 when the Tigers beat No. 4 Oklahoma, 63-28, in the CFP Semifinals and 
followed that with a 42-25 win over No. 3 Clemson in the CFP Championship Game. Earlier in 2019, LSU 
beat No. 9 Auburn in Tiger Stadium, 23-20, and then followed that with a 46-41 win over No. 2 Alabama 
in Tuscaloosa – the last time it had happened during the regular season. 

LSU’s Won 3 SEC Games Despite Trailing By Double-Digits 
Three of LSU’s six SEC wins have been comebacks from double-digit deficits, including the 45-20 win 
over No. 7 Ole Miss on Oct. 22. The Tigers trailed Ole Miss, 17-3, just seconds into the second quarter. 
From that point on, LSU outscored the Rebels, 42-3, including 28-0 in the second half. The three double-
digit deficit comebacks are the most for LSU since the national championship season in 2007 when 
the Tigers overcame four deficits of 10 points or more on its way to a 12-2 mark. Here’s a look at LSU’s 
double-digit deficit comebacks this year:

LSU’s Won 11 Straight When Rushing for 200 Yards
LSU goes into the Texas A&M game riding a streak of 11 consecutive wins when rushing for 200 yards. 
LSU is 5-0 this year when reaching the 200-yard mark in rushing yards with wins over Southern (230 
yards), Mississippi State (207 yards), New Mexico (219 yards), Ole Miss (252 yards), and UAB (266). The 
last time LSU rushed for 200 yards and lost came in the 7 OT contest at Texas A&M on November 24, 
2018. LSU rushed for 215 yards in that game and lost 74-72.

LSU’s Won 13 Straight When Reaching 30-Point Mark 
LSU goes into the Texas A&M game having won 13 consecutive games when reaching the 30-point 
mark. LSU is 7-0 in 2022 when scoring at least 30 points. LSU’s 30-point winning streak dates back to 
the 2020 season when the Tigers beat South Carolina, 52-24. Since then, LSU has scored at least 30 
points 13 times – all wins. LSU was 3-0 in 2021 when scoring 30 points. The last time LSU scored 30 
points and lost came in week 3 in 2020 when the Tigers dropped a 45-41 decision at Missouri. 

OG Garrett Dellinger Back In Action 
Garrett Dellinger, a starter on the offensive line in 5 games this season, saw his first action since a 
knee injury sidelined him against Tennessee in week 11 vs. UAB. Dellinger dressed out against Arkansas 
in week 10, but did not see any game action. Dellinger had been out since injuring his knee against 
Tennessee on Oct. 8. Dellinger opened the season at center for the Tigers but moved to left guard in 
week 2. He started at left guard in wins over Southern, Mississippi State and New Mexico. He missed the 
Auburn game (hand) but returned to action vs. Tennessee. Dellinger can play either guard position and 
also serves as a backup to Charles Turner at center. 

DB Major Burns Makes Return Against Alabama 
Major Burns, LSU’s starting safety for the first 3 games of the season, returned to action against 
Alabama in week 9. It was his first playing time since the Mississippi State contest in week 3. Burns 
finished the Alabama game with 1 tackle, but it played a major role in the outcome. Burns chased down 
Jase McCllelan, tackling him at the LSU 11-yard line after a 65-yard gain early in the second quarter. LSU 
held Alabama to a field goal on that possession. In 6 games, Burns has 21 tackles, 2.5 tackles for loss, and 
a pair of pass breakups. 

LSU Adds To SEC Player of the Week Honors As Perkins Wins Honor For Second Straight Week 
True freshman LB Harold Perkins earned SEC Defensive Player of the Week honors for the second 
consecutive week for his performance in the 13-10 win over Arkansas. Perkins tallied 8 tackles, 3 sacks, 
2 forced fumbles, a pass breakup and a QB hurry in the LSU win. Here’s a look at LSU’s SEC Player of 
the Week honors in 2022:

Josh Williams Has Flourished At Running Back 
Josh Williams, a former walk-on who attended the same high school in 
Houston as George W. Bush and played AAU basketball on a team coached 
by NBA Dream Teamers Hakeem Olujawon and Clyde Drexler, had his 
second 100-yard rushing game in week 10 in the win over Arkansas. 
Williams finished with a career-best 118 yards and 1 TD on 18 carries. He 
averaged 6.6 yards per rush and had runs of 30 and 21 yards in the win. His 
first 100-yard game came against Florida (106 yards on 14 carries) in week 
7. Williams, a 3.4 GPA student who is majoring in marketing, has started 6 
straight games and leads all running backs with 477 yards and 6 TDs on 91 
carries. He’s averaging 5.2 yards a carry. He’s also caught 18 passes for 113 
yards. Williams only has 5 negative rushing yards all season. On 91 carries 
this year, Williams has been caught for a loss only 5 times with his biggest 
loss going for 2-yards against Auburn. Williams sat out the UAB game but is 
expected to be in the lineup against Texas A&M. 

LSU Defense Comes Up Big In Second Half
LSU’s defense has come up big in its three comeback wins this year. In the 
three games LSU trailed at halftime and came back to win – Miss. State, at 
Auburn and Ole Miss, the Tiger defense held those opponents to a combined 
3 points in the second half. LSU shutout both Auburn and Ole Miss in the 
second half, while Mississippi State’s third quarter field goal were the only 
second half points against the Tigers in those three victories. 

LSU’s True Freshmen Impact
LSU’s true freshmen have made an immediate impact on this year’s team as 
4 rookies have played a key role in the Tiger success. Offensively, LSU has 3 
true freshmen in the starting lineup – LT Will Campbell, RT Emery Jones Jr., 
and TE Mason Taylor, while LB Harold Perkins has become game-wrecker 
on the defensive side of the ball. It’s the first time in school history LSU has 
3 true freshmen as primary starters on offense. Here’s a look at the impact 
these true freshmen have made on this year’s team:

LT Will Campbell – started 10 games (missed Tennessee game due to 
dehydration) … Earned SEC Offensive Lineman of the Week vs. Florida … LSU 
is 9-1 with him in the lineup. 
RT Emery Jones Jr. – started past 9 games at right tackle … LSU is 8-1 with 
him in the starting lineup … LSU is 8-0 when Campbell and Jones both in the 
starting lineup. 
TE Mason Taylor – started 10 straight games and ranks among team 
leaders with 25 receptions for 253 yards and 2 TDs … Caught game-winning 
2-point conversion in overtime against Alabama … Also hauled in a 7-yard TD 
pass with 1:47 left in the game against Alabama to put the Tigers up 24-21 … 
Earned SEC Freshman of the Week honors for his play vs. Alabama … Has 
caught at least 1 pass in 10 of LSU’s 11 games (didn’t’ have a reception vs. 
Arkansas) … Scored first career TD vs. Ole Miss … Dad is NFL Hall of Famer 
Jason Taylor. 
LB Harold Perkins – played in all 11 games with 5 starts … Named SEC 
Defensive Player of the Week in back-to-back weeks (vs. Alabama and 
Arkansas) … Walter Camp National Defensive Player of the Week vs. 
Arkansas (8 tackles, 3 sacks, 2 FF, 1 QB hurry, 1 PBU) … Second on team in 
tackles with 57 … Leads team in tackles for loss (9.0) and sacks (6.5) … SEC 
Freshman of the Week vs. Ole Miss (5 tackles, 1 sack) 
 
Boutte Reaches 100 Career Receptions
Junior WR Kayshon Boutte reached the 100-career reception milestone in 
week 6 vs. Tennessee when he caught 6 passes for 33 yards and a TD. 
Boutte became the 26th player in LSU history with 100 career receptions. 
Boutte’s 21 games to reach the 100-career reception mark bettered the 
previous record of 23 games held by former All-America Wendell Davis 
(23 games) and Jerel Myers (23 games). Davis holds the LSU mark with 
183 career receptions, followed by Michael Clayton with 182. For his career, 
Boutte has 121 receptions for 1,603 yards and 15 TDs. Boutte holds both the 
LSU and SEC single-game record for receiving yards with 308 on 14 catches 
vs. Ole Miss in 2020. 
 



