ASU and LSU have split two all-time meetings, with each winning on the road. The
Sun Devils claimed a 1-0 win on Baton Rouge in 2019, and the Tigers won 5-2 in
Tempe during the 2021 season.

This will be only the third time that the two teams face eachother.

Last Time On The Pitch

The LSU Soccer team kicked off the 2024 season on a high note as they defeated the
South Alabama Jaguars by a score of 3-0 on Thursday night in The Cage. The last time LSU
started the season with a win on the road was in 2015, when they defeated Oregon by a
score of 2-1in Eugene.

The Tigers came out hot in Mobile as sophomore Ava Galligan claimed the first goal of the
year. Junior Sage Glover sent a through ball to the feet of Galligan at the top of the 18-yard
box, who then found the finish not even five minutes into the season opening match.

After a brief video assistant referee (VAR) review, junior Ida Hermannsdottir was awarded a
penalty kick following being fouled inside the box. She calmly found the lower left to give the
Tigers the 2-0 lead in Mobile.

Junior transfer Jazmin Ferguson secured her first goal in the Purple & Gold via a headed ball
off of a corner kick from fellow defender Sydney Cheesman in the 11th minute. The Tigers
had the 3-0 lead over the Jaguars just 15 minutes into their first regular season match of the
year.

LSU stayed in control during the second half, continuing to shut down the Jaguars as they
did an excellent job of limiting chances by South Alabama. Scheving added another two
saves to her tally to bring her total for the game to six.

Ten Tigers made their debuts in the Purple and Gold in the squad’s season opener.
Ferguson had a great start to her LSU career with her goal early in the first half, while Sydney
Cheesman held down the defense with 69 minutes on the pitch in her start for the Tigers.
The freshmen who saw action for the first time included Ava Amsden, Emerson DelLuca,
Annaleigh Bruser and Aurora Gaines.

LSU earned a clean sheet in their first game of the season to hand South Alabama their first
home loss since September 2, 2021. The Jaguars had a record of 17-1-4 at home since
2021 and before tonight's loss.

Galligan, a dual forward/midfielder out of
Ashburn, Virginia, enters her second year
with the Tigers after a breakout debut
season in 2023. She recorded four goals,
five assists and played in all 20 matches in
her freshman season.

Ferguson joined the squad from East
Carolina University, where she spent two
seasons and was the 2023 American
Athletic Conference Co-Defensive Player of
the Year.

HEAD COACH e« 5th Season

Sian (pronounced SHAWN) Hudson was named LSU's head coach on December 11, 2019. Since that date, she's helped take LSU to places its never been before as she
enters her fifth seaon with the Tigers in 2024. In her four years thus far, Hudson has propelled the program to unprecedented success alongside Associate Head Coach Seb
Furness, who joined the coaching staff that same year.

Under Hudson's leadership, the LSU Tigers achieved significant milestones during the 2023 season, marking their ninth NCAA Tournament appearance and third consecu-
tive postseason showing—the most straight appearances by a coach in LSU history. Notably, Hudson secured her first LSU NCAA Tournament victory with a first-round win
against Lamar on November 11, 2022.

Hudson'’s coaching achievements were recognized by the Louisiana Sports Writers Association (LSWA) as she was named the Coach of the Year in 2023, highlighting her
impact on the state’s soccer scene. In 2022, the Tigers achieved their 13th ten-win season and recorded five shutouts throughout the year. Hudson's coaching prowess was
further highlighted by victories over two ranked opponents, including a historic top-10 win against No. 9 Texas on August 24, marking LSU's first-ever victory against Texas
and their first top-10 road win. In her third season as head coach of the Fighting Tigers, Hudson led her squad to the program'’s eighth NCAA Tournament appearance in 2022
and second postseason appearance in her LSU career. The Tigers first round win over Lamar on November 11 marked Hudson's first victory in the NCAA Tournament. Last
year, Hudson recorded the program'’s 13th ten-win season with an overall record of 10-4-7 in 2022. The Tigers shutout five opponents and recorded a draw against three
ranked opponents. In three short years, Hudson and the Tigers have shattered LSU Soccer Stadium attendance records. Two of the program’s top ten all-time largest crowds
were under Hudson as LSU continues to be one of the top program'’s nationally with fan attendance, earning Top 15 status in 2021.

Hudson and the Tigers placed No. 5 in the national rankings in 2021, which marked the highest in program history. In her second year, she amassed five wins over nationally
ranked teams and helped LSU earn its seventh trip to the NCAA Tournament. The 2021 fall season started off about as good as it could have with the Tigers winning eight
straight under the direction of Hudson. Included in those eight straight wins were triumphs over three ranked squads — No. 15 USF, No. 19 UCF, and No. 21 Arizona State. Pair
those eight wins with the final three from the spring season of 2021 and LSU had won a program record 11 straight games. LSU tallied a total of four ranked wins during the
2022 season. The aforementioned three above in an 11-day span from late August to early September, and then the biggest one of them all came in the regular season finale
against No. 4 Arkansas. With LSU's season on the line, the Tigers came out with a fiery passion under Hudson on Oct. 28, 2021, as the Tigers handed the Razorbacks their
first and only loss of the conference regular season with a 4-2 victory. The win solidified LSU's positioning in the SEC and NCAA Tournament and was the highest ranked win
in program history.

The LSU faithful caught on the wonderful display of soccer being played and showed out on Sept. 17, 2021 as LSU opened up SEC play against Mississippi State in Baton
Rouge. A school record crowd of 3,021 showed up and supported the Tigers en route to a 2-0 shutout victory over Mississippi State in what was a raucous environment.
Hudson and company have invested an ample amount of time in the Baton Rouge community and it has showed. The program is on the rise and the LSU faithful has a knack
for supporting winners. LSU averaged 1,334 fans per home match during the 2021 season to set the program, and that average ranked as the 12th highest in the nation.

