National Chmpionship in LSU's second season to reaching five straight NCAA Final Fours to winning
the NCAA Championship in 2023, LSU has established itself as a premier women's basketball
school through its first 50 seasons.

- Flau'Jae Johnson enters Tuesday's game with 982 career points, needing 18 points to reach
1,000 points in her career.

- Coach Kim Mulkey returns for her fourth season leading LSU. In her first three seasons she has led
to program to new heights, winning 91 games and a national championship. Under her leadership,
LSU has become must-watch and the PMAC has seen a new season-long record attendance set all
three years of the Mulkey era.

- Not only does LSU return three starters from last year's Elite Eight team, but all three of them earned
significant recognition for their contributions last season. Last year Aneesah Morrow was First Team
All-SEC with numerous All-America honorable mentions, Flau'Jae Johnson was Second Team All-
SEC and Mikaylah Williams was the SEC Freshman of the Year.

- Aneesah Morrow ranks No. 1among active NCAA DI players with 1,244 career rebound and No. 2
with 2,209 career points.

- LSU has two active players on its roster in Flau'Jae Johnson and Mikaylah Williams who were
named SEC Freshman of the Year during their debut seasons. It marked the third time ever that the
same program produced back-to-back SEC Freshman of the Year winner.

Junior Flau'Jae Johnson enters LSU's contest against Charleston Southern on Tuesday
needing 18 points to reach 1,000 in her career. Johnson has started in 72 of her 74
games since joing LSU as a freshman. The 2023 SEC Freshman of the Year started every
game as a freshman en route to the Tigers' first national championship. Each season her
production has increased from 11.0 ppg as a freshman to 14.9 ppg as a sophomore and
through two games this year 24.5 ppg. She has 982 career points.

50 seasons of LSU Women's Basketball

2024-25 marks the 50th season of LSU Women's Basketball. Here are some noteworthy points
throughout the program'’s history

- Injust its second season, LSU played for the 1977 AIAW National Championship

- From 2004-2008 LSU reached 5 consecutive Final Fours. LSU and UConn are the only pro-
grams in women's basketball history to ever make at least five straight Final Fours.

- When LSU won its first National Championship in 2023, the Tigers did so by scoring a NCAA
Championship Game record 102 points

- LSU is the only WBB program in which three of its head coaches are in the Basketball Hall of
Fame (also the only program with three in women's basketball HOF): Kim Mulkey, Van Chancellor
and Sue Gunter. Former LSU star and first-year assistant coach Seimone Augustus went in to
both Halls of Fame over the summer too.

LSU Returns Three Noteworthy Starters

Not only does LSU return three starters from last year's Elite Eight team, but all three of them
earned significant recognition for their contributions last season. Last year Aneesah Morrow
was First Team All-SEC with numerous All-America honorable mentions, Flau'Jae Johnson was
Second Team All-SEC and Mikaylah Williams was the SEC Freshman of the Year.

In addition to those three, the Tigers also bring back two other players who have received con-
ference recognition. Sa’'Myah Smith was a key piece on LSU's national championship roster who
was a 2023 SEC All-Freshman selection. She played in seven games last season (11.7 ppg, 7.6
rpg), starting six, before suffering a season-ending knew injury. She is healthy and ready for a full
return this season as a redshirt sophomore. Aalyah Del Rosario was a 2024 SEC All-Freshman
selection.

Morrow Active Stats

Aneesah Morrow enters her senior season with some of the most impressive stats among active
players across NCAA DI. A scoring and rebounding beast who recorded 21 double-doubles last
season Morrow is towards the top of the charts among active scorers and rebounders. Going into
her final season, she ranks No. 1 actively with 1,229 career rebound and No. 3 with 2,178 career
points. The two players ahead of her in career scoring are both entering the fifth season while
Morrow is entering her fourth.

Back-to-back SEC Freshman of the Year

Flau'Jae Johnson was the SEC Freshman of the Year in 2023 and Mikaylah Williams was the
SEC Freshman of the Year in 2024. It marked the third time in conference history that a team had
players win the award in back-to-back seasons and the first time since 2014 and 2015 (South
Carolina. No program has ever had a player win the award in three straight seasons.

