•	 LSU ranks No. 9 in the NFCA/GoRoute 
Division I Softball Poll and the ESPN/
USA Softball Poll. 

•	 Head Coach Beth Torina is in her 14th 
season at the helm of LSU softball 
and has coached the Tigers to four 
Women’s College World Series 
appearances, including three straight, 
one of two teams (UCLA) in the nation 
to accomplish that feat from 2015-17. 

•	 Coach Torina is the program's all-time 
wins leader at 571 wins and claimed 
her 700th career win versus LA Tech 
on April 9. Torina averages 41 wins per 
season. 

•	 LSU has 13 Top 25 victories this 
season, including a 2-1 win over No. 4 
UCLA at the Judi Garman Classic in 
Fullerton, Calif., on Feb. 27. 

•	 The Tigers' pitching staff rank No. 4 in 
the SEC with a 2.43 ERA, No. 5 with  a 
.205 opposing batting average and No. 
5 with 261 strikeouts. 

•	 LSU has one of the nations most 
prolific offenses, ranking No. 2 in 
the  SEC with a .353 batting average 
and leads the confernce with a .460 
on-base percentage. 

•	 LSU has 36 home runs this season 
highlighted by six grand slams, three of 
which came with two outs.  

•	 Eight of LSU starters with 30 or more 
appearances bat over .330, including 
three batting over .400. 

•	 LSU trails Texas 6-8 in the all-time 
series, including a 1-6 mark when 
playing in Austin, Texas.  

•	 LSU's 2025 schedule will feature 39 
games against 18 participants in the 
2024 NCAA Tournament, including four 
WCWS participants (Alabama, Florida, 
Texas and UCLA). 
 
 

•	 Infielder Danieca Coffey opened the 
season with a 39-game reached base 
streak and 25-game hitting streak 
dating back to 2024. She ranks in the 
Top 10 of the SEC with a .432 batting 
average (No. 10), a .565 on-base 
percentage (No. 5), 54 hits (No. 5), 44 
runs (No. 9) and 42 walks (No. 1). 

•	 Sydney Berzon, a two-time NFCA 
All-American, has penned the best 
start in program history with a 13-0 
record in the circle. She is 15-3 on the 
season with five shutouts, and has 85 
strikeouts and a 2.25 ERA. 

•	 Berzon and Coffey earned a spot 
on the Top 53 Watch List for USA 
Softball's Player of the Year Award.  

•	 Left-handed pitcher Jayden Heavener 
is a two-time SEC Freshman of the 
Week and ranks No. 5 in the SEC with 
123 strikeouts. She is the program's 
first true left handed pitcher since Julie 
Stashko 1997-2000. 

•	 The Smash Sisters, Maci Bergeron 
(.403) and Tori Edwards (.435) has 
combined for 24 of the club's 36 home 
runs. Edwards leads the team with 
15 home runs and an .895 slugging 
percentage, and Bergeron has nine 
home runs, including six against 
ranked opponents.  

•	 LSU returns 17 players from the 2024 
roster and have nine newcomers, 
including three transfers. 

•	 The Tigers were the No. 9 overall seed 
in the 2024 NCAA Tournament, logging 
its 18th consecutive appearance in the 
NCAA Tournament. 

•	 The 2025 roster has three graduates. 
Emilee Casanova and Danieca Coffey 
are LSU graduates, and Ashley Vallejo 
graduated from McNeese before 
transfering to LSU.

Beth Torina heads into her 14th season at 
the helm of the LSU softball program after she 
returned the Tigers to national prominence 
with two 50-win seasons, seven 40-win 
seasons and four trips to the Women’s College 
World Series in 2012, 2015, 2016 and 2017. 

Since taking the reins of the program prior 
to the 2012 season, Torina has led the Tigers to 
the pinnacle of the sport more than any other 
LSU head coach. Torina is the program’s all-
time wins leader with 536 victories entering the 
2025 season and is the first skipper to lead the 
team to Oklahoma City in consecutive seasons 
in program history (2015-17). She is averaging 
41 wins per season in Baton Rouge, leading a 
ranked side featured in the nation’s Top 10 in 10 
of the last 13 seasons, and had a streak of 123 
consecutive weeks ranked in the Top 25 (2014-
2022). Under Torina, the Tigers have played a 
Top 10 strength of schedule every year. 

Torina has also made an impact in the 
community off the field. She was honored with 
the NFCA 2024 Humanitarian Award for tireless 
work raising awareness and funds for ovarian 
cancer research.  

In the 2024 campaign, LSU earned the 
No. 9 overall seed in the NCAA Tournament, 
marking its 18th consecutive tournament 
appearance and 25th appearance overall. The 
Tigers boasted a 44-17 record for the program’s 
seventh 40-plus win season over 10 years. The 
Bayou Bengals advanced to their 10th NCAA 
Super Regional after winning the 2024 Baton 
Rouge Regional to get out of the first weekend 
of the NCAA Tournament for the first time 
since 2021. LSU logged a .290 average on 464 
hits, had a 2.30 ERA behind 374 strikeouts, 
tallied 15 shutouts, including one no-hitter, and 
defensively set a program record with a .976 
fielding percentage, turning 28 double plays for 
the second-most in a single season.   

Pitcher Sydney Berzon claimed her second 
NFCA All-American distinction to become the 
fifth LSU hurler named an NFCA All-American 
in consecutive seasons. She was tabbed to the 
NFCA South All-Region and All-SEC First Team. 
On the field, outfielder Ali Newland graced 
the NFCA South All-Region First Team, the 
All-SEC First Team and the SEC All-Defensive 
Team. Newland was named a College Sports 
Communicators Academic All-American off 
the field, became the program’s second SEC 
Scholar-Athlete of the Year and was placed on 
the SEC Community Service Team for the third 
consecutive season.  Other 2024 NFCA South 
All-Region selections included Ciara Briggs 
(second-team) - a two-time Gold Glove winner, 
Raeleen Gutierrez (third-team), Kelley Lynch 
(third-team) and Taylor Pleasants (third-team). 
Briggs joined Berzon and Newland on the 
All-SEC First Team, Lynch made the All-SEC 
Second Team, and Gutierrez accompanied 
Newland on the SEC All-Defensive Team. 

Torina earned her B.S. in health sciences 
and occupational therapy from Florida in 2000. 
During her playing career with the Gators, 
she was a member of the 1998 Southeastern 
Conference regular season championship team 
as the squad’s top pitcher. In the classroom, 
Torina was a GTE Academic All-American and 
a finalist for the 2000 H. Boyd McWhorter SEC 
Scholar-Athlete of the Year. 

Before joining the LSU program in June 2011, 
Torina took Florida International of the Sun Belt 
Conference to new heights. The two-time SBC 
Coach of the Year led the Golden Panthers to a 
129-111 record in four seasons and directed FIU 
to its first NCAA Tournament victory in 2010. 

Torina and her husband, Nick, were married 
in January 2010. The couple has three 
daughters: Taryn, Tatum, and Tenley. They 
currently reside in Baton Rouge.
