Mike the Tiger

● The official mascot of Louisiana State 
University
○ Named after Mike Chambers
○ First mascot Mike: 1959

● Personality 
○ An energetic, mischievous, and 

flirtatious ball of energy
○ He is the top cat on campus and 

behaves as such
○ Is always looking for a good time 

and an opportunity to cheer on the 
Fightin’ Tigers of LSU

● Serves not only as a spirited member of 
the LSU community but also an 
ambassador for the university as a whole



Team Mike

● A group of well-rounded 
students who are committed to 
helping Mike maintain his busy 
schedule

● Beginning in 2005, Team Mike 
has become one of the best 
known mascot programs in the 
country

● Since its inception, over 40 LSU 
students have been members of 
Team Mike

● Responsible for performing as, 
handling, and scheduling Mike 
the Tiger



Team Mike
Requirements

● Student at Louisiana State University
● Full-time student during Fall 2025 to 

Spring 2026 (Year-long obligation)
● Overall GPA: 2.5
● Must be able to work every home 

football game as well as a large portion 
of other athletic events

● Able to attend weekly practices and 
work outs

● No specific height / weight
○ Height: 5’7-6’3*
○ Weight: 145-200lbs*

Athletic Events

● Most common type of event Mike 
appears at
○ Every Football, Basketball 

(men’s and women’s), and 
Gymnastics

○ Volleyball, Baseball, and 
Softball once a weekend

○ Handful of Soccer and Beach 
Volleyball

● During the game, Mike is out on 
the court dancing, in the crowd 
interacting with fans, or messing 
around on the sidelines



Campus Events

● Mike averages about 1-2 on-
campus events a week

● Can range from a video shoot, 
promoting an upcoming sporting 
event with LSU Marketing, or 
making a social media post

● Most common on-campus events 
are LSU Ring Ceremonies, Campus 
Life events, and impromptu holiday 
appearances (Mardi Gras and 
Halloween)



Community Events

● Least common of the three types of 
events (1-2 a month)

● Most common community events 
are parties but also include school 
visits, community service events, 
and hospital visits

● Since these events are off-campus, 
LSU Marketing or Spirit Squad is 
often responsible for transporting 
Mike to the event
