On The Break

- The 2025-26 season represents the 51st season of LSU Women's Basketball. From reaching the
AIAW National Championship in LSU's second season to reaching five straight Final Fours to
winning the program's first national championship in 2023, LSU has re-established itself as a
premier women's basketball school through its first 50 seasons.

- Coach Kim Mulkey returns for her fifth season leading LSU. In her first four seasons, she has led
the Tigers to the NCAA Tournament all four years, including three-straight Elite Eight runs and
the Tigers' first national title. Mulkey has won 754 games throughout her head coaching career
with 122 coming during her time in Baton Rouge. LSU has become must-watch and the Pete
Maravich Assembly Center has seen season-long attendance records set in three of her four
seasons. LSU finished the 2024-25 season with 212,144 fans walking through the Maravich
Center doors. LSU's attendance numbers have ranked in the Top-10 nationally all four seasons
of Coach Mulkey's tenure.

- In 2025-26, LSU returns key contributors in First-Team All-SEC duo Flau'jae Johnson and Mikaylah
Williams alongside important role players who logged impactful minutes in Kailyn Gilbert and
Jada Richard from the Tigers' third-straight Elite Eight squad.

« LSU brought in eight new players, including a trio of transfer portal additions (MiLaysia Fulwiley,
Kate Koval, Amiya Joyner) and the unanimous No. 1 freshman recruiting class (Divine Bour-
rage, Bella Hines, ZaKiyah Johnson, Grace Knox, and Meghan Yarnevich) across all recruiting
services.

« In the preseason, LSU was picked to finish third in the league standings for the media poll and
coaches poll, which were released on Oct. 14 and Oct. 22, respectively. LSU's Flau'jae Johnson
received two nods to the All-SEC First Team by both contingents, while Mikaylah Williams was
named to the second team by the media and first team by the SEC coaches. Newcomer MilLay-
sia Fulwiley, who transferred to Baton Rouge from Dawn Staley's South Carolina program, was
named to the All-SEC Second Team in the coaches poll.

- LSU will play 18 nationally televised games this season, including the marquee matchup on
Valentine's Day against South Carolina on ABC. LSU will play the Gamecocks on a Saturday
in February, marking the first time LSU has played a game on Saturday since 2005 when the
Tigers defeated No. 17 Georgia, 76-52, as the top-ranked team in the country.

« Flau'jae Johnson ranks 13th all-time in career points at LSU. She has amassed 1,577 points over
3+ seasons. She eclipsed 1,500 points against San Diego State in the first round of the 2025
NCAA Tournament. LSU legends Joyce Walker (2,906) and Seimone Augustus (2,702) hold
the top two spots in program history. Johnson needs just 105 points to jump into LSU's top 10.

LSU Continues Opening Week With In-State Matchup Against Southeastern Louisiana
After a one-day hiatus from the basketball court, the fifth-ranked LSU women'’s basketball team
returns to the Pete Maravich Assembly Center for an in-state battle against Southeastern Lou-
isiana on Thursday night. The LSU-Southeastern Louisiana game is available to watch on SEC
Network + with Lyn Rollins and Victor Howell calling the action. Fans can also listen to the LSU
Sports Radio Network with Patrick Wright and Shaeeta Williams bringing the fans the action. LSU
has two more games this week with SLU (Thursday) at home and Georgia Southern (Sunday)
representing the Tigers first true road test. LSU defeated Houston Christian in the season opener
by a score of 108-55. The Tigers will take on the Lions for the 48th time in series history with the
Tigers holding a 36-11 advantage. The last time LSU and SLU met in women's basketball was

in Coach Kim Mulkey's third season where LSU came away with the 73-50 victory on Nov. 17,
2023.LSU's record when hosting the Lions at the PMAC is 23-4.

LSU Wins Season Opener Versus Houston Christian, 108-55

LSU opened its fifth season under Coach Kim Mulkey with a 108-55 victory over Houston
Christian inside the Pete Maravich Assembly Center. Freshman ZaKiyah Johnson led the Tigers
against HCU picking up her first double-double with 11 points and 11 rebounds. LSU was able to
spread the ball around throughout the contest with three more Tigers scoring in double figures.
Junior MiLaysia Fulwiley paced the offense with 21 points, while Mikaylah Williams had 14,
Flau'jae Johnson had 12, and freshman Grace Knox had 10. LSU shot 42-0f-79 (53.2%) from the
floor, as opposed to Houston Christian’s 19-0f-50 (38.5%). LSU was a solid 17-0f-23 (73.9%)
from the free throw line and nearly 7-0f-13 (53.8%) from three-point range, as they would go into
the half with a 26-point lead, 53-27. The Tigers tallied 23 steals in the contest, while forcing 33
turnovers overall. Fulwiley collected seven steals alone, marking the 22nd time an LSU player has
recorded at least seven steals in a single game.

MiLaysia Fulwiley Collects 7 Steals in First Appearance at LSU

LSU junior MiLaysia Fulwiley, who joined the Tigers' program over the summer from South
Carolina, shined in her first appearance in Baton Rouge. She finished with 21 points, 2 assists
and 4 rebounds. Fulwiley using her speed and quickness to record 7 steals in the contest. She
became the first Tiger to record at least 7 steals in a single game since Mjracle Sheppard tallied 7
steals against NC Central on Dec. 1, 2024. Fulwiley also became the 23rd Tiger to record at least
7 steals in a game. She is just the third player since 2017 to record 7-plus steals in a game joining
Shepard and Aneesah Morrow. Fulwiley was the Tigers' leading scorer (21) against the Huskies.

