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Home again: LSU hosts an NCAA regional for the 14th con-
secutive year this weekend at Alex Box Stadium.

>

LSU has the longest current active streak of hosting regionals, sec-

ond all-time to only Texas’ 16-year streak from 1979 through
1994,

The Tigers are 52-10 all-time in home regional games, winning 12
regional championships overall and the last seven in a row.

LSU has won 12 of the 14 regionals contested in Baton Rouge,
with Cal St. Fullerton winning the other two in 1992 and 1995.
LSU is the No. 2 national seed in the NCAA Tournament, the sec-
ond time since the current format began in 1999 that the Tigers
have drawn the No. 2 seed.

The Tigers’ only other national seed was in 2000, when No. 2 LSU
won the national championship by going 9-0 in the NCAA Tourna-
ment.

LSU is 17-1 in opening round NCAA regional games, losing only to
Houston at Austin in 1985.

Scouting the Green Wave: LSU and Tulane have met 274
times since 1893, including six times in the post-season.

>
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LSU holds a 154-117-3 all-time edge over Tulane, but the Green
Wave won two of three meetings this year.

The Wave won 5-4 in 11 innings at Zephyr Field on March 11 and
9-5 at the Superdome on April 29, but LSU won 8-0 in Baton
Rouge on April 15.

This year’s Tulane team went 43-17 and finished third in the regu-
lar season in Conference USA and then as runners-up in the C-USA
Tournament.

Tulane coach Rick Jones has led the Wave to a school record six
consecutive regional appearances and eight in his 10-year tenure.
Tulane has been better than 1-2 only once in Baton Rouge, and
that was in 1986, when the Wave lost to LSU in the championship
game.

The Green Wave is making its seventh regional appearance in Ba-
ton Rogue since 1986 and second in a row.

LSU beat Tulane 4-2 last year in a regional elimination game, with
Bo Pettit striking out 11 Wave batters in a complete game victory.
The Wave is led by Golden Spikes finalist Michael Aubrey, a junior
first baseman who is hitting .418 with 17 home runs and 77 RBI.

Scouting the Seahawks: UNC Wilmington is in the post-
season as an NCAA member for the first time.

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The Seahawks last played in the post-season in the 1975 NAIA
World Series, when Tulane coach Rick Jones was a senior at
UNCW.

UNCW becomes the third current member of the Colonial Athletic
Association to play in a regional in Baton Rouge, joining James
Madison in 1995 and Virginia Commonwealth in 2001.

The Seahawks enter with a solid 3.36 team ERA, lead by starters
Brad Overton (7-2, 2.77), Jake Mullins (7-5, 3.31) and Chris
Coughlin (6-3, 3.47).

Scouting the Huskies: Northeastern won the America East
tournament

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Northeastern is making its first trip to a regional since losing two
games at the 1997 West Regional in Palo Alto.

The Huskies have not won a NCAA tournament game since defeat-
ing Providence in the 1974 District 1 playoffs at Fenway Park.

The Huskies will start junior right-hander Justin Hedrick (7-1, 2.63)
against LSU.

Northeastern features a solid two-way player in pitcher/third base-
man Tim Bush, who leads the Huskies with a .357 batting average
and has made 10 relief appearances.

Gets the start in NCAA regional opener vs. Northeastern, hoping to help Tiger reach Omaha for first time since 2000.
Has struggled as a senior after earning second team All-SEC honors as a junior.

Did not pitch in final regular season seires at Arkansas (5/16-18) and SEC Tournament (5/22-25) due to sore shoulder.
The Most Outstanding Player of the 2002 Baton Rouge regional.

Ranked 16t among the nation’s top 50 seniors by Baseball America.

Rated as having the best breaking ball and second best control in the SEC by Baseball America.

Gave up just one hit and struck out seven vs. Tulane (4/15) to earn his first win of the year.

Took tough 10th inning loss at Vanderbilt (4/19) by giving up winning run with two out.

Rough season continued vs. Tulane in the Superdome (4/29), as he took the loss by giving up six runs and eight hits in 3
2/3 innings.

Picked up second win of season vs. Loyola (5/6) by throwing three perfect innings with four strikeouts.

Got rocked for five runs on five hits in 2 2/3 innings in series finale vs. Auburn (5/11).

Notched key save in second game of Alabama series (3/29), striking out six batters over the final 32/3 innings.
Took tough luck loss at UNO (3/25) by giving up unearned run in ninth inning.

