		  LSU Coach Matt McMahon has built his
program around five core values that define 
his approach both on and off the court: hard 
work, unselfishness, toughness, accountability 
and joy.
	 Those values were among the first prin-
ciples he shared when introduced as the 25th 
head coach in program history on March 22, 
2022, and they continue to guide every aspect 
of LSU Basketball today.
	 Now entering his fourth season at the helm, 
Coach McMahon leads a Tigers team ener-
gized by a strong recruiting class that blends 
proven transfers with talented freshmen. The 
2025-26 squad is poised to build on the foun-
dation laid in recent years, with an emphasis 
on chemistry, relentless effort, and steady 
progress.
	 This current group thrives on its chem-
istry, playing for each other with toughness, 
accountability, and an unselfish spirit. Their joy 
for the game is evident every time they take 
the floor, uniting players, coaches, and fans 
alike.
	 Guided by those five core principles, the 
Tigers have continued to strengthen the 
program’s foundation, setting the stage for 
growth in 2025-26. With added talent and 
depth at all positions, this year’s roster is built 
to take the next step forward.
	 Player development remains a cornerstone 
in the Matt McMahon LSU basketball program. 	
	 Robert Miller III enters his sophomore sea-
son ready to build on flashes of promise from 
his freshman year. Over the summer, Miller has 
committed himself to individual skill develop-
ment and strength training to add both power 
and polish his game. 
	 Jalen Reed returns for his redshirt junior 
season after an early December ACL injury cut 
short what had been a breakout year. Known 
for his drive and work ethic, Reed attacked his 
rehab this summer showing steady progress 
toward a full return. 
	 The summer has given new players valu-
able time to work closely with the coaching 
staff and strength and conditioning coach 
Mike Chatman, focusing on improving their 
skills and physical readiness for the long sea-
son ahead. 
	 The program has already shown it can take 
measurable steps forward under Matt McMa-
hon’s leadership. In 2024, LSU advanced to 
postseason play after back-to-back wins over 
No. 11 South Carolina, 64-63, in Columbia and 
then a 75-74 win over No. 17 Kentucky in BR.
	 Last season, LSU showed what it was ca-
pable of, beating Florida State in its SEC/ACC 
Challenge game, winning a triple-overtime win 
at the Greenbrier over UCF, a road victory at 
Kansas State, and an amazing rally in the final 
minute to win at Oklahoma.

	 McMahon’s track record of building win-
ning cultures was firmly established during 
his seven seasons at Murray State. Coach 
McMahon led the Racers to a record of 154-67 
(.697) including: 93 OVC regular season wins, 
winning 75 percent of league games.
	 During his tenure, he has also coached 
multiple all-Americans and all-conference 
players. The most notable was Ja Morant, who 
went on to become the 2020 NBA Rookie of 
the Year.
	 Under McMahon the Racers won regular 
season league titles in 2018, 2019, 2020 and 
2022 and advanced to the NCAA Tournament 
in 2018, 2019 and 2022.
 	 In his final season at Murray State in 2021-
22, McMahon coached OVC Player of the Year 
KJ Williams and two other first-teamers (Tevin 
Brown, Justice Hill). In addition, McMahon was 
named the league’s Coach of the Year.
 	 McMahon’s Racers, in 2021-22, were just 
the sixth team in league history to go unde-
feated. Murray State then won the league tour-
nament to advance to the NCAA Tournament 
where the Racers defeated San Francisco in 
the opening round. .
	 The 2021-22 team was one of seven teams 
to win 30 or more games that season and led 
the nation in win percentage at 91.2 percent.  
	 The 2018-19 team won 28 games and made 
its mark in the NCAA Tournament when the 
12th-seeded Racers won their fourth all-time 
tourney game over No. 5 seed Marquette. 
	 Morant that year was named the OVC 
POY, leading Division I in assists and earning 
first-team All-America honors. In the NCAA 
Tournament win over Marquette, Morant 
posted a triple double of 17 points, 11 rebounds 
and 16 assists as he became the eighth player 
to record a triple double in the tournament.
	 He was drafted second overall in the 2019 
NBA draft by the Memphis Grizzlies.
	 Prior to being named head coach, he was 
a key part of Coach Steve Prohm’s staff as 
assistant at Murray State as the Racers won a 
pair of Ohio Valley Conference championships, 
a CollegeInsider.
com Tournament 
championship and 
an appearance in 
the NIT. He was 
part of a staff that 
won 104 games 
from 2011-15.

