STEP 1 Read and understand all steps in the instructions before starting the installation.
Park the motorcycle on a hard, level surface and turn off the ignition.

STEP 2 Referring to FIG.1, remove the " bolt, spacer, and lock washer, from the offset arm.
Set these items aside for now, they will be used to install the offset.

STEP 3 Determine the approximate desired location of the peg and mark the location of
the clamp on the engine guard with masking tape or similar type of tape.

ATTENTION! The clamp may scratch or mar the surface it is being attached to.
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STEP 4 Place the clamp over the engine guard at the mark; center the spacer between the arms of the
clamp. (See FIG.1.)

STEP 7 Check the peg for proper location. If necessary, you can loosen the bolt that secures the clevis
to the arm & adjust the peg mount and clamp position for maximum rider comfort. Tighten
the bolt securely (refer to PIC.1.).

STEP 8 Repeat STEP 2 through STEP 7 for the opposite side.
