Procedure
steP 1 Remove the existing footpeg; install the 
appropriate model-specific adapter (sold separately).

steP 2 Loosely fasten the left and right 
Switchblade Pegs to the footpeg mount on the 
motorcycle.

steP 3 Adjust the angle of the footpeg on the male 
mount then secure with the footpeg fastener.

steP 4 Check the angle for comfort; re-adjust if necessary. Repeat for the opposite side. 
 
steP 5 Adjust the detent spring tension. If the swing arm feels loose, adjust the detent spring tension 
using the set screw on the underside of the swing arm. See PIC.4.
 
steP 6 Replace the curb feelers. When the curb feelers become worn, replace them with 
Küryakyn P/n 4447. Be sure to use red Locktite on the threads to secure the fitting.
 
steP 7 Replace the rubber pads. When the rubber pads become worn, replace them with 
Küryakyn P/n 4448. Remove the footpegs from the motorcycle, then remove the fasteners 
securing the rubber pads, see PIC.6. Install the new pads and secure with the fasteners. The 
rubber pads on the swing arms are glued in place.
