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WHO KNOWS ONE ?

The highlight of the holiday festivities on
Seder nights is the joining of the whole family
in singing the beautiful Passover melodies of
the Haggadah. One most meaningful song known to
all, is the classic "Who Knows One". This song
is composed in the form of one person asking the
other participants, "Who knows one (or two, or
three and so on)" merits which resulted in the
liberation of our ancestors from the Egyptian
bondage Each time the question is asked , the
response is an additional reason ( or merit ),
culminating with the 13th answer in a clue to
the final redemption With this interpretation
in mind, the answers to this famous song take on
a whole new light:

- The first merit of Israel was its faith in

Ha-Shem, who alone rules over heaven and earth.

2- The second was their willingness to accept
the 2 tablets containing the commandments.

3- The third reason for the redemption of the
Children of Israel , was on account of the
covenant that Ha-Shem had made with each of
our 3 forefathers.

4- The fourth was the merit of our 4 matriarchs.

5- The fifth was on account of the 5 Books of
Moses which Israel would receive.

6- The sixth merit was their acceptance of the
Oral Law as it appears in the 6 Books of the

Mishnah. (Talmud)

7- The seventh reason why the Jews were redeemed
was on account of their joyous observance of
the Sabbath day even in Egypt. (Midrash)

8- The eighth reason was their meticulousness in
performing the commandment of circumcision
on the 8th day after childbirth, precisely as
Ha-Shem had instructed Avraham.

9- The ninth reason was their determination to
give birth to new generations , despite their
awareness of the danger of losing the child
after 9 months of pregnancy.

10-The tenth was their willingness to accept the
10 commandments upon leaving Egypt.

11-The eleventh reason was the refusal of the 11
brothers (eleven stars in Yosef’s dream) , to
assimilate with +the foreign culture wupon
coming to Egypt. (The Midrash states, he came
as Reuvain and he left as Reuvain).

12-The twelfth reason was because the 12 tribes
remained pure and uncontaminated by the
immorality of the Egyptians.

13-Finally , the song reveals to us the ultimate
reason No redemption would have taken place
had it not been for the Grace of Ha-Shem. Due
to His 13 Attributes of Mercy , He forgave
Israel’s sins Learning to invoke these very

attributes , will speed up the coming of
Moshiach.