Daniels’ 32 Completions Against Tennessee Ties for Third-Most in LSU History
LSU QB Jayden Daniels completed 32 passes against Tennessee in week 6, which ties with Joe Burrow for the third-highest total in school history. Daniels’ 
32 completions were the most since 2019 when Burrow completed 32 passes in a win over Ole Miss. Daniels also become just the fifth LSU quarterback to 
complete 30 or more passes in a game joining Rohan Davey (1 time), Jeff Wickersham (2), Tommy Hodson (1) and Burrow (5).  

Campbell and Jones LSU’s First True Freshmen Starters At Offensive Tackle    
Will Campbell and Emery Jones Jr. have bolstered the LSU offensive line in 2022, becoming the first true freshmen duo to start at left and right tackle in school 
history. The Campbell-Jones combo started for the first time together in LSU’s win over Mississippi State and have since been in the lineup together for 8 
games. LSU is 8-0 when Campbell and Jones are in the starting lineup at left and right tackle. They’re the fourth combination of true freshmen to start on the 
offensive line for LSU in a game.

LSU Wins On Road Against Auburn and Florida For First Time in School History 
For the first time in school history, LSU won games at Auburn and Florida in the same season earlier this year. Against Auburn, the Tigers made a historic 
comeback and allowed no second-half points in Jordan-Hare Stadium to win 21-17 after being down 17-0 in the first half. Two weeks later, LSU extended its 
winning streak over Florida to 4-straight with a 45-35 win over the Gators. QB Jayden Daniels accounted for 6 TDs (3 rush, 3 pass) in the victory. LSU has 
played Auburn and Florida on the road in the same season 16 times with the 2022 season being the first time the Tigers won in both Auburn and Gainesville in 
the same year.  

Game Ball
Following each win, LSU head coach Brain Kelly and the staff present the “game ball” to a player who had the biggest impact on the win. QB Jayden Daniels 
became the first player to be awarded two game balls so far this season when he passed for 248 yards with two touchdowns and rushed for 121 yards and 
three touchdowns in the 45-20 win over Ole Miss. The following is a look at LSU’s game ball recipients this year:

LSU Hangs 40+ Points on Florida in Back-To-Back Games For First Time Ever
With 45 points against Florida in week 6, LSU scored 40 or more points against the Gators in back-to-back games for the first time in the 69-game history of 
the series. LSU beat Florida, 49-42, in 2021 in Tiger Stadium and then followed that with a 45-35 win over the Gators in Gainesville. LSU has reached the 40-point 
mark in three of the last four meeting with Florida as the Tigers beat the Gators, 42-28, during the 2019 season. Prior to that, LSU had scored 40 points on 
Florida just twice during the series history (48 in 1971 and 41 in 2011). 

Second Largest Road Comeback Since 1943 Earned Against Auburn
LSU, after being down 17-0, came back to win against Auburn on the road, 21-17. This comeback is tied for the second-largest road comeback since 1943. The 
largest deficits overcome away from Tiger Stadium (since WWII):

LSU Offense Racks Up Big Numbers In Win Over New Mexico
The Tigers racked up 633 yards of total offense against New Mexico in week four, the 10th-highest total in school history. It was also the most for an LSU 
offense since the 2019 CFP Semifinal win over Oklahoma when LSU recorded 692 total yards. Against New Mexico, LSU rushed for 219 yards and 4 TDs and 
passed for 414 yards and a score. 
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No Punts vs. New Mexico, and Only 1 vs. Florida and UAB 
For the first time since the Ole Miss contest in 2019, LSU didn’t punt in a game as the Tigers’ punting unit never took the field against New Mexico in week four. It 
was only the seventh time dating back to 1960 LSU did not punt in a contest. LSU punted just one time vs. Florida in week 6 and then again in week 11 vs. UAB. 
When he has been called on to punt, transfer Jay Bramblett has been outstanding, averaging 44.6 yards on 39 punts. Fifteen of his 39 punts have been downed 
inside the 20-yard line and 11 have traveled 50+ yards, including a long of 66 yards vs. Tennessee.  

LSU Scores 21 Points in 4Q Comeback Win Over Mississippi State 
LSU outscored Mississippi State, 24-3, in the second half, including 21-0 in the fourth quarter of the week 3 win over the Bulldogs. LSU trailed 13-0 in the second 
quarter before pulling to within 13-7 at halftime. The 13-point come-from-behind win was the largest deficit LSU has overcome since 2017 when the Tigers trailed 
Auburn 20-0 in the first half before going on to win, 27-23. The 21 fourth quarter points were the most for the Tigers since 2019 when LSU scored 22 points in a 
45-38 win over Texas in Austin.    
 
LSU Defense Shuts Down Mississippi State’s “Air Raid” Offense 
LSU DC Matt House and the Tiger defense held Mississippi State’s “Air Raid” offense in check during week 3 - holding the Bulldogs to season lows for points (16), 
total yards (289), passing yards (214) and rushing yards (75) in the 31-16 victory. The Tiger defense also limited State to just 3-of-14 on third-down opportunities 
and three times stuffed the Bulldogs on fourth down. LSU’s defense finished the Mississippi State game with 9.0 tackles for loss, 4.0 sacks and an interception. 
LSU S Jay Ward was the SEC’s highest graded safety, per PFF, after making 11 tackles, missing none, allowing only one passing yard and getting an interception. 
After missing the Southern game in week 2, DE BJ Ojulari returned to action and recorded 4 tackles, 2.5 tackles for loss (-14) and 1.5 sacks (-13). 
 
John Emery Jr. Makes Return 
Junior RB John Emery Jr. made his long-awaited return to the gridiron in week 3 vs. Mississippi State. In his first action since 2020, Emery Jr. rushed 11 times for 
32 yards and caught a pair of passes for 15 yards. Emery has rushed for 266 yards and 2 TDs on 57 carries since returning to action. He also scored LSU’s first 
TD in the win over Alabama – a 30-yard catch-and-run.  
 
Tigers Break Record for Most Points in a Quarter 
LSU’s 37 points in the first quarter against Southern marked the most points in a single period in school history. The previous mark was 35 points, set in the 
third quarter versus Rice in 1977 and in the fourth quarter at Tulane in 1958. 
 
1,300th Game for LSU
LSU played its 1,300th game in football in week 3 against Mississippi State. LSU’s first football game took place in 1893 and have since won four national titles, 
most recently in 2019 when Heisman Trophy QB Joe Burrow led the Tigers to a 15-0 mark and a win over Clemson in the national championship game. LSU is 
832-429-47 all-time in football.
 
Like Father, Like Son
Walker Howard joined dad Jamie Howard as the first father-son quarterback tandem in LSU history. Jamie played for the Tigers from 1992-95, while son Walker 
is a true freshman on this year’s team. Walker made his first appearance in an LSU uniform last week vs. Southern, rushing 3 times for 15 yards. 

Like Father, Like Son Part 2
In addition to Walker Howard joining his dad Jamie as father-son QB duos for the Tigers, LSU had another father-son tandem take place against Southern when 
Bo Bordelon saw his first action. Bo, like his dad Ben, is also an offensive lineman for the Tigers. Ben started on the offensive line at LSU in the 1990s and later 
went to play in the NFL. Bo also saw action against New Mexico in week 4. 
 
LSU Passing TD Streak Ends At 46 Games 
LSU’s streak of having at least 1 passing touchdown in a game ended after all three touchdowns in the Tigers’ 21-17 win over Auburn came through the run. The 
streak reached 46 contests when Garrett Nussmeier extended the streak with a 57-yard TD pass to Brian Thomas in the fourth quarter against New Mexico. 
The 46-game streak was the longest in school history and dated back to the Arkansas game in 2018 when Joe Burrow connected with Justin Jefferson on a 
40-yard TD pass in the first quarter. Six quarterbacks have contributed to the LSU streak with Burrow leading the way with 19 consecutive games with a TD 
pass. Myles Brennan did it in the first 3 games of 2020. TJ Finley (3 games) and Max Johnson (14) continued the streak into 2021. Garrett Nussmeier kept the 
streak going with TD passes vs. Ole Miss and Arkansas and then Jontre Kirklin made it No. 42 with 3 TD passes against Kansas State in the Texas Bowl. In 2022, 
Jayden Daniels and Garrett Nussmeier have combined to throw at least one passing touchdown in the first four games to run LSU’s streak to 46 games. The 
closest the streak previously came to ending was against Texas A&M in 2020 when LSU scored on a Max Johnson-to-Terrace Marshall pass with 38 seconds 
left in the game. 
 