Hudson's first win of her LSU career came on November 13, 2020, as the Tigers shutout Alabama for a 2-0 win over Alabama in the first round of the SEC Tournament in
Orange Beach, Alabama. The Tigers followed that up with a 2-1 win over No. 14 Ole Miss two days later to advance to the SEC quarterfinals in their first SEC Tournament ap-
pearance under Hudson's reign.

The LSU soccer program has seen significant individual honors under Hudson's leadership, including three All-Region selections, eight All-SEC members, nine All-Louisiana
selections, and one Freshman All-American, Ida Hermannsdéttir. Off the field, Hudson has shattered LSU Soccer Stadium attendance records, with three of the program'’s top
ten largest crowds occurring under her tenure. LSU continues to be a national leader in fan attendance, ranking in the Top 15 nationally in 2021.

Academic success has also been a priority for the Tigers, with LSU Soccer maintaining an above 3.20 GPA average since Hudson's arrival. The team has earned seven Aca-
demic All-District honors and produced over 25 graduates since 2019, reflecting the program’s commitment to nurturing achievement both on and off the field.

In terms of player development, Hudson's commitment to nurturing talent is evident, with multiple players progressing to the professional ranks since her arrival at LSU. Wasila
Diwura-Soale, Maya Gordon, Mollie Swift, Lindsi Jennings, Shannon Cooke, Alesia Garcia, Brenna McPartlan, Olivia Wilkes, Tinaya Alexander, and Athena Kuehn are among
those who have benefited from Hudson’s coaching and are now thriving in professional leagues worldwide.

Hudson came to LSU with nearly 20 years of coaching experience. She came to Baton Rouge after serving as the head coach at the University of Colorado at Colorado
Springs for the past three seasons. During her time as head coach at UCCS, Hudson led the Mountain Lions to a 52-10-4 record. Each of those three seasons saw UCCS
qualify for the NCAA Tournament, the first three appearances in school history, including a run to the national semifinals in 2017. Her win totals in each of the three seasons —
17in 2017,16 in 2018, and 19 in 2019 — were the three winningest seasons in program history.

Hudson, the 2019 Rocky Mountain Athletic Conference Coach of the Year, led UCCS to a No. 1 national ranking for the first time in program history in 2019 as the Mountain
Lions marched to a record of 19-2 and a NCAA South Central Region No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament. records. She and her staff at UCCS earned South Central Region
Staff of the year honors in their debut season in 2017. That campaign saw the Mountain Lions go 17-5-1, make a run to the semifinals of the NCAA Tournament, and win the
first ever Rocky Mountain Athletic Conference title in program history.

Prior to taking the head job at UCCS, Hudson spent two seasons as an assistant coach at NCAA Division | program Colorado College in Colorado Springs. In her two-year
stint, she assisted in every aspect of the program and helped Colorado College reach the semifinals of the 2015 Mountain West Tournament.

A solid player in her own right, Hudson played on the Wales National Team and was at one point the youngest international player on the squad at the age of 16. She earned
three caps on the senior level at the European Championships from 1997 to 1999, and she made 10 appearances at the UEFA Championships as a captain for the U19 squad.
Hudson captured five senior league championships, three league cups and the Welsh Cup for Newport County Ladies squad from 1995-2000.

Hudson earned her bachelor’s in Sports Coaching Science, majoring in sport psychology from Cardiff Metropolitan University in 2002. She's graduated with her master's
degree in sports coaching from the University of Denver in May of 2020. She holds her U.S. Soccer Federation B License, and the UEFA C License and Goalkeepers Award.

The LSU Soccer Stadium saw the 2007
and 2015 seasons standing out the most with
unbeaten records on the home pitch. 2007 saw
the Tigers go 5-0-3 and 2015's unbeaten record
at home was 8-0-4.

The impressive run with an unbeaten
5-0-3 home slate in 2007 was followed by an
impressive 8-1 campaign in 2008, a 7-1-2 season
in 2009, a 6-2-1mark in 2010 and a stellar 7-1-1
season in 2011. While winning four SEC Western
Division championships and making four trips to
the NCAA Tournament from 2007-11, the Tigers
posted a 33-5-7 record with a .811 winning
percentage. They most recently finished the 2015
season unbeaten at home with an 8-0-4 mark in
12 matches played in Baton Rouge.

In fact, LSU's home performance is highlighted
by a school record 18-game home unbeaten
streak that came to an end on Oct. 26, 2008, with
a 2-1 defeat to the No. 6-ranked Florida Gators.

The 2021 season saw multiple record breaking
moments for the Tigers. LSU had the longest
winning streak in the program with eight straight
victories. The soccer stadium also saw a record
breaking attendance in the 2021 season. In
the Tigers match against Mississippi State on
September 17, a crowd of 3,021 people showed
out to watch the Tigers defeat the Bulldogs 2-0
at home. The attendance marked the highest in
program history. LSU averaged 1,334 fans per
home match during the 2021 season to set the
program record, and that average ranked as the
12th highest in the nation.

In 2022, Hudson drew in the sixth largest
crowd in program history against Missouri with
2,004 fans on September 22.

Last year, Hudson and the Tigers continued to
shatter LSU Soccer Stadium attendance records
as they welcomed another Top-10 crowd in
program history in a conference matchup against
Florida.

2024 marks the 29th season in the life of the
LSU Soccer Stadium, which was first opened on
Sept. 13,1996, when the Tigers hosted SEC rival
Tennessee.