Sa'Myah Smith Returns

Smith looked poised for a breakout season last year through the first seven games of LSU's
season after being a key piece her freshman year when LSU claimed the national title. She had
two games scoring 21 points and two games grabbing 11 rebounds, but in LSU'’s seventh game,
playing in Cayman Island, Smith went down with a season-ending knee injury. She underwent a
successful surgery and successful rehab process to be ready to go for this season, looking to get
back to where she was before the injury. Smith received a medical redshirt and will enter this year
as a redshirt junior.

Flau'Jae Johnson's Multifaceted Stardom

Entering her junior season, Flau'Jae Johnson has seen her profile grow astronomically since she
came to LSU. Along with showing talent on the basketball floor she is also a talented rapper.

The 2023 SEC Freshman of the Year and National Champions and 2024 Second Team All-SEC
hooper saw her music brand pop over the summer in which she featured Lil Wayne on one of

her songs. The video for “Came Out A Beast" has over 2-million views on YouTube and it is
featured as on the NFL's songs of the season which can be heard on Sunday'’s leading games
into commercial breaks. She was also named the BET's inaugural Culture Class over the summer,
featuring prominent figures across entertainment.

LSU's Five Newcomers

LSU enters the 2023-24 season with increased depth at the guard position. With transfer
additions Shayeann Day-Wilson, Kailyn Gilbert and Mjracle Sheppard along with freshman Jada
Richard, LSU figures to be quicker and more versatile at guard. LSU also brought in 6-5 transfer
Jersey Wolfenbarger to give the Tigers more size inside the paint.

Kailyn Gilbert | Junior | Guard

Gilbert previously spent two seasons at Arizona. From her freshman season to her sophomore
season, Gilberts scoring jumped from 4.9 points per game to 15.1 points per game. In two sea-
sons she accumulated 88 total assists and like her scoring took a big jump, Gilberts' assists per
game more than doubled from her first season to second.

Mjracle Sheppard | Sophomore | Guard (Pronounced like Miracle)

Sheppard came to LSU after spending her freshman season at Mississippi State where her
defense helped lead a Bulldog's upset win over LSU in Starkville. She averaged 5.1 points and 21
assists per game with 48 total steals, including 3+ steals in six games with a career-high of 7.

Shayeann Day-Wilson | Senior | Guard

Day-Wilson most recently played at Miami, but spent two seasons at Duke before that. Throughout her career,
Day-Wilson has scored in double-figures 68 games. Last year in a double-overtime game she scored a ca-
reer-high 27 points with 5-11 made threes. She also tallied 5+ assists in six games and figures to slot in as a point
guard for the Tigers.

Jada Richard | Freshman | Guard

Jada Richard did not play heavily on the AAU circuit, but her production in high school speaks for itself to show her
elite talent. In four seasons at Lafayette Christian Academy, Richard won four state championship. She was twice
named the MVP of the state championship game. She scored 2,896 point throughout her prep career and was
named the 2024 Gatorade Louisiana Player of the Year.

Jersey Wolfenbarger | Junior | Forward

A former McDonald's All-America, Wolfenbarger played two seasons at Arkansas before sitting last year out when
she decided to enter the portal. She played in 65 games at Arkansas, averaging 5.6 points and 3.8 rebounds per
game. The 6-5 forward will give LSU increased size and versatility in the post.

Assistant Coach Seimone Augustus

In May, Coach Kim Mulkey announced the addition of Seimone Augustus as an assistant coach at LSU. Augustus
led LSU to national relevance as one of the best teams in the nation during her playing days at LSU. She brought
the Tigers to three consecutive Final Fours — beginning a stretch of five consecutive LSU Final Four appearances
— before becoming the No. 1 overall pick in the 2006 WNBA Draft. She went on to win four WNBA titles and three
Olympic Gold Medals with Team USA.

In 2010 Augustus became the first female student-athlete in LSU to have her jersey retired and in 2023 she
became the first female student-athlete in school history to receive a statue on campus.

Halls of Seimone - Four Halls of Fame In Six Months

Seimone Augustus got her flowers during a six month stretch throughout 2024 in which she entered four Halls

of Fame — East Baton Rouge Parish, Louisiana Sports, Women'’s Basketball and Naismith. The final enshrinement
came at Naismith in which she opened her speech by singing Callin’ Baton Rouge and went on to deliver a memo-
rable speech in which recited an Ode to Louisiana Basketball that she wrote.