51 Seasons of LSU Women's Basketball
The start of the 2025-26 season marks the 51st season of LSU Women's Basketball. Here are
some noteworthy points throughout the program’s history:

- Injust its second season, LSU played for the 1977 AIAW National Championship

- From 2004-2008 LSU reached 5 consecutive Final Fours. LSU and UConn are the only pro-
grams in women's basketball history to ever make at least five straight Final Fours.

- When LSU won its first National Championship in 2023, the Tigers did so by scoring a NCAA
Championship Game record 102 points

« LSU is the only WBB program in which three of its head coaches are in the Basketball Hall of
Fame (also the only program with three in women's basketball HOF): Kim Mulkey, Van
Chancellor and Sue Gunter. Former LSU star and first-year assistant coach Seimone
Augustus went in to both Halls of Fame most recently on staff and former LSU player Sylvia
Fowles was enshrined into both in 2025.

Flau'Jae Johnson's Multifaceted Stardom

Entering her senior season at LSU, Flau'Jae Johnson has seen her profile grow astronomically
since she came to Baton Rouge. One of the few players to stay at an institution for all four years in
the transfer portal era, Johnson's talent on the basketball court isn't the only facet of her life that
is commendable. Along with showing talent in sport, she is also a talented rapper. The 2023 SEC
Freshman of the Year, 2023 National Champion, 2024 Second Team All-SEC, and 2025 First-
Team All-SEC hooper saw her music brand pop over the summer of 2024, in which she featured
Lil Wayne on one of her songs. The video for “Came Out A Beast” has over 3-million views on
YouTube and it was featured as one of the NFL's songs of the season which can be heard on
Sundays leading games into commercial breaks. She was also named the BET's inaugural Culture
Class last year, which features prominent figures across entertainment. Prior to this season,
Johnson released a few new singles including "Remember When" and "Courtside" featuring
well-known rapper Waka Flaka Flame on the song.

LSU’s matchup against South Carolina will be the featured game on February 14 on ABC at 7:30 p.m. CT inside the
Pete Maravich Assembly Center. The game will occur on a Saturday, marking the first time the Tigers have played
on a Saturday since January 8, 2005, when LSU defeated No. 17 Georgia, 76-52, as the top-ranked team in the
country. LSU’s non-conference slate features five nationally televised games including the Tulane, Duke, Louisiana
Tech, Texas-Arlington and Alabama State contests.

Kim Mulkey Is A Champion

Kim Mulkey

In four seasons since returning to Louisiana, Kim Mulkey has brought LSU back
to national prominence as one of the premier programs in the country.

Mulkey and the Tigers have recorded three consecutive 30-win seasons and
three straight Elite Eight appearances, including the National Championship in
2023. It has become one of the most exciting programs across America, with top
notch attendance records, driven by an energetic fan base.

Less than two years after Mulkey returned to Louisiana to do good and be
a positive figure in her home state as the head coach for the LSU Women's
Basketball team, the Hall-of-Famer Mulkey delivered the program'’s first National
Championship to Baton Rouge in 2023.

The Tigers were dominant en route to their first national championship, compiling
a 34-2 record, including a perfect 17-0 record at home in the PMAC. LSU defeated
lowa in Dallas for the national championship, 102-85, setting the record for points
in a championship game. The championship game drew 9.9 million viewers across
ABC and ESPN networks to set the record for the most watched women'’s college
basketball game of all-time.

The Tigers averaged 82.3 points per game throughout the championship season
to rank No. 5 in the nation. Scoring 100 points in each of the first five games of the
season, LSU tied the NCAA record. The only other team to score 100+ points in five
straight games was the 1981-82 Louisiana Tech team that featured Mulkey leading
the team as the point guard. LSU set the program record for 100-point games in a
season with their sixth in the final game of the season.

Mulkey, the most successful player-turned-coach in college basketball history,
was named head coach of the LSU women's basketball team on April 25, 2021.

It did not take Coach Mulkey long to have success at LSU, winning the AP
National Coach of the Year award after leading the greatest turnaround in SEC
history by a first-year head coach. Coach Mulkey joined Geno Auriemma and
Muffet McGraw as the only coaches to earn the AP Coach of the Year award three
times. Taking over a team that had won nine games the previous season, Mulkey's
first LSU team finished 26-6, in second place in the SEC and the Tigers hosted
first- and second-round games in the NCAA Tournament as a No. 3 seed.

Mulkey, who also won an Olympic Gold Medal in 1984, is the only person in
college basketball history — men’s or women's — to win national championships as a
head coach, assistant coach and a player. She's one of just three coaches (Bobby
Knight and Dean Smith) in college basketball history to win national titles as a player
and a coach.

A native of Tickfaw, La., Mulkey came to Baton Rouge as the most accomplished
head coaching hire in LSU history. She returned to Louisiana as a six-time national
champion and nine-time Hall of Famer and most recently was inducted into the
Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in May of 2021.