Notched first save of 2003 by pitching scoreless ninth inning at Georgia (3/23), completing three-game sweep for the
Tigers.

Struck out a career high 11 batters in 5 2/3 innings in season opener vs. Northwestern St. (2/7).

Fanned six over seven innings vs. Kansas (2/14), but got no decision for second consecutive start this season.

Took first loss of season vs. Houston (2/22), yielding five runs on seven hits in 5 1/3 innings.

Struggled in return to California at Long Beach St. (2/28), giving up four runs on five hits in five innings.

Struck out seven and gave up two runs over seven innings in series finale vs. Winthrop (3/9).

Took fourth no decision of 2003 vs. Florida (3/16), lasting just 3.1 innings and giving up three runs on six hits.

Earned a win in relief vs. Southern (5/31) in the regional opener by striking out eight in five innings of work as LSU won 6-5in
the bottom of the 9th.

Came back with one day of rest to pitch 6.1 innings vs. UL-Lafayette (6/2, Game 1), allowing just one unearned run and strik-
ing out five to keep the Tigers alive in the regional.

Closed out SEC Tournament victory over South Carolina (5/23) by striking out four in 2.0 innings of scoreless relief.

Struck out 10 in 4.2 innings in spot start at New Orleans (4/30), combining with Clay Harris and Brad David on a 13-0 shut-
out.

Earned win in relief vs. Arkansas (4/28), allowing one earned run in 3.2 innings to help complete sweep of Razorbacks.

Had spectacular weekend in series at Auburn (4/5, 4/7) allowing just four hits in 5.1 scoreless innings of work. Earned save
in series finale to give Tigers their first SEC series victory of the season.

Earned save in his relief debut vs. Mississippi St. (3/30), striking out four in 2.2 hitless innings of work.

Struck out six in 6.0 shutout innings vs. UL-Lafayette (3/12).

Pitched 80 strong innings in no decision vs. Long Beach St. (3/3) on sub-freezing day, walking none and striking out eight.
Missed start at Houston (2/24) due to strained pectoral muscle.

Gave up only one earned run and struck out six in 6.0 innings in victory over Mercer (2/17).

Struck out seven in first career start, picking up win vs. Birmingham-Southern (2/10).

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Home, sweet home

After playing seven consecutive games away from Alex Box
Stadium, the Tigers are back at home for the first time in
19 days to host the Baton Rouge regional, the 14th con-
secutive year in which LSU has hosted a regional. LSU
hosted its first regional in 1986, and then began its current
streak in 1 990.

The Tigers’ streak of hosting regionals is just two years
short of the NCAA record of 16 done by Texas from 1979
through 1994. No SEC school has hosted more than four
consecutive years, which Mississippi St. did from 1987
through 1990.

The NCAA began the regional format in 1975 after using

district tournaments to determine College World Series par-

ticipants from 1950 through 1974.

Beating LSU in a regional at The Box has proved to be quite
difficult, indeed. The Tigers are a sparkling 52-10 (.839)in
regional games at home, wining the championship in 12 of
the 14 previous regionals at home, missing out only in
1992 and 1995, when Cal St. Fullerton won the champion-
ship.

With their win over Auburn on May 10, LSU won its 600th
game at The Box since Skip Bertman arrived in Baton
Rouge in 1984. Over the past 20 years, LSU is 600-139-2
at home, a sterling .811 winning percentage.

Huskies, beware of the Tigers

Northeastern has the thankless task of coming into Baton Rouge
and opening its first regional in six years by taking on host LSU.
The Huskies might soon find out what other first-time visitors to
The Box have, and that playing in Baton Rouge is a tall order in-
deed, especially in the post-season.

Since LSU began hosting regionals in 1986, five teams have had
the misfortune of playing their first-ever games against LSU in a
regional in Baton Rouge. All five came up short: Providence in
1992, Western Carolina in 1993, Central Michigan in 1995, Aus-
tin Peay in 1996 and UNC Greensboro in 1997.

Should UNC Wilmington defeat Tulane and advance to face LSU in
the second round of the regional, the Seahawks have a little more
favorable history on their side, as both Rice (1995) and East Caro-
lina (1999) defeated LSU in second round regional games on their
first visits to Baton Rouge.