	 Coach 
McMahon has had 
success in college 
basketball since his 
days as a player at 

Appalachian State.
	 Known as an excellent shooter and tough 
competitor, he played on three Southern 
Conference regular season title teams in 1998, 
1999 and 2000. He earned All-Tournament 
honors in 1999. The Mountaineers won the 
SoCon Tournament in 2000 and advanced to 
the NCAA Tournament.
	 He played in 117 career games under coach 
Buzz Peterson and made 135 three-pointers, 
graduating in 2000.
	 His coaching career began immediately at 
Appalachian State as assistant under Houston 
Fancher in 2000-01. He would rejoin Peter-
son’s staff as a graduate assistant coach at 
Tennessee before returning to ASU in 2002 
as assistant and later associate head coach, 
where he stayed until the end of the 2009-10 
season. A year at UNC Wilmington (2010-11) as 
assistant coach set the stage for his journey 
to Murray State, starting first as an assistant 
in the 2011-12 season and then as head coach 
prior to the 2015-16 season.
	 Coach McMahon and his wife Mary, a 
former standout for the Furman women’s 
basketball team, have three children – Maris, 
Mason and Mabry.

LSU TIES TURNOVER MARK 
	 LSU turned the ball over only three times against Tennessee (2/14) on Saturday – twice in the first half and just once in the second half. Since available records were kept, 
starting with the 1975-76 season, that three turnover game ties for the lowest single game total in LSU in the last 70 seasons. 
	 LSU had a three-turnover game versus Michigan in the second round of the NCAA Tournament on March 22, 2021 (the COVID Tournament which was played in its entire-
ty in the Indianapolis area). 
	 The Tigers have now had single digit turnovers in four-of-the-last-eight games. 
	 Even though LSU turned the ball over 11 times in the South Carolina game (1/31), eight of those were in the first half. In the final 20 minutes and the five-minute overtime, 
LSU turned the ball over just three times, none in the overtime.

MIKE NWOKO STILL FIRST IN FIELD GOAL PERCENTAGE IN SEC
	 Mike Nwoko was on his game against South Carolina, helped by the brilliant assist passing of several 
Tigers, making 9-of-13 field goal attempts in finishing with 21 points in the Jan. 31 victory. 
	 He is still the league leader in field goal percentage as he has for much of the season at 64.6 percent (126-
of-195) and that percentage is 10th in the NCAA.  
	 His SEC highlights also include a career high 13 rebounds against the Gamecocks in the first meeting (Jan. 
6) which included seven offensive boards and scoring 21 in the conference opener at Texas A&M (1/3).
	 He had a career first earlier getting back-to-back 20-point games for the first time in his career – 22 versus 
Southern Miss (12/29) and 21 at Texas A&M (1/3). In those two games, Nwoko was 17-of-23 from the field and 9-of-14 
from the free throw line. 
	 Nwoko is averaging 13.3 points per game. 
	 He has already scored more points this season than he did in his first two years combined at Miami and 
Mississippi State.   
	 His 17 games in double figures at LSU gives him 24 for his career, five of 20 points or more all this season. 
	 He is also averaging a career best 5.5 rebounds.

MAX MACKINNON 
	 Max Mackinnon was doing just about everything and more to help the Tigers try to get victories but now 
he has been slowed by injury as the season hits the final three weeks. 
	 Mackinnon did not dress for the Tennessee game (2/14) after suffering a knee problem in the Arkansas 
game (2/10). His status is day-to-day entering the Texas game. 
	 Since the injury to DJ Thomas, Mackinnon has been doing a little of everything for the Tigers. 
	 In the win at South Carolina (1/31), Mackinnon tied his career high with eight assists along with scoring 15 
points. 
	 The Arkansas game (2/10) stopped a 14-game double figure scoring streak that started on Dec. 13 and con-
tinued through Feb. 7. At that time, he had seen his scoring average over the 14 games go from 11.7 points to 15.1. He 
is now averaging 14.5 points a game after the Arkansas (2/10) contest.  
	 He was 0-of-9 from the field against Texas Tech (12/7) but followed that up with six three-pointers in the 
next game in New Orleans against SMU (12/13). Mackinnon was 6-of-7 from deep, as part of an 8-of-9 game shoot-
ing as he scored 22 points with two assists. It was his second 22-point game of the season to go with his 6-of-8 
three-point shooting against Omaha (11/21).