Jaray Jenkins Reaches 1,000 Career Receiving Yards
Senior wide receiver Jaray Jenkins became the 40th Tiger to reach 1,000 career receiving yards when reached the milestone in the season-opener against 
Florida State. Jenkins’ career numbers include 83 receptions for 1,258 yards and 13 TDs. He has 5 TD receptions this year – 2 vs. Florida State, and 1 against 
Mississippi State, Florida and Ole Miss.

Day Game or Night Game Makes No Difference for LSU
LSU’s tradition of night games in Tiger Stadium is like none other in college football. But LSU’s recent success in day games in Tiger Stadium has made playing 
afternoon games in Death Valley more appealing. LSU has won 21 of its last 24 day games in Tiger Stadium, a stretch that goes back to a 16-14 victory over 
Tennessee on Oct. 2, 2010. Of LSU’s 21 wins during this current stretch, 12 have come against Top 25 teams and 20 were over SEC opponents. Since 2000, LSU 
is 133-25 overall at home, which includes a 102-15 mark at night in Tiger Stadium and a 32-9 record during the day. From 1960-99, LSU posted a 12-19-3 mark in 
day games in Tiger Stadium.

New Beginnings
LSU opened the season with a new head coach and new starting quarterback for the second time since 1958. The only other time the Tigers have opened a 
season with both a new head coach and new starting quarterback was in 1980 when sophomore Alan Risher started the season opener for first-year head 
coach Jerry Stovall. LSU lost to No. 13 Florida State, 16-0.  

Kayshon Boutte to Wear No. 7
LSU wide receiver Kayshon Boutte will wear No. 7 for the Tigers in 2022. A relatively new tradition at LSU, the No. 7 jersey has become associated with a player 
who is a dynamic playmaker from the state of Louisiana. Some past wearers of the No. 7 jersey for LSU include cornerback Patrick Peterson, defensive back 
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Tyrann Mathieu, running back Leonard Fournette, wide receiver DJ Chark and cornerback Derek Stingley Jr. Boutte is one of the most dynamic receivers in the 
country and a mismatch for any defense. In 16 career games, he has scored 14 touchdowns and totaled 1,244 yards on 83 receptions. The junior owns 5 100-
yard receiving games, including an SEC record 308 yards and 3 TDs on 14 receptions in the 2020 season finale against Ole Miss. Boutte is coming off a season 
where he was on pace to finish amongst the SEC and national leaders in receiving TDs. Up to the point of his ankle injury six games into the season, Boutte 
already caught at least one TD pass in every game, including three in the opener against UCLA. In his freshman season, Boutte led the Tigers in receiving yards 
and finished second in receptions with 735 and 45. 
 
BJ Ojulari to wear No. 18
Junior defensive lineman BJ Ojulari was presented with the coveted No. 18 jersey for the 2022 season. On the third day of fall camp preceding the 2022 season, 
head coach Brian Kelly announced in front of the team that Ojulari would wear the No. 18 jersey. Coach Kelly remarked that “the No. 18 is the player who brings 
all those traits of someone who leads in an extraordinary manner.” It’s the “attention to detail, great focus, and representing the program in a positive way, in the 
classroom, and off the field,” that made Ojulari deserving of the honor, said Coach Kelly.  The Marietta, Georgia native entering his second season as a starter 
joins an elite list of former Tigers who have had the honor of wearing the number. Most recently, linebacker Damone Clark and kicker Avery Atkins wore No. 18 
for the Tigers in 2021. LSU’s tradition of No. 18 began in 2003 when quarterback Matt Mauck guided the Tigers to their first national championship since 1958. 
Mauck, now a dentist in Denver, passed his number down to running back Jacob Hester, who went on to lead the Tigers to the 2007 national title. It was the 
outstanding traits – both on and off the field – of Mauck and Hester that resulted in No. 18 becoming the number worn by the Tiger who best epitomizes what it 
means to be an LSU football player.

Second-Generation College Athletes
The Tigers have seven current players whose fathers have been involved in high-level football. Of the seven, four played college football in the SEC. Sophomore 
West Week’s father was an All-SEC three-year starter at Georgia from 1991-95. Three fathers of freshmen, QB Walker Howard, OL Lanson Smith, and OL 
Bo Bordelon, played their stint in the SEC with LSU. Jamie Howard, father of Walker Howard, played for LSU from 1992-95 and was named to USA Today’s 
Fabulous Freshman Team “Best of the Rest” in 1992. 
 
Lance Smith, father of OL Landon Smith, and Ben Bordelon, father of OL Bo Bordelon, also played for the LSU Tigers. Lance Smith was a First-Team All-America 
in 1984 and was named to the All-SEC Team twice. Smith was drafted by the St. Louis Cardinals in the third round of the 1985 NFL Draft. He spent nine seasons 
with the Cardinals before playing another three seasons with the New York Giants. Ben Bordelon was an All-SEC lineman for LSU from 1992-96. Bordelon went 
undrafted, but signed with the San Diego Chargers in 1997 where he played 16 games. Since 2014, Bordelon has been the President, Chairman, and CEO of 
Bollinger Shipyards. 
 
Sophomore QB Garrett Nussmeier is the son of Doug Nussmeier, who played quarterback in the NFL from 1994-98 with the New Orleans Saints, Denver 
Broncos and Indianapolis Colts. Doug Nussmeier currently works as the quarterbacks coach for the Dallas Cowboys. 
 
Frank Wilson III, father of sophomore safety Quad Wilson, is the current Associate Head Coach and running backs coach at LSU. Wilson played for three years 
at Nicholls and had previous coaching stops at Ole Miss (2005-2007), Southern Miss (2008), Tennessee (2009), LSU (2010-2015), UTSA-HC (2016-2019). He was 
the head coach at McNeese from 2020-21 before returning to LSU this year. While at LSU previously, he was recognized as the nation’s top assistant coach at 
his position in 2011. Wilson also was named the 2011 Recruiter of the Year by Rivals.com, the 2014 NFL.com Top Recruiter in College Football and the 2015 Scout.
com SEC Recruiter of the Year.
 
Jason Taylor, father of freshman TE Mason Taylor, was a 2017 NFL Hall of Fame inductee. Taylor played in the NFL for 15 years, spending the majority of his 
career with the Miami Dolphins. In 2022, Taylor joined the University of Miami’s coaching staff as a defensive analyst. 
 
2023 Football Schedule Announced
A season-opening contest against Florida State in Orlando as well as home Southeastern Conference games against Arkansas, Auburn, Florida and Texas A&M 
headline LSU’s 2023 football schedule. League opponents coming to Tiger Stadium in 2023 include Arkansas on Sept. 23, Auburn on Oct. 14, Florida on Nov. 
11 and Texas A&M on Nov. 25. The September meeting with the Razorbacks will mark the earliest the teams have met in the 67-game history of the series. In 
addition to its four SEC home games, LSU will play Grambling for the first time in football when the Tigers come to Tiger Stadium on Sept. 9. LSU will also host 
Army and Georgia State in Tiger Stadium next year to round out the home slate. 
 
The Tigers host Army on Oct. 21 and Georgia State on Nov. 18. LSU will face Army for the only the second time and the first since 1931. LSU and Georgia State 
have never met in football. On the road, the Tigers open conference play at Mississippi State on Sept. 16 with other league games coming at Ole Miss on Sept. 
30, at Missouri on Oct. 7 and at Alabama on Nov. 4. LSU and Ole Miss have faced each other during the month of September only four times in the history of 
the rivalry that dates back to 1894.  LSU closes out the season with three consecutive home contests, a first for the Tigers since 2001 when Middle Tennessee, 
Arkansas and Auburn all came to Tiger Stadium over the final three weeks of the season.