Fourth Straight Season LSU Ranked Inside Top-10

LSU enters the 2023-24 season ranked No. 7 in both the AP and Coaches polls. It will mark the fourth consec-
utive season in which the Tigers have been ranked inside the top-10 at any point throughout three consecutive
seasons. LSU peaked each of the past years holding the No. 1 spot to end the 2022-23 season and to begin the
2023-24 season. In Mulkey's first season leading LSU in 2021-22 the Tigers' best ranking was No. 6. The streak
of three consecutive seasons with time spent inside the top-10 is tied for the second longest in program history.
LSU also had four straight seasons with top-10 rankings from 1983-87 and in six straight seasons from 2002-08
LSU spent time in the top-10.

Emphasis on Defensive "Kills" and other Defensive Benchmarks

One of LSU's main defensive goals in games is to get what the team calls defensive kills. A kill is when LSU gets
three consectuive stops on the defensive end and the Tigers's goal is to have eight kills per game. Another big
defensive goal for the Tigers is to hold opponents to shooting 39.9-percent from the field or lower. Two other
points of empahais on defense for LSU are points in the paint and free-throw attempts; the goal for those can vary
depending on who LSU is playing and what their style of play is.

20 Win Seasons For Kim Mulkey

In Coach Mulkey's 24 seasons as a head coach and her teams have won 20+ games every year of her career.
Spending 15 seasons as an assistant at LA Tech, she has won 20+ games in all but on season in her 39-year
coaching career. Mulkey won 30+ games in all four seasons that she was a player at Louisiana Tech.

A PMAC Record Season Attendance

In each of Coach Mulkey's first three seasons as LSU's head coach, a season-long attendance record has been
set in the PMAC for women's basketball:

2021-22:112,983

2022-23:148,468

2023-24:220,932

The final home regular season game in the 2022-23 season against Mississippi had an
attendance of 15,721, setting the record for the largest PMAC crowd ever, regardless of sport.

Kim Mulkey Becomes Quickest Coach To 700 Wins

LSU's win over Virginia Tech during the 2023-24 season marked Coach Kim Mulkey's 700th career victory. Doing
so in 813 games as a head coach, Mulkey became the quickest in men's or women's DI history to reach 700
career wins.. Geno Auriemma currently is the quickest on the women's side; it took him 22 games. Adolph Rupp
leads on the men's side, reaching 700 in 836 games. Mulkey will likely become the third coach to reach the 700
win mark in less than 900 games.

A History Of Australian Players at LSU

In joining LSU prior to the 2022-23 season, Last-Tear Poa (Melbourne) became the seventh LSU Women's
Basketball player from Australia, joining a list of great Australian basketball players for the Tigers. Three Australians
rank in the Top-10 for the most points in school history. Julie Gross' (Tatura) 2,488 career points rank 3rd all-time
in program history and she is one of just five Tigers with over 2,000 career points while Maree Jackson's (Albury)
1,852 career points rank 7th and Katrina Hibbert's (Melbourne) 1,695 career points rank No. 9 on LSU's all-time
scoring list. With 1,466 career rebounds, Gross also ranks second in program history for career rebounds. Gross
and Jackson were also the pillars on the only LSU Women's team to reach a postseason championship game,
leading the Tigers to the 1977 AIAW Championship game as one of the most dominant center-forward combos
in program history. Sharna Ayres (Melbourne), Alliyah Fareo (Sydney) and Louise Klaffer (Adelaide) are the three
other players from Australia to play at LSU.

A Special Australia To LSU Connection
During her club days in Australia, Last-Tear Poa played club basketball for former LSU Australian star Katrina
Hibbert.

A Position Focused On NIL

As the era of Name, Image, and Likeness continues to evolve within collegiate athletics, head coach Kim Mulkey
announced on the one-year anniversary of NIL, that Jennifer Roberts would take on a first-of-its-kind role in
women'’s college basketball as LSU Women's Basketball's Director of Player Personnel and Influence. In this
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role, Roberts helps players within the program develop their personal brands, make informed
decisions, and maximize their NIL opportunities. Roberts works closely with the NILSU staff to
enhance branding opportunities and to ensure each women's basketball player at LSU has the
opportunity to grow their brands to the fullest potential.