Wave makes rare repeat visit to The Box

Of course, with LSU hosting regionals for the past 13 sea-
sons and 14 times since 1986, it’s bound to happen where
teams will return to Alex Box Stadium time and again.

However, consecutive visits by the same team have not
been as common as one might think. Since LSU began its
current streak of hosting regionals in 1990, only four
teams have made visits in consecutive years to Baton
Rouge: UL-Lafayette (1990 and 1991 as USL), South Ala-
bama (1991, 1992 and 1993) and UL-Monroe (1999 and
2000 under coach Smoke Laval)., and Tulane, which joins
that list this year.

If history is any gauge, Tulane might fare better than its 1-2
mark in 2002. Both ULL and ULM reached the regional
final in the second year of their back -to-back trips after go-
ing 0-2 in the first year. South Alabamawas 1-2in 1991
and 0-2 in 1992 before reaching the championship game
in 1993, where it lost to LSU.

Should LSU and Tulane hook up this weekend, it will mark
the first time the Tigers have faced the same team in three
consecutive NCAA Tournaments. The Tigers lost 2 of 3 to
the Wave in the 2001 super regional at Zephyr Field before
winning 4-2 last year in an elimination game at home. LSU
and Tulane had previously met in back -to-back regionals in
1986 at Baton Rouge and 1987 at UNO’s Privateer Park.
LSU also has faced ULL (1990 and ‘91) and ULM (1999
and 2000) in consecutive years in the post-season.

Tigers know how to open regionals

Getting off to a good start in a post-season series is always impor-
tant, and in NCAA regional play, LSU has mastered this art quite
well.

In 18 previous regional appearances, the Tigers have won their
opening game 17 times, with the only loss coming in 1985 to
Houston at the Central Regional in Austin, Skip Bertman’s first
NCAA tournament game as the Tigers’ coach.

However, the last two years have become a little too close for
comfort, as the Tigers have won by one run each over Minnesota
in 2001 and Southern last year after outscoring their opposition
122-26 in regional openers from 1990 through 2000.

Since going 13-0 in the 2000 post-season, LSU has lost the open-
ing game of a post-season round just once in 10 tries, and that
was a 6-0 loss in last year’s super regional opener at Rice.

Tigers tough on in-state foes in post-season

Tulane may have two wins over LSU in the 2001 super regional,
but winning at The Box in the post-season has been another mat-
ter for the Green Wave. Tulane is 0-4 vs. LSU in post-season
games in Baton Rouge and just 8-12 in all regional games at The
Box.

Since 1986, LSU is 16-1 against Louisiana competition at Alex
Box Stadium in the post-season, with the only loss coming by a 5-
0 count to UL-Lafayette in the second round of last year’s re-
gional. However, LSU got revenge by sweeping the Cajuns in the
championship round by twin 12-2 scores.

LSU is 20-3 overall against in-state teams in the post-season, in-
cluding three wins in the 1987 South Il Regional at the University
of New Orleans, and a 1-2 mark in the 2001 super regional. In
the post-season, LSU is 5-2 vs. Tulane, 5-1 vs. ULL, 3-0 vs. UNO,
3-0 vs. UL-Monroe, 2-0 vs. Southern and 1-0 vs. both Nicholls St.
and Louisiana Tech.
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Laval named SEC Coach of the Year

Every time LSU has won the SEC championship, the man
leading the Tigers to the title has been tabbed as the SEC
Coach of the Year, and 2003 is no exception, as second
year skipper Smoke Laval became the sixth different Tiger
coach to win the honor following the regular season.

Laval, 47, who returned to LSU to succeed Skip Bertman,
the Tigers’ legendary Hall of Fame coach from 1984
through 2001, guided a injury-ravaged Tiger squad to its
first conference championship since 1997 and the Tigers’
seventh season of 20 wins in the SEC since 1986. Laval
was part of four SEC championship teams and two national
champions at LSU as Bertman'’s top assistant coach from
1984 through 1993.

Bertman won the SEC Coach of the Year honor seven times
(1986, 1990, 1991, 1992, 1993, 1996 and 1997), with
Harry Rabenhorst (1939, 1946), Red Swanson (1943), Ray
Didier (1961) and Jim Smith (1975) also earning the pre s-
tigious award.

Laval is now 84-41-1 in his tenure at LSU and 325-200-1
as a head coach. Laval was 241-159 in seven seasons as
at UL-Monroe from 1994 through 2000 and named the
Southland Conference Coach of the Year twice.