	 Mackinnon did all he could against UGA (2/7) playing 38 minutes, scoring 26 points, highlighted by drawing 
eight fouls and going 10-of-10 at the line. 
	 Mackinnon is averaging 2.54 assists for the season and 2.82 for the 11 league games. 
	 Against Vandy (1/10), he had an LSU season high 27 points on 9-of-16 shooting (3-of-6 from distance) and 
6-of-6 at the free throw line to go with four assists and two steals.  
	 For the season, he is 53-of-135 from distance for 39.3 percent. He is 10th in the league in three-pointers 
made per game at 2.21 and eighth the SEC in three-pointers made with 53. He needs 17 more treys to crack the top 
15 for a single season at LSU. 
	 Mackinnon has double figures in 20 games this season. 
  
MARQUEL SUTTON 
	 Marquel Sutton has continued his solid play of the last two weeks with four straight double figure scoring 
games, including 15 against Tennessee (2/14). 
	 In the four games, Sutton has scored 63 combined points with 28 rebounds, making 23-of-48 field goals. 
	 He had 18 in the 2/10 game with Arkansas with six rebounds. In all he has had 17 double figure scoring 
games. 
	 Sutton had his game going against Missouri (1/17), posting a season high 26 points at the Maravich Center, 
his best scoring game at LSU and equaling his sixth best career scoring contest. 
	 Sutton hit 7-of-14 field goals, including 2-of-4 three-pointers. He drew seven fouls, resulting in a 10-of-14 
night at the free throw line to go with six boards and two steals. 
	 In the win at South Carolina (1/31) he had 16 points and eight rebounds. 
Against SMU (12/13), Sutton had 23 points with 12 boards against the Mustangs. Sutton made 8-of-15 field goal 
attempts, including a trey and 6-of-6 at the line on a night when foul trouble to Mike Nwoko and Robert Miller III 
pushed him back down to the 4-5 with Pablo Tamba in a setup that they hadn’t practice much of this season. 
	 He followed that up against Prairie View (12/22) with his sixth double double of 21 points, 13 rebounds, three 
assists and no turnovers. 
	 Sutton now has nine SEC games in double figures. He is averaging 13.5 points a game overall and 7.8 
rebounds a game (fourth in the league). In the league he is averaging 12.7 points. 
	 Sutton has seven games in double figure rebounds. 
	 Three of his six double doubles came in consecutive November games and it had been since February-
March of 2016 that an LSU player posted three consecutive double doubles (Ben Simmons).

PABLO TAMBA
	 Pablo Tamba made some strong contributions against UGA (2/7) with 12 rebounds (six offensive) to go with 
three steals and seven points. It was part of his mantra of doing whatever he needed to do for the Tigers. 
	 His doing whatever was needed at South Carolina (1/31) included four assists and just one turnover, a block 
and a steal. He was especially important defensively with five steals against A&M (1/3) as he also had 11 rebounds in 
that game. 
	 He has posted 10 double figure scoring games (after his 13 points at Tennessee – 2/14) and seven double 
figure rebound games, including a career high 15 rebounds against Southern Miss (12/29). 
	 At Arkansas (1/24), Tamba had his third double double of the season with 12 points and 10 rebounds (1/24). 
	 Tamba proved his versatility against SMU (12/13) with having to play out of position because of inside foul 
trouble for the Tigers and he responded with 14 points and 10 rebounds for his second double double of the season.
	 The UC-Davis transfer has started all 25 games and is averaging 7.6 points and 7.0 rebounds. He is eighth 
in the league in rebound average.

Came to LSU from Creighton where he served for three seasons, including a 
Sweet 16 year in 2024 ... Hosted the popular podcast “No Timeouts” on LSU+ and various podcast locations.