Football Drops Opener to Florida State, 24-23
Jayden Daniels found Jaray Jenkins for a two-yard touchdown as time in regulation expired, but 
Florida State blocked the extra point to lead the Seminoles over LSU, 24-23, on Sunday Night at 
the Caesars Superdome. The Tigers fall to 0-1 and will return to action on Saturday for a 6:30 p.m. 
kickoff at home against Southern on the SEC Network. Trailing 24-10 late in the fourth quarter, LSU 
showed resiliency by battling back as Daniels found Jenkins up the middle for a 22-yard touchdown 
connection to cut the deficit to 24-17 with 4:07 left to play. A fumble recovery by defensive tackle 
Mekhi Wingo on the Tigers’ goal line – his first as an LSU player and the first turnover of the 
season for the Tigers’ defense – gave LSU the ball back with another opportunity to get even 
with 1:20 remaining. Daniels led the offense to a miraculous 99-yard scoring drive, starting at the 
Tigers’ 1-yard line and ending with a two-yard score to Jenkins in the end zone to make it 24-23. 
That would be Jenkins’ 10th career scoring catch. The 99-yard drive marked the 7th by LSU since 
1944 and first since Utah State in 2019. The PAT was blocked to end the game. Daniels posted an 
admirable LSU debut, accounting for 323 yards of total offense (209 passing, 114 rushing). Daniels’ 
114 yards rushing tied Lynn Amedee (vs. Tulane, 1961) for sixth place on the single-game LSU list 
for rushing yards by a quarterback. Jenkins led the Tigers in receiving with five catches for 46 
yards and two touchdowns. Brian Thomas posted five catches for 44 yards and Malik Nabers 
added five catches for 42 yards. Defensively, senior Jay Ward recorded a team-high eight tackles, 
as sophomores Greg Penn III and Wingo had five of their own. FSU quarterback Jordan Travis 
accounted for 260 yards through the air with two touchdowns, completing 20-of-33 passes.

Football Dominates Southern in Home Opener, 65-17
LSU quarterback Jayden Daniels went 10-for-11 for 137 yards and three touchdowns in just over a 
quarter of play on Saturday night to lead the Tigers to a commanding 65-17 win over Southern in 
Tiger Stadium. LSU improved to 1-1 with the victory, while Southern dropped to 1-1 on the year. The 
Tigers return to Death Valley next Saturday to start conference play by playing host to Mississippi 
State at 5 p.m. CT on ESPN. The Jaguars’ Reginald King fumbled the opening kickoff of the game, 
as LSU’s Zavier Carter forced the miscue and Sage Ryan recovered the ball at the Southern 21. LSU 
capitalized on the turnover, as on the Tigers’ third play from scrimmage, Daniels dashed 18 yards to 
the end zone. After the LSU defense forced a three-and-out on Southern’s first offensive possession, 
the Tigers moved 62 yards on four plays and increased the lead to 14-0 on a five-yard scoring run by 
Josh Williams. The drive was highlighted by Armoni Goodwin’s 38-yard burst to the Jaguars’ five-yard 
line. On its next possession, LSU marched 71 yards on five plays and scored on Daniels’ 17-yard TD 
strike to wide receiver Jack Bech, giving the Tigers a 21-0 lead at the 7:16 mark of the first quarter. 
The drive featured a 41-yard sprint by wide receiver Kayshon Boutte on an end-around. LSU linebacker 
Micah Baskerville intercepted Southern quarterback BeSean McCray’s pass on the next play from 
scrimmage, and Baskerville raced 29 yards to paydirt, increasing the Tigers’ advantage to 28-0 with 
7:07 remaining in the opening period. LSU collected another first-quarter turnover when linebacker 
Desmond Little recovered a fumble by Southern running back Jerodd Sims and returned it five yards to 
the Jaguars’ 24. Four plays later, Daniels connected on a five-yard scoring pass to wide receiver Malik 
Nabers. Baskerville made his presence felt again when he blocked a Southern punt, and the football 
skipped through the end zone for a safety with 1:31 left in the first quarter. The play marked LSU’s first 
safety since November 30, 2019, when Neil Farrell Jr. sacked Texas A&M’s James Foster, and the ball 
was recovered by the Aggies in their own end zone. Baskerville’s play was LSU’s first blocked punt for 
a safety since October 16, 1999, at Kentucky, when Jarvis Green blocked a punt out of the back of the 
end zone. LSU’s 37 points in the first quarter marked the most points in a single period in school history.

Football Powers Past Mississippi State, 31-16
Jayden Daniels and the LSU offense scored 21 unanswered points in the fourth quarter to give the Tigers 
a victory in the SEC opener over Mississippi State, 31-16, on Saturday night in Tiger Stadium. LSU improved 
to 2-1 with the victory, while the Bulldogs dropped to 2-1 on the year. The Tigers return to Death Valley next 
Saturday to face New Mexico at 6:30 p.m. CT. Sophomore wide receiver Malik Nabers caught a team-high 
six passes for 76 yards as the Tigers posted 416 yards of total offense, while the LSU defense limited the 
Bulldogs to 289 yards from scrimmage. Jaray Jenkins caught the Tigers’ only touchdown pass in the 
second quarter. Senior safety Jay Ward had a career day with 11 tackles, 1.5 for loss, one pass break-up and 
an interception. Sophomore defensive end BJ Ojulari was all over the field with four tackles, 2.5 for loss, 1.5 
sacks and two quarterback hurries. Armoni Goodwin rushed for 75 yards and a touchdown on 9 carries, 
but Daniels led LSU’s rushing attack with 100 yards on the ground with two scores. After winning the coin 
toss, LSU elected to receive and take the ball. The first explosive play of the game came via an 18-yard 
completion from Daniels to Kayshon Boutte, but the Tigers were forced to punt from their own 49-yard line 
on the opening drive of the contest. On 4th-and-1 from their own 22, Mississippi State rolled the dice and 
went for it, securing a first down on a 4-yard rush. That would quickly pay off as quarterback Will Rogers 
found Rara Thomas for a 20-yard completion, then on the next play, Jo’quavious Marks busted open a 
37-yard touchdown run to give the Bulldogs a 6-0 advantage. The extra point was no good. On their next 
offensive possession, Mississippi State decided to go for it again on 4th-and-1 from LSU’s 41-yard line, but 
Major Burns stopped the Bulldogs for a loss and a turnover on downs. At the end of the first quarter, the 
Tigers accounted for just 49 yards of total offense, while MSU accounted for 99. State took another chance 
and went for it on fourth down on their own 29, but Mike Jones and Mekhi Wingo brought down MSU for no 
gain and a turnover on downs from the MSU 29-yard line. However, Daniels fumbled on the next possession 
to give the Bulldogs the ball back. On 3rd-and-10, sophomore defensive end Saivion Jones sacked Rogers 
and forced a fumble, which was recovered by MSU. Sophomore linebacker Harold Perkins gave the Tigers 
their third sack of the game, while Ojulari recorded a tackle for loss on the next play to turn in another 
defensive stop. LSU tallied six tackles for loss as a defense at that point. Rogers found Thomas on a fade 
for a 13-yard touchdown completion, extending Mississippi State’s lead to 13-0 with 2:14 left in the half, for 
a three play, 54-second drive spanning 48 yards. The Tigers finally got the scoring drive they needed with 
46 seconds left in the half as Daniels found Jaray Jenkins for an 8-yard score through the air, capping off a 
seven play, 75-yard drive. Daniels utilized his legs to get LSU in scoring position, scrambling to pick up chunk 
plays of 13, 15 and 20 yards. LSU forced a three-and-out to open the second half. On the next offensive 
possession, Daniels led the offense down to the 18-yard line, but an incomplete pass intended for Nabers 
on third down forced the Tigers to kick a field goal. Damian Ramos’ 35-yard attempt was good. Mississippi 
State’s lead was cut in half to 13-10 after LSU’s 69-yard scoring drive on 9 plays that spanned 2:33. On 
4th-and-4 at midfield, Daniels’ pass to Nabers fell incomplete to turn the ball over on downs, but on the next 
possession, MSU went for it on 4th-and-2 and did not convert to give LSU the ball back. Jay Bramblett’s 
punt to Austin Williams was muffed and recovered by long snapper Salde Roy at the Bulldog 9-yard line. 
The Tigers took advantage of the turnover as Daniels scored a 3-yard touchdown on a quarterback keep. 
Goodwin put the game on ice, taking a 47-yard rush to the house to give the Tigers a two-possession lead 
at 31-16 with 4:50 remaining in the contest.