A LSU Collection Of Hall of Fame Coaches

LSU is the only women's basketball program with three coaches in the Naismith Basketball Hall
of Fame. Sue Gunter was inducted in the Class of 2005, Van Chancellor in th Class of 2007 and
Kim Mulkey in the Class of 2020. Gunter coached for 22 seasons (1982-2004) at LSU and put
together a 442-221 record. She led LSU 14 NCAA Tournaments, including its first Final Four in
her final season. Chancellor coached at LSU from from 2007-11 and compiled a 90-40 record.
He was also the head coach of the first WNBA Dynasty in the Houston Comets where he earned
three WNBA Coach of the Year honors and won the league's first four titles. Although she was a
part of the 2020 class, Mulkey was not inducted into the Naismith Hall of Fame until May 2021
(due to COVID), just a month after being named the head coach at LSU. In her first season in Ba-
ton Rouge, she led the greatest turnaround by a first-year head coach in SEC history and earned
her third AP National Coach of the Year award. Geno Auriemma, Muffet McGraw and Mulkey are
the only three coaches with three AP National Coach of the Year honors.

The Dream Team

The Dream Team is the LSU Women's Basketball practice team that is comprised of male stu-
dents at LSU. The Dream Team is designed to go up against the Tigers every day in practice to
help push the team while allowing practices to run efficiently

Fast Break Club

The Fast Break Club is the LSU Women'’s Basketball Booster Club that is designed to help the
Tigers achieve both on and off the court. It gives fans an opportunity to feel like they are apart of
the program with monthly luncheons during the season that Coach Mulkey speaks at. The Fast
Break Club has over 200 members already and is still growing in Coach Mulkey's first season
leading the Tiger.

Kim Mulkey, the most successful player-turned-coach in college basketball
history, was named the LSU Women's Basketball Head Coach ahead of the 2021-
22 season, leading the Tigers into a new era of success.

The 2023-24 season saw LSU reach the Elite Eight for the second consecutive
season as the Tigers went 31-6. Mulkey has had at least 20 wins in every season
she has been a head coach. In a rematch of the 2023 National Semifinal during the
2024 ACC/SEC Challenged, Mulkey earned her 700th career victory in her 813th
game, becoming the quickest coach in men's or women's DI history to reach that
milestone.

With nine new pieces for the 2022-23 season and just one returning contributor,
Coach Mulkey pieced together a team that was the last group standing at the end
of March Madness. She became the first head coach in college basketball history
to win national championships with multiple programs. She has four national
championships as a head coach (Baylor and LSU), one as an assistant coach
(Louisiana Tech) and two as a player (Louisiana Tech). The Tigers were dominant
en route to their first national championship, compiling a 34-2 record, including a
perfect 17-0 record at home in the PMAC.

LSU defeated lowa in Dallas for the national championship, 102-85, setting the
NCAA record for points in a championship game. The championship game drew
9.9 million viewers across ABC and ESPN networks to set the record for the one of
the most watched women's college basketball game of all-time.

Mulkey, who also won an Olympic Gold Medal in 1984, is the only person in
college basketball history — men's or women's — to win national championships as a
head coach, assistant coach, and a player. She's one of just three coaches (Bobby
Knight and Dean Smith) in college basketball history to win national titles as a player
and a coach. It did not take Coach Mulkey long to have success her first year at
LSU, winning the AP National Coach of the Year award after leading the greatest
turnaround in SEC history by a first-year head coach. Coach Mulkey joined Geno
Auriemma and Muffet McGraw as the only coaches to earn the AP Coach of the
Year award three times.

A member of the 2020 Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame Class, Mulkey
built Baylor into a national power, as they became just the third program in NCAA
history to have at least three national titles to its credit with championships in 2005,
2012 with a perfect 40-0 record and 2019.

Mulkey has been named National Coach of the Year eight times from various
entities, and she was selected as the Big 12 Coach of the Year eight times. She's
taken home the New York Athletic Club’'s Winged Foot Award after each national
championship as a head coach.

Individually, Mulkey has developed and produced some of the top players in
women's basketball history. As a head coach, she has developed nine players
under her watch to First Team All-America status by either the Associated Press,
USBWA, WBCA or John Wooden selections.