Harris, Patterson also earn first team honors

For the second time in three years, LSU has three members of the
All-SEC first team, as sophomore first baseman Clay Harris and
sophomore designated hitter Ryan Patterson joined SEC Player of
the Year Aaron Hill on the first team.

LSU had three first teamers in 2001 in Lane Mestepey, Mike
Fontenot and the late Wally Pontiff. Mestepey, who missed the
2003 season after underoing off-season shoulder surgery, was
the only first team selection for the Tigers in 2002.

Harris, who was a 2002 freshman All-America as a pitcher, did not
move into the starting lineup until the Tigers’ series in March at
Long Beach St., and the spot became his throughout the year.
Entering the NCAA tournament, Harris is hitting with a .343 bat-
ting average, 11 home runs, 52 RBI and a team best 24 RBI with
two out.

Harris batted .353 with 10 doubles and a league high 36 RBI in
conference games while batting .459 in league games with run-
ners in scoring position.

Patterson came to LSU from Texarkana Junior College and en-
joyed a breakout first season at LSU, batting .353 with a team
high 13 home runs while also leading the club with a .413 batting

average with runners in scoring position. Patterson batted a

Hill named SEC Player of the Year

Many times, a rule of thumb is that the best player on the
championship team will win a league’s Most Valuable
Player award, and such a path came true this year, as LSU
shortstop Aaron Hill was named the SEC Position Player of
the Year prior to the SEC Tournament.

Hill, a junior from Visalia, Calif., has been the glue of the
Tigers’ team through this injury-plagued campaign, batting
a team high .371 while leading the SEC in on-base percent-
age (.479). Hill also leads LSU in RBI (56), runs scored (6-),
doubles (25) and walks (42) heading into the post-season,
and struck out just 16 times in 283 plate appearances this
year.

Hill led the SEC in batting average in conference games

at .398, while also posting a league high .483 on-base per-
centage in conference games. He is hitting .419 on the
year with 21 RBI with two out, and in SEC games, bat-

ted .389 with runners in scoring position.

Hill is the only LSU player to start all 60 games during the
regular season, and was a standout on the 2002 United
States national team that won the silver medal in the inau-
gural World University Games in Italy.

Hill is the fourth LSU player to win SEC Player of the Year
honors, joining Todd Walker (1993), Russ Johnson (1994)
and Eddy Furniss (1996) , all of whom also earned first
team All-America honors during the seasons in which they
won the SEC MVP award.

cool .391 in SEC games, and has collected at least one hitin 47
of the 56 in which he played.

Tiger trio earns second team AIll-SEC honors

Three LSU players who contributed in varied ways earned second
team All-SEC recognition on Monday, giving LSU a total of six play-
ers and one coach honored by the league, the most in the confer-
ence.

The three second team All-SEC players are sophomore second
baseman Blake Gill, sophomore right fielder Jon Zeringue and jun-
ior right-handed pitcher Nate Bumstead.

Gill, who started all but two games this year after playing largely in
a platoon situation in 2002, moved from first base to second base
early in the year and hit a solid .310 on the campaign, driving in
21 runs with two out and knocking in 46 runs on the year. Gill
also proved to be a steady hand in the Tiger infield, committing
just 12 errors in 312 chances and participating in a team high 40
double plays.

For Zeringue, it was a meteoric rise, as the Thibodaux native bat-
ted just .204 over the first month of the year and was benched for
three weeks. When he returned to the lineup, Zeringue bat-

ted .411 over the second half of the regular season to finish the
year at .346, and now stands at .338 heading into NCAA play.

Las Vegas native Bumstead was expected to be a reliever and a
spot starter, but he moved into the SEC rotation in late March and
became the anchor of the staff, and is now 10-2 with a 3.86 ERA.
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Tigers use big first to advance to SEC final

The Tigers didn’t win the SEC Tournament championship, but
the way LSU advanced to the final certainly has to put the
college baseball world on notice.

The Tigers won their semifinal game over Mississippi St. on
the strength of a nine-run first inning, the biggest first inning
uprising LSU has put together in over five years, and the larg-
est opening salvo for LSU in an SEC Tournament game.

It marked the most runs LSU has scored in the first inning
since a 14-run opening frame on March 22, 1998 against
Arkansas. Prior to last Saturday, LSU’s biggest first inning in
an SEC Tournament game was seven, done in the 2000
championship game vs. Florida.