Football Earns Complete Win Over New Mexico, 38-0
BATON ROUGE – Quarterback Jayden Daniels went 24-for-29 for 279 yards passing to lead 
LSU over New Mexico, 38-0, on Saturday night in Tiger Stadium. LSU improved to 3-1 with the 
victory, while the Lobos dropped to 2-2 on the year. The Tigers return to action next Saturday 
for their first road test against Auburn at 6:00 p.m. CT on ESPN. Daniels and Garrett Nussmeier 
combined to go 33-of-39 (85.0%) under center. Sophomore wide receiver Malik Nabers caught 
a team-high six passes for 65 yards as the Tigers posted 633 yards of total offense, while the 
LSU defense limited the Lobos to 88 yards from scrimmage. True freshman linebacker Harold 
Perkins – posting an impressive performance for the second straight week – led the Tigers with 
eight tackles. Senior linebackers Greg Brooks and Mike Jones were second with four tackles 
each. Noah Cain rushed for 94 yards and two touchdowns on 11 carries, while Armoni Goodwin 
rushed for 24 yards and two touchdowns. New Mexico won the coin toss and elected to receive, 
putting LSU’s defense on the field first. The Tigers forced a three-and-out after senior cornerback 
Jarrick Bernard-Converse forced a stop on third down with an impressive open-field tackle a yard 
short of the marker. Jack Bech was back to return the punt for the first time this season. On 
the first offensive possession of the game, the Tigers moved down the field with ease as Daniels 
went 4-for-4 through the air. Sophomore running back Armoni Goodwin punched in a 5-yard 
touchdown run, capping off a 57-yard opening drive on eight plays that spanned 2:49. Daniels 
found redshirt freshman receiver Chris Hilton over the middle of the field for a 51-yard completion, 
Daniels’ longest completion of the season. On 3rd-and-6, Daniels threw his first incompletion of 
the game, forcing the Tigers to kick a field goal. Damian Ramos’ 31-yard attempt was good. The 
LSU defense continued to make stops as sophomore defensive end Sai’vion Jones sacked New 
Mexico QB Miles Kendrick for a loss of eight yards. On the next possession, Daniels scrambled for 
a 23-yard pickup to get the Tigers to the Lobos’ 23-yard line. On 3rd-and-4, Daniels was stopped 
before the line to gain, but was hit out of bounds late to draw a penalty and extend the drive. 
However, an offensive pass interference call and a sack moved LSU back to the 32-yard line. 
Ramos’ 38-yard attempt was no good. LSU led New Mexico 10-0 with 9:12 remaining in the first 
half. The Lobos’ first explosive play of the game came from a 38-yard completion from Kendrick 
to wide receiver Jaden Hullaby to the LSU 42-yard line, but New Mexico was not able to take 
advantage and was forced to punt after an Ali Gaye tackle for loss and an incompletion. Goodwin 
extended the LSU lead to 17-0 before the half after a 1-yard touchdown score. Daniels looked 
poised in the pocket converting a few third down pickups through the air, adding to an impressive 
18-for-21 for 224 yards passing. The Tigers went into the locker room up 17-0. On 4th-and-4 with 
7:41 to go in the third quarter, Daniels ran for a 16-yard pickup to the Lobos’ 29-yard line to move 
the chains. Nussmeier entered the game for the Tigers on the next play after Daniels went to the 
medical tent with an injury. Noah Cain extended the Tigers’ lead to 24-0 with a 1-yard touchdown 
run. The Baton Rouge native wasn’t finished. Cain took a 49-yard rush the distance on the next 
offensive possession to extend LSU’s lead to 31-0, giving him 63 yards on four carries. Brian 
Thomas Jr. caught a screen pass from Nussmeier and took at 57 yards for a touchdown, giving 
the Tigers a 38-0 lead with 13:14 remaining in the contest. This was LSU’s first shutout since 
September 8, 2018, when the Tigers defeated Southeastern, 31-0.

Football Comes From Behind to Beat Auburn, 21-17
AUBURN, AL – Falling behind 17-0 in the second quarter, LSU scored 21 unanswered points to 
beat Auburn at Jordan-Hare Stadium on Saturday night, 21-17. LSU improved to 4-1 with the 
victory, while Auburn dropped to 3-2 on the year. The Tigers return to Death Valley next Saturday 
for an 11 a.m. kickoff on ESPN against Tennessee. KEY PERFORMANCES Jayden Daniels and 
Garrett Nussmeier combined to go 10-of-26 under center, but Daniels continued to make big 
plays with his legs when needed, picking up 59 yards and a score on the ground. Sophomore 
defensive end Jaquelin Roy led the Tigers with six tackles. Senior safety Jay Ward and 
sophomore defensive end Mekhi Wingo had second-most with five tackles each. True freshman 
linebacker Harold Perkins and senior safety Greg Brooks both finished with an interception and 
a strip fumble, respectively. Josh Williams rushed for 68 yards on 17 carries, while John Emery 
finished with 42 yards on eight carries and a touchdown. KEY PLAYS LSU won the toss and 
deferred to the second half. Auburn received the opening kickoff. LSU defended the north end 
zone in the first quarter. Robby Ashford evaded pressure and found an open Ja’Varrius Johnson 
for a 53-yard score to give Auburn an early 7-0 lead with 12:57 in the first quarter. On Auburn’s 
next offensive possession of the game, LSU’s defense was able to force a stop as BJ Ojulari and 
Harold Perkins teamed up to sack Ashford for a 2-yard loss. The Tigers picked up a first down 
after a 10-yard gain as Daniels scrambled to the Auburn 49-yard line, but that was all for LSU 
on the drive. Jay Bramblett pinned Auburn at their own 13-yard line with his punt. Williams ran 
for a 15-yard gain and a first down, but the Tigers were forced to punt after Daniels was sacked 
for a 6-yard loss by Colby Wooden at the LSU 34. Bramblett pinned Auburn at their own 1-yard 
line after a booming 65-yard punt, his longest at LSU. At the start of the second quarter, Ashford 
found Jarquez Hunter for a 61-yard completion over the middle of the field. Ashford then found 
Camden Brown for an 18-yard touchdown to give Auburn a 14-0 lead with 14:04 remaining in the 
first half, capping of a six play 99-yard drive. Carlson’s 29-yard field goal attempt was good to 
extend the Auburn lead to 17-0 with 9:38 left. Ojulari stripped Ashford to force a fumble, which 
was returned 23 yards for a touchdown by Ward to cut Auburn’s lead to 17-7 with 6:33 in the 
half. It marked the first sack fumble return for a touchdown since 2016, when Kwon Alexander 
and Danielle Hunter did it against Mississippi State.Daniels found Emery, who took a short pass 
39 yards to the Auburn 1-yard line. Two plays later, Daniels kept it himself for a 1-yard touchdown 
run, cutting the deficit to 17-14 with 15 seconds to play, making it 14 unanswered points for LSU 
heading into the locker room. On 4th-and-10, Auburn decided to go for it. Ashford’s pass to Koy 
Moore fell incomplete for a turnover on downs, giving LSU the ball at their own 47-yard line with 
7:06 remaining in the third quarter. Emery rushed for a tough 20-yard touchdown to give LSU 
the lead 21-17 with 3:32 to go. On 4th-and-11 with 0:18 remaining in the third quarter, Ashford’s 
pass to Dawson was intercepted by Jarrick Bernard-Converse, but LSU was called for a holding 
penalty to give Auburn an automatic first down. Auburn wasn’t able to take advantage as Perkins 
intercepted Ashford’s pass intended for Moore with 12:03 remaining in the game. LSU took over 
at their own 8-yard line, but the Tigers were not able to cash in any points, going three-and-out 
with Nussmeier under center. With 5:31 remaining, Bramblett’s punt was muffed by Keionte Scott, 
which was recovered by Bernard-Converse at the Auburn 35-yard line. However, Emery fumbled 
with 4:56 left to give Auburn the ball back at their own 32-yard line. Brooks gave LSU the ball 
right back, stripping Moore and returning it 30 yards to the Auburn 45-yard line. Williams picked 
up a first down on a 6-yard gain to send the Tigers into victory formation.