Quick starts have been part of LSU’s M.O. this season, as the
Tigers are batting .348 in the opening frame and have out-
scored their opponents 63-37.

Tigers seeded second for fourth time

For the fourth time since the NCAA began seeding the regional
and College World Series fields, LSU is the national No. 2 seed.

Of course, LSU was also the national No. 2 in 2000, when the
Tigers ran like a buzzsaw through the post-season, going 9-0 in
the NCAA Tournament to the national championship.

But before national seeds were named in 1999, LSU had twice
previously been the No. 2 seed at the College World Series,
drawing that lofty designation in both 1990 and 1997. The
1990 Tigers went 2 -2 and were eliminated by Oklahoma St.
prior to the championship game, but the 1997 team beat Ala-
bama for LSU’s fourth national championship.

Since the current format began in 1999, only Stanford has been
a national seed every year, with the Cardinal checking in at No.
6 this year. Also, Stanford is the only team to advance to the
CWS in all four years of this format.

Tigers score quick knockout of State

LSU’s 7-inning victory over Mississippi St. in the SEC Tourna-
ment semifinals marked the fifth time LSU has won by the
“mercy rule” at the SEC Tournament since the rule began in
1999. LSU won by an 8-run rule over Kentucky in 1999 and
Georgia in 2000, and then by the 10-run rule over Florida and
Ole Miss in 2001 and Mississippi St. this year.

The Tigers’ 12-run margin of victory over the Bulldogs is the
widest for LSU in their 77-game SEC Tournament history. LSU
had previously won two games by 11 runs, in 1993 vs. Au-
burn (16-5) and 2001 vs. Ole Miss (13-2).

The 17 runs scored by LSU against MSU are the second high-
est total for the Tigers in an SEC Tournament game, one shy
of the record of 18 done against Alabama on May 18, 2000.

Rare New England invasion hits The Box

For the second time in six years, Baton Rouge will brace itself
for an invasion from Boston, as Northeastern is the second
school from Beantown to make an appearance in a regional at
Alex Box Stadium.

The Huskies are hoping for the same success that Harvard en-
joyed on its visit to the bayou in 1998. The Crimson were
routed in their first game by Cal St. Fullerton, but beat Nicholls
St. and Tulane before dropping a second game to the Titans to
finish third. Harvard’s finish is the highest for an vy League
school in a regional since the Crimson reached the 1974 Col-
lege World Series.

Two other teams from New England have played in Baton
Rouge. Maine visited The Box for regular season series in both
1992 and 1995, while Providence, which no longer sponsors

Hill earns all-tournament team honors

Following his selection as the SEC Position Player of the Year,
LSU shortstop Aaron Hill showed the crowds at the Hoover
Met in Birmingham just why he earned that honor by being
named to the SEC All-Tournament team, the only LSU player
to earn that honor.

Hill was 6-for-11 in the first three games of the tournament in
helping the Tigers reach the championship game, including a
3-for-4 effort against Arkansas in the opener. But Hill was O-
for-3 with a pair of walks in the final against Alabama, which
stopped his hitting streak at 11 games.

For the third straight year, LSU had only one player picked for
the all-tournament team. The last two years, the Tigers’ Matt
Heath was the pick, first at catcher in 2001 and then in left
field last year.

Since going through a 4-for-26 slump in late April, Hill has re-
turned to his MVP form in May, batting .390 (23-for-59) with
15 runs scored, four home runs and 17 RBI.

Wilmington makes first trip to hostile territory

UNC Wilmington is not only making its first visit to Baton Rouge
this weekend, but it is also making its first ever appearance in
an NCAA baseball tournament.

Of course, LSU
fans better know Jones as the coach of Tulane, the Seahawks’
first opponent in the regional on Friday night.

While UNCW may be in new territory, the sight of a team playing
its first-ever regional game at The Box is not new. UNCW will
become the fourth team to play its first regional in Baton
Rouge, joining Southern Miss in 1990, UNC Greensboro in
1994 and Rice in 1995. Of those three schools, only Rice won
its first game, edging James Madison, 8-7. Both USM and
UNCG had the misfortune of being routed by Southern Califor-
nia, as the Trojans beat USM 235 and UNCG 19-3.
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Naccarata enjoys return to lineup

LSU third baseman Ivan Naccarata proved he wasn’t much
for platooning, and it appears the Canadian won’t have to
worry about that during the NCAA Tournament.