Football Falls to No. 8 Tennessee, 40-13
BATON ROUGE – Hendon Hooker threw for 239 yards and two touchdowns to lead No. 8 
Tennessee over No. 25 LSU, 40-13, on Saturday morning in Tiger Stadium. LSU falls to 4-2 with the 
loss, while the Volunteers improve to 5-0 on the year. The Tigers return to action next Saturday 
in Gainesville against Florida at 6:00 p.m. CT on ESPN. KEY PERFORMANCES Quarterback 
Jayden Daniels went 32-of-45 for 300 yards, a touchdown and an interception. Senior linebacker 
Micah Baskerville recorded a team-high 15 tackles, one for loss with a QB hurry. Seniors Jarrick 
Bernard-Converse and Greg Brooks finished with 11 and 10 tackles, respectively. Malik Nabers led 
the offense in receiving with six catches for 80 yards. KEY PLAYS Jack Bech muffed the opening 
kickoff, which was recovered by the Volunteers. Tennessee set up shop at the LSU 27-yard line. 
Jabari Small took advantage of LSU’s mistake with a 1-yard touchdown run to give Tennessee 
an quick 7-0 lead out of the gate. Jay Bramblett’s 52-yard punt was returned for 58 yards to the 
LSU 25-yard line by Dee Williams. Brooks stopped Small for no gain on 3rd-and-2, which led to 
a Chase McGrath’s 35-yard field goal to extend Tennessee’s lead to 10-0 with 11:08 remaining in 
the first quarter. On 4th-and-4, Daniels found Kayshon Boutte for a 3-yard gain, but was stopped 
short of the marker, forcing it a turnover on downs at the Tennessee 11-yard line. The Vols turned 
it into points, going 68 yards on 11 plays as McGrath converted a 38-yard field goal to lead 13-0. 
Hooker found Jalin Hyatt for a 45-yard touchdown completion to extend the Tennessee lead to 
20-0 with 14:39 to go in the second quarter. With 3:05 remaining in the half, Williams punched 
in a 1-yard touchdown run to get LSU on the board, capping a 96-yard scoring drive, to cut the 
deficit to 20-7. The Tigers were efficient on third down, converting 5-of-9 at that point as Daniels 
was 15-for-20 for 158 yards passing. On the next possession, Hooker led the Vols down to the 
LSU 35-yard line, but McGrath’s 50-yard attempt hit the upright and fell no good. Daniels found 
Jenkins for a 22-yard completion, but on 4th-and-10 at the Tennessee 45-yard line, Daniels was 
sacked for an eight yard loss. McGrath’s 32-yard attempt was good, adding to Tennessee’s lead 
to make it 23-7. Hooker led Tennessee’s offense down the field to open the second half, cashing 
in with a 14-yard scoring completion to Hyatt. It was a 76-yard drive on nine plays to give the Vols 
a 30-7 lead with 11:47 remaining in the third quarter. Small rushed up the middle for a gain of five 
yards and a touchdown, extending Tennessee’s lead to 37-7 with 2:13 left in the quarter. Daniels 
found Boutte for a 5-yard touchdown. The Tigers tried to go for a two-point conversion, but 
Daniels was sacked for a loss.

Offense Shines, Powers Football Past Florida, 45-35
GAINESVILLE, Fla. – Quarterback Jayden Daniels accounted for six touchdowns, 
throwing for 349 yards passing, to lead LSU past Florida, 45-35, on Saturday night 
at Ben Hill Griffin Stadium. LSU improved to 5-2 and 3-1 in SEC play, while the Gators 
fell to 4-3, 1-3 in the SEC. The Tigers return to action next Saturday in Tiger Stadium 
against Ole Miss at 2:30 p.m. CT on CBS. Tickets are available at LSUtix.net. KEY 
PERFORMANCES Daniels posted a career performance in the Swamp, going 23-of-
32 for 349 yards passing and 44 yards rushing. Daniels recorded three touchdown 
passes through the air and three touchdowns with his legs, joining Joe Burrow as 
the only LSU players to tally six touchdowns in a single game. Senior linebacker 
Micah Baskerville recorded a team-high 11 tackles, one for loss with a QB sack. Greg 
Penn III and Harold Perkins Jr. finished with six and five tackles, respectively. Kayshon 
Boutte led the offense in receiving with six catches for 115 yards, with a long of 40. 
Junior running back Josh Williams recorded his first 100-yard game and earned a 
game ball from Brian Kelly, who became the first head coach to lead LSU to wins 
at Auburn and at Florida in the same season.  KEY PLAYS LSU won the toss and 
deferred to the second half. Trevor Etienne returned the opening kickoff 47 yards 
to the Gators’ 48-yard line. Quarterback Anthony Richardson found wide receiver 
Justin Shorter over the middle of the field for a 51-yard touchdown connection with 
14:01 on the clock. Florida led LSU early, 7-0. On 3rd-and-8, Daniels found Boutte for 
a 40-yard pickup to the Florida 33. A few plays later, on 3rd-and-15, Daniels found 
Boutte again through a tight window for a gain of 14 yards to make it 4th-and-1 from 
the Gators’ 13. John Emery Jr. picked up the first down with a 3-yard gain. Daniels 
found Emery for a 7-yard touchdown pass to cash in a 12 play, 75-yard scoring drive. 
The game was tied 7-7 with 7:46 to play in the first quarter. Running back Montrell 
Johnson rushed left for a 39-yard touchdown with 2:00 to go in the first quarter to 
give Florida a 14-7 advantage. Daniels found Boutte again, who has become the main 
target tonight, for a 21-yard completion to the Gators’ 32. Daniels than found Emery 
for an 11-yard completion to the Florida 19-yard line.  On 3rd-and-8, Daniels’ pass 
to Jaray Jenkins was complete for 13 yards to the UF 4-yard line.  Daniels turned a 
well-executed drive on offense into points with a 1-yard run for a touchdown with 
11:55 on the clock, making it 14-14. After forcing the first punt of the contest, Jack 
Bech muffed the punt from Jeremy Crawshaw, which was recovered by Rocco 
Underwood at the LSU 13. Richardson and the Florida offense  took advantage of the 
Tigers’ mistake, as Johnson rushed left for a 3-yard touchdown with 8:13 to go in the 
half. The Gators took the lead, 21-14. LSU’s offense responded quick. On 3rd-and-10 
on the LSU 25, Daniels found Kole Taylor for a 26-yard completion to the Florida 49. 
Daniels found Thomas for a 24-yard touchdown pass to make it 21-21 with 5:55 to 
play in the half.  On the next offensive possession, Daniels made the Gators’ pay on 
a free play from scrimmage, finding Jenkins for a 54-yard touchdown to make it 
28-21 Tigers with 2:24 left in the half. The Tiger defense got a stop before the half, 
heading into the break with a 28-21 lead. LSU’s offense picked up where they left 
off in the second half as Daniels rushed for a 9-yard touchdown to cap off a 1:43 
drive, giving the Tigers a 35-21 lead off 21 unanswered points. The momentum on 
offense would only continue as Daniels extended the Tigers’ lead to 42-21 with a 
9-yard rushing touchdown, marking the sixth touchdown on as many drives for the 
LSU offense that posted 28 unanswered points. Florida responded in a big way as 
Richardson broke open an 81-yard touchdown run to cut the deficit to 42-28 with 
14:46 remaining in the game. With 7:39 to play, Etienne rushed up the middle for a 
1-yard touchdown to make it 42-35. LSU placekicker Damian Ramos converted a 
career-long 47-yard field goal with 1:52 to play to extend LSU’s lead to 45-35.