Naccarata batted .417 (5-for-12) in the SEC Tournament to
raise his season batting average to .320, and he leads the
Tigers in batting average in May at .392.

Coming into May, Naccarata was batting just .296 and had
seen his average plummet after a SEC long 19-game hitting
streak in late February and the first half of March.

Even Naccarata has found a way to hit left-handers with
more success, as he has raised his average vs. southpaws
t0.225 this month after seeing it drop below .200 in late
April. Still, Naccarata is much more effective vs. right-
handed pitchers, hitting .385 vs. righties.

Determann makes most of SEC Tourney start

If LSU was looking for a fourth starter for the post-season, the Ti-
gers didn’t have to wait long, as redshirt freshman southpaw Ja-
son Determann stepped in quite well in the SEC Tournament
opener against Arkansas.

Determan allowed the Razorbacks just two runs through the first
seven innings and finished 7 1/3 innings with four runs on eight
hits to improve to 5-0 on the year.

Determann enters the NCAA Tournament having won his last
three starts, and he has walked just seven battersin 52 1/3 in-
nings while striking out 41 and allowing opponents to hit just .242
against him.

Determann is the only left-handed pitcher to start a game for the
Tigers this year due to the injury to two time All-SEC hurler Lane
Mestepey, who is redshirting this year after off-season shoulder
surgery.

Bumstead goes the route for No. 10

LSU pitcher Nate Bumstead showed that he has no inten-
tions of slowing the down the roll he got on in SEC play in
the post-season.

The second team AllI-SEC pitcher hurled a complete game
in the Tigers’ second round win over Mississippi St. in the
SEC Tournament, surviving 11 hits by the Bulldogs to yield
just two runs and strike out four to improve to 10-2 on the
year. Bumstead’s other complete game came on April 6
against South Carolina.

Bumstead is now 10-2 with a 3.86 ERA on the full season,
and in his 10 starts against SEC opponents, the Las Vegas
native was 9-1 with a 3.36 ERA, giving up just 18 walks in

72 1/3 innings while striking out 63.

Bumstead is the first junior college transfer to win 12
games in his first season at LSU since 1997, when Doug
Thompson went 12-5.

Sadler struggling

Although he has a pair of saves in the month of May, for the most
part, this month hasn’t been one to rememberfor LSU’s bullpen
workhorse, Billy Sadler.

Sadler enters the NCAA Tournament with an 8.31 ERAin the
month, giving up nine runs (eight earned) and 10 walks in 8 2/3
innings. Sadler gave up a season high six runs (five earned) on
five hits in 1 2/3 innings in the SEC Tournament championship
game last Sunday to Alabama.

Sadler has appeared in a team high 25 games this year, but has
watched his ERA balloon from 2.57 to 3.92 in his last five outings.

Tigers RISP hitting in a groove

LSU continued its strong hitting with runners in scoring position in
the SEC Tournament, batting .341 (14-for-41) with RBI opportuni-
ties, including a 6 -for-18 effort in the Tigers’ rout of Mississippi St.
in the semifinals.

Tiger starters give relievers relief

With an undermanned bullpen, the Tigers’ starting rotation
knows it must pick up the slack if LSU is to survive the
gauntlet that is the NCAA Tournament.

LSU got off to a good start in the SEC Tournament last
week, as only twice was the Tiger bullpen called into action,
and on both of those occasions, Billy Sadler came into the
game in the seventh inning or later. Sadler relived Jason
Determann with one out in the eighth inning in the opener
vs. Arkansas, and then came in for Justin Meier with one
out in the seventh in the championship game vs. Alabama.
Nate Bumstead (Friday) and Bo Pettit (Saturday) threw
complete games.

For the year, LSU has called on its bullpen 79 times in 60
games, or an average of 1.32 times per game, down from
the 1.46 average in 2002.

For the year, LSU is batting .324 in RISP situations, with five regu-
lars batting .345 or better in those situations: Ryan Patterson
(.413), Aaron Hill (.397), Clay Harris (.381), Jon Zeringue (.353)
and Bruce Sprowl (.345).

Against teams that reached the NCAA tournament, the Tigers are
batting .305 in RISP situations.