Football Runs Past No. 7 Ole Miss, 45-20
BATON ROUGE, La. – Quarterback Jayden Daniels accounted for five touchdowns – two 
passing and three rushing – to lead LSU past No. 7 Ole Miss, 45-20, on Saturday in Tiger 
Stadium. LSU improved to 6-2 and moved into the lead in the SEC Western Division at 
4-1. The Rebels fell to 7-1, 3-1 in the SEC. The Tigers have an open date on Oct. 29 before 
returning to action on Nov. 5 in Tiger Stadium against Alabama. Quarterback Jaxson Dart 
found Jordan Watkins for a 24-yard pickup to the LSU 37-yard line. Dart continued to move 
the ball quickly on the opening drive, connecting with Jonathan Mingo over the middle of 
the field for 37 yards down to the LSU 1. Quinshon Judkins punched it in from the 1-yard line 
to give Ole Miss an early 7-0 lead with 13:23 to go in the quarter. On 3rd-and-goal from the 
Ole Miss 6-yard line, Daniels’ pass to Malik Nabers was caught, but caught out of bounds. 
The Tigers still salvaged points as placekicker Damian Ramos converted a 23-yard field 
goal to cut the deficit to 7-3 with 8:44 to play. On 4th-and-2 from the LSU 13, Dart’s pass to 
Casey Kelly fell incomplete, but the Tigers were penalized for pass interference, moving the 
ball to the LSU 6-yard line. Judkins rushed up the middle for a 3-yard touchdown to give 
the Rebels a 14-3 advantage with 6:01 remaining. Ramos’ 42-yard field goal was no good, 
giving Ole Miss the ball at their own 32. Dart found Malik Heath for a 27-yard completion, 
advancing the ball to the LSU 29-yard line. On 3rd-and-9 from the LSU 17, Dart’s pass to 
Mingo was complete for 4 yards. Cruz’s 32-yard field goal was good, extending the Ole 
Miss lead to 17-3 with 14:57 to go in the first half. Daniels found Nabers for a pickup of 17 to 
the LSU 42-yard line. Daniels found Jaray Jenkins for a 34-yard touchdown pass, making 
it 17-10 Ole Miss with 12:11 remaining in the half. The LSU defense responded with their first 
three-and-out of the game. Daniels found tight end Mason Taylor on a screen pass, who 
took it 38 yards down the sideline for an LSU first down to the Ole Miss 40. Daniels then 
found Boutte on a crossing route for a 20-yard completion, giving the Tigers a first down 
at the Ole Miss 3-yard line. The drive culminated with Daniels taking a keeper for a 3-yard 
touchdown to make it a tie game at 17-17 with 8:20 remaining in the half. On 3rd-and-15, 
Dart was sacked by Harold Perkins Jr. for a 6-yard loss. On 4th-and-21 from the LSU 
30, Cruz converted a 48-yard field goal to give Ole Miss the lead back, 20-17, with 4:08 
remaining in the first half. Masin’s punt went just 27 yards to midfield, giving the Tigers 
positive field position to start the offensive possession. On 3rd-and-7, Williams carried the 
ball for six yards, one yard short of the marker. The Tigers went quick with Williams again to 
pick up the first down with an 8-yard gain. A pass interference call on Ole Miss put LSU at 
the Rebels’ 2-yard line. Three plays later, Daniels found Taylor on 3rd-and-1 for a touchdown 
connection to give the Tigers their first lead of the contest, 24-20, with 8:25 remaining in 
the third quarter. Joe Foucha made a one-handed interception of Dart in the end zone and 
took a knee, giving the Tigers a fresh possession at their own 20-yard line. Daniels did it all 
to open the fourth quarter, converting a 3rd-and-6 completion to Kyren Lacy for an 11-yard 
pickup to the Ole Miss 11. On the next play, Daniels rushed left for an 11-yard touchdown run, 
giving LSU a 31-20 lead with 14:18 remaining in the contest. Daniels’ 17-yard touchdown run 
put LSU up 38-20 with 8:36 to play. Williams’ 1-yard touchdown run extended the Tigers’ 
lead to 45-20 with 2:05 to go.

LSU Tops Alabama on Gutsy OT Conversion, 32-31
BATON ROUGE — No. 15 LSU saw an opportunity to beat No. 6 Alabama. The Tigers didn’t pass it up. 
Instead, first-year head coach Brian Kelly elected to attempt a two-point conversion while trailing 31-30 
in the first overtime period in the south end of Tiger Stadium. LSU quarterback Jayden Daniels didn’t 
hesitate, sprinting steps to his right and completing the 3-yard pass to freshman tight end Mason Taylor, 
who scored just inside the front-right corner of the end zone to send the crowd into a frenzy, spilling onto 
the field. KEY PLAYS On 3rd-and-6 from LSU’s own 33-yard line, Daniels found Malik Nabers for a six yard 
reception. Alabama was penalized for roughing the passer, which added an extra 15 yards to the end of 
the catch. Nothing came from it as the Tigers were forced to punt on their first possession. Bryce Young 
found Ja’Corey Brooks for a 19-yard completion on the opening play of the drive for Alabama. Young 
then found Cameron Latu for a 21-yard connection to advance the ball to the LSU 45. Inside the red zone, 
Young was picked off by Jarrick Bernard-Converse. On LSU’s next offensive possession, Daniels found 
Emery for a 4-yard gain and picked up an added 15 yards after the Tide were penalized for a personal 
foul. However, on 3rd-and-11 from the Alabama 44, Daniels’ pass to Jenkins fell incomplete, forcing the 
Tigers to punt. The first quarter was dominated by defense as the Tide accounted for just 85 yards of 
offense, while LSU tallied 55. On the opening play of the second quarter, Daniels found Mason Taylor 
for a pick up of 14 yards to the Alabama 46, but Daniels was sacked on 3rd-and-11 to force a Bramblett 
punt. Daniels found Emery, who used every bit of the sideline to take a 30-yard reception the distance, 
giving LSU the lead 7-0. Young responded on the next possession, finding McClellan for a 65-yard 
completion over the middle of the field. Thanks to the tackle from Major Burns, the defense was able to 
hold the Crimson Tide to just a field goal. Perkins sacked Young on third down for a 6-yard loss. Reichard 
converted on a 29-yard attempt to make it 7-3 LSU. On the opening possession of the second half, Young 
found Mcclellan for a 9-yard gain on 3rd-and-10 from their own 39, he was stopped short of the marker 
by Mekhi Garner. The Tide went for it and picked up the first down on a two yard rush by Roydell Williams. 
Alabama went for it again on fourth down, this time from the LSU 41-yard line, converting for a second 
time on a two yard rush from Williams. Ojulari sacked Young for a four yard loss, moving the ball back 
to the LSU 28. Reichard’s 38-yard attempt was good, giving Alabama their first lead of the contest at 9-7. 
Daniels avoided pressure and managed to escape the pocket and pick up 21 yards over the middle of the 
field. Williams added another big rush for LSU on the drive with a 16-yard gain, putting the Tigers inside 
the red zone. On 3rd-and-7, Daniels found Boutte for a 9-yard completion to the Alabama 9. Williams 
capped off an 11 play drive that spanned 4:41 with a two yard rushing touchdown to give LSU the lead 
back, 14-9. To open the fourth quarter, Gibbs busted open a 34-yard gain over the middle of the field 
to the LSU 42. Williams rushed for a two yard touchdown to give Alabama the lead back, 15-14, but the 
Tide did not convert the two-point conversion attempt. 12:37 remained in the game. Ramos’ 32-yard field 
goal was good, making it 17-15 Tigers with 6:52 remaining. Young completed a 41-yard touchdown pass 
to Ja’Corey Brooks, giving the Tide the lead back 21-17 with 4:44 to play. REGULATION ENDS IN TIE With 
1:47 to play, Jayden Daniels gave LSU a 24-21 advantage with a 7-yard touchdown pass to freshman tight 
end Mason Taylor in the left corner of the end zone. With three 15-yard completions by Young, Alabama 
advanced to the LSU 28 where Will Reichard made a 46-yard field goal to tie the game with 21 seconds 
to play. OVERTIME LSU won the coin toss and elected to play defense in the south end zone. On the 
first possession, the Tide scored on a 1-yard touchdown run by Roydell Williams two plays after a long 
video review to confirm that a pass from Bryce Young was not tipped at the line by LSU’s Mekhi Wingo. 
The play was ruled pass interference. Alabama led 31-24. On the first play of LSU’s overtime possession, 
quarterback Jayden Daniels scrambled 25 yards to paydirt, cutting the Crimson Tide advantage to 31-30. 
LSU Head Coach Brian Kelly decided it was time to win, calling for a two-point play. Daniels rifled a pass 
into the right flat to freshman tight end Mason Taylor, who caught the ball at the 1 and fell just inside the 
pilon for the victory.