LSU reaches the 1,900 win plateau

LSU’s win over Arkansas to open the SEC Tournament was the Ti-
gers’ 1,900th win since the baseball program began in 1893.
Baseball is the oldest intercollegiate athletic sport at LSU, starting
six months ahead of football.

LSU is one of four schools to win 1,900 games in SEC Baseball,
along with Alabama, Mississippi St. and Florida.
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Tigers move to No. 5 in latest pseudo-RPI

With the NCAA tournament now at hand, LSU has cracked the top five for the first time this season. No, not in the polls released
by various publications, but rather in Boyd Nation’s pseudo-RPIs. The Tigers finished the SEC Tournament ranked fifth in the lat-
est edition of the pseudo-RPIs, trailing only Florida St., Georgia Tech, Miami and Auburn. All of the teams Nation had in his top
eight were named as national seeds.

Nation’s pseudo-RPIs are an approximation of the official Rating Percentage Index that the 11 members of the Division | baseball
committee use to determine just who will make the field of 64 and where those teams will be sent. The official numbers are not
released until after the season in July. Although Nation’s numbers are an approximation, they have been fairly close to the official
numbers once those are released.

The RPI takes into account a team’s winning percentage (25 percent), their strength of schedule (50 percent) and the strength of
schedule of a team’s opponents (25 percent). Here is a breakdown of the Tigers’ 2003 opponents by ranking:

One of the big reasons for LSU’s SEC championship was a vastly improved defense, one that committed just 62 errors in the regu-
lar season, including an average of fewer than one per game over the final 44 games after committing 21 in the first 11 outings.

Last Sunday’s SEC Tournament championship game against Alabama was a rare aberration for the Tigers, as LSU committed a
season high five errors, including three in the Crimson Tide’s three-run second inning. The five errors were the most for LSU since
February 24 of last year, when the Tigers committed seven errors in a 12-11 loss at Houston.

Still, the Tigers’ 68 errors at this point of the season is 26 fewer than the 94 they had prior to the 2002 NCAA Tournament.

June 2, 2002—LSU comes through the loser’s bracket to thrash UL-Lafayette twice, 12-2 and 12-2, to win its seventh consecutive re-
gional championship. The Tiers are the only one of the 16 regional winners of 2002 to come through the loser’s bracket to win twice

on the final day.

May 31, 1999—-LSU completes its rally through the loser’s bracket with a 9-0 win over East Carolina as Kurt Ainsworth tosses a com-

plete game five-hitter.

May 23, 1998—LSU falls behind Cal St. Fullerton 7-0 through two innings, but Cedrick Harris’ two-run double in the eighth caps a four-
run inning to lift the Tigers to a 13-11 victory. LSU routs the Titans 14-3 the next day to punchits ticket to Omaha.

On deck for next week

With the NCAA Tournament now at hand, the motto is simply, “survive and
advance”. If LSU loses twice this weekend, the 2003 season goes into the
record books and work begins anew for 2004.

Should LSU advance from the regional, which it has in each of the past seven
years and 12 times since 1986, the Tigers will move on to the super regional
round for the fifth consecutive year. Heading into the 2003 season, only six
schools had reached the super regionals in all four years the form at had
been played: Clemson, Florida St., LSU, Miami, USC and Stanford. That num-
ber is now at five after USC failed to make the field of 64, and with Clemson
on the road this week for a tough regional at Auburn, that number could
shrink further.

The winner of the Baton Rouge regional will face the winner of the Hatties-
burg regional in the super regional. Southern Miss is hosting a regional for
the first time, but is doing so as the No. 2 seed, the only host not to receive a
No. 1 seed. Baylor has been sent in from Waco as the top seed, along with
Southern and Murray St. LSU will host the super regional regardless of whom
it plays next, but if someone other than the Tigers advance, likely Baylor or
Southern Miss would host the next round.

SEC sets the standard yet again for NCAA Baseball

For the second time in three years, the SEC has exactly one out of every eight
teams in the NCAA tournament field, as the league got eight of its 12 teams
into regional competition.

LSU and Auburn lead the way as the No. 2 and No. 4 national seeds, respec-
tively, while Mississippi St. is hosting as a No. 1 seed. Alabama, Arkansas,
Florida, Ole Miss and South Carolina are also regional bound, with the Gators
going to the Coral Gables regional despite not making the SEC Tournament.

The Big 12 and the ACC were next with five teams each in the regionals.