Football Secures Gritty Win Over Arkansas, 13-10
FAYETTEVILLE — Freshman linebacker Harold Perkins stripped Arkansas quarterback 
Cade Fortin with 1:19 remaining to secure the victory for LSU at Reynolds Razorback 
Stadium on Saturday afternoon. LSU improves to 8-2 overall and 6-1 in the SEC. Arkansas 
falls to 5-5 overall and 2-4 in the conference. KEY PERFORMANCES Perkins was dominant 
against the Hogs, recording eight tackles, four for loss, four sacks, two forced fumbles, 
one pass break up and a quarterback hurry. Greg Penn led the unit in tackles with nine. 
BJ Ojulari had seven tackles, too, along with a quarterback hurry. Josh Williams tallied 
122 yards on 19 carries, averaging 6.4 yards per touch, with a touchdown. The running 
game posted 198 yards total on the game. KEY PLAYS On 3rd-and-18 from LSU’s own 
27-yard line, Williams picked up a first down on a 20-yard rush. However, that was all on 
the drive as Daniels was intercepted by Latatvious Brini at the Arkansas 43. The Tigers 
forced a quick stop on a three-and-out after B.J. Ojulari stoped Malik Hornsby for a one-
yard rush up the muddle on 3rd-and-6. Cam Little put the Razorbacks on the board first 
with a 28-yard field goal. Arkansas led 3-0 with 4:48 remaining in the first quarter. Daniels 
was stripped by Jordan Domineck and recovered by Brini at the LSU 10-yard line. On 
3rd-and-goal, Penn stopped Hornsby for a one-yard loss and than the Hogs elected to go 
for it on 4th-and-goal from the 3-yard line, but Mekhi Wingo stopped Hornsby for no gain. 
Hornsby rushed left, but was stopped by Perkins, who forced a fumble and was recovered 
by Ojulari at the Arkansas 37. Damian Ramos’ 38-yard attempt was good, making it 3-3 
with 9:28 left in the half. John Emery opened up LSU’s next offensive possession with a 
32-yard gain over the middle of the field, setting up a a 29-yard field goal with 1:51 left in the 
half from Ramos to give the Tigers their first lead of the game at 6-3. LSU and Arkansas 
combined for 53 pass yards in the first half. The Tigers found  some momentum in the 
running game, rushing for 104 yards on the ground in the first 20 minutes. On 4th-and-2, 
Ojulari and Ali Gaye sacked Hornsby for a 12-yard loss, forcing a turnover on downs at 
the Arkansas 40 with 7:16 to play in the third quarter. Daniels found Kayshon Boutte for a 
26-yard completion to put the Tigers at the Arkansas 1-yard line. Williams punched it in for 
the first touchdown of the game, making it 13-3 LSU with 5:25 left. On 3rd-and-17, Cade 
Fortin found Matt Landers for a 29-yard pickup over the middle of the field. A few plays 
later, Fortin rushed for a 17-yard gain to the LSU 38. Fortin then found Landers again for 
a 40-yard touchdown pass with 13:17 remaining to make it 13-10. On first down, with 8:34 
to play, Daniels found Nabers for a 12-yard connection and first down to the LSU 29. On 
3rd-and-7, Dnaiels found Boutte for a six yards, just short of the marker. The Tigers went 
for it on fourth down, but Williams was stopped for no gain and a turnover on downs. On 
3rd-and-10, Perkins forced an incompletion at the LSU 40. The Hogs punted the ball down 
to the LSU 12. With 1:19 remaining, Perkins forced another fumble from Fortin to secure 
the victory.

Football Posts Complete Win on Senior Night
BATON ROUGE – Jayden Daniels posted one of his most efficient outings of the season, 
throwing for 297 yards and running for 129 as No. 6 LSU defeated UAB 41-10 on Senior 
Night. LSU improved to 9-2 on the season. The Tigers return to action next Saturday in 
College Station against Texas A&M at 6 p.m. CT on ESPN. KEY PERFORMANCES Daniels 
went 22-of-29 for 297 yards passing with a touchdown and 129 yards rushing with a 
touchdown and zero turnovers. Greg Penn III led the team in tackles with eight, while 
Harold Perkins Jr. recorded five, two for loss and a pass break up. Malik Nabers led the 
offense in receiving with seven catches for 129 yards, with a long of 47. Brian Thomas 
caught the Tigers’ lone touchdown pass in the fourth quarter. KEY PLAYS On the second 
play from scrimmage, Daniels found Nabers for a 47-yard connection, quickly putting 
LSU at the UAB 27. On 3rd-and-goal from the 2, Emery rushed for a 2-yard touchdown to 
give the Tigers an early 7-0 advantage with 10:44 remaining in the first quarter. Jermaine 
Brown returned Nathan Dibert’s kickoff 66 yards to the LSU 35 and was brought down 
by Jaray Jenkins. DeWayne McBride took advantage of good field position with a 5-yard 
touchdown rush, making it 7-7 with 9:19 to play. Marching inside UAB territory, Daniels 
found Jaray Jenkins for a 25-yard pickup to the UAB 5. Noah Cain answered right back 
with a 5-yard touchdown run of his own, putting LSU back on top 14-7 at 5:59. Daniels 
led the offense on an eight play drive that went 75 yards in 3:20. On 3rd-and-5 from the 
LSU 6, Ali Gaye sacked UAB quarterback Dylan Hopkins. To open the second quarter, Matt 
Quinn knocked through a 29-yard field goal to make it 14-10 LSU with 14:57 to go in the 
first half. Daniels found Nabers for a 37-yard completion to put the Tigers inside the red 
zone, but the drive would not continue as Emery fumbled, giving possession back to UAB 
at the 8-yard line. On 3rd-and-7 from the UAB 34, Daniels avoided pressure and broke out 
of the pocket for a 23-yard pickup with his legs and an LSU first down. Cain rushed for a 
1-yard touchdown to extend the Tigers’ lead to 21-10 with 5:20 remaining in the half. On 
4th-and-3 from the LSU 44, the Blazers elected to go for it, but Hopkins’ pass to Rudolph 
fell incomplete for a turnover on downs. Daniels quickly put the Tigers inside the red 
zone with a 28-yard rush to the UAB 14. Daniels then found Mason Taylor for a 13-yard 
connection to the UAB 1, where Cain punched it in for a touchdown on the next play, giving 
LSU a 28-10 lead with 40 seconds to go before the break. Daniels picked up 15 yards with 
his legs to the UAB 27 with an added 15 yards after a late hit out of bounds penalty was 
enforced at the end of the run. From the UAB 2, Daniels kept it himself for a two yard 
rushing score, extending the lead to 34-10 for the Tigers at 6:50. On 4th-and-9 from the 
LSU 24, Hopkins’ pass to Rudolph fell incomplete for a turnover on downs. However, on 
the first play of the fourth quarter, Emery fumbled and UAB recovered at their own 28. On 
3rd-and-goal from the 5, Daniels found Brian Thomas for a touchdown connection, making 
it 41-10 LSU with 9:46 to go.
