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EDITORIAL

With the completion of the seecond term of the Youth Committee's activities, and
the start of the third term, it may be appropriate at this time to evaluate the results of
the Committee's past activities, and to discuss its future goals. From the time of its
establishment five years ago, the Youth Committee set essentially only one goal for itself:
to assure, through appropriate programs, that the future generations of the youth in our
community will remain good and proud Jews. This short definition encompasses the goals
of all the programs sponsored by this Committee. Our community, from the start of its-
collective immigration to the United States about ten years ago, realized that the new
environment may have a strong and at times undesirable influence on the education and
the attitudes of our youth. The concern about such an influence unified those members of
the community who were concerned about the future of our youth. Although none of the
Committee's first term members had a great deal of experience in management and
leadership, the first term proved to be a very dynamic and fruitful period. One of the
major accomplishments of the core Committee was the education of a new generation of
youth for leadership and community work. Now,five years later,the positive results of
this education are clearly visible. It was also the same core group which established the
Youths tradition for community service without expectations. On that matter, it should be
noted that until recently Megilla was published without the names of the people’ who
prepared it.

The Youth Committee, through the introduction of the system of subcommittees,
was able to utilize the energies and talents of many of the community members regardless
of their age. That was a main reason for the Committee's success. At the present time
most of the activities of the Committee are carried out by twelve active subcommittees
seryed by more than eighty members. Furthermore, in the last few years many of the
Committee's programs were prepared by temporary subcommittees, which were esta-
blished for a particular purpose and were dismantled after the tasks were completed.

During the next few years we will witness a major re-shaping of our community, the
most significant of which may be a further decline in the population of the community in
Queens and an increase in the number of families living on Long Island. Our community
should be able to adapt itself, from the organizational point of view, to these changes.
This adaptation requires wise guidance of the community leadership. With the spreading
of the community in a larger area, the responsibilities of the Committee in guidance of
the youth also become more difficult. One of the ideas of the Committee on this subject
is the establishment of a center for social, educational and recreational activities for our
community, in which programs can be provided for gatherings of all the members,
especially the youth.

The Youth Committee takes this opportunity to ask once again that members of the
community who are interested in the subject, and particularly the youth, choose their
favorite subcommittees and take part in their activities if possible. It should be noted
that the only quality needed for serving the community is to love the people and to put
the community affairs above personal preferences, and thank G-d our ecommunity is very
much blessed with these two qualities.

COMMUNITY BULLETIN

On December 21st, 1987, three members of the founding body of the projected
synagogue in Great Neck were invited to a meeting of the Board of Shaare Tova
Synagogue. With the presence of these individuals, namely Mr. Moossa Etessami, Mr.
Amir Hajibuy and Mr. Khosrow Mortezazadeh Hakimian, the following essential decisions
with regard to the creation of a Central Board of Mashadi Jews of America, were
formulated:

1. In view of the fact that our community in New York is rapidly growing, congregating
under a single roof is no longer considered comfortable, practical or even within the
government safety standards. Since numerous families have relocated to Great
Neck and Manhasset, the urgeney to build synagogues in these locations is felt.

2.  To safeguard the long standing united stance of our community, all old and new
charitable foundations should be governed by a unified Central’ Board which
represents all Meshedi Jews in America.

3. A select committee must draw up by-laws of a constitution for the establishment of
this Central Board. It must address all community related charitable matters,
ineluding the building of new synagogues, schools and even an old age home if and
when the need arises. It must also distinguish the hierarchy of responsibility
between the Central Board and all of its inter-related organizations.

4. The Board of Shaare Tova must arrange for a communal gathering in which all
eligible members of our community can vote on this newly devised constitution.

5.  The duties of the Shaare Tova Board must be limited to its own place of operation,
and segregated from those of the Central Board.

6. After deducting for reasonable operating expenses, all affiliated synagogues must
turn over their excess charitable donations to the Central Board in order to secure
its budget.

7. Upon acquiring proper building permits, title to the parcels of land that have already
been purchased for the projected synagogue in Great Neck, will be transferred to
the Central Board.

8.  All future decisions relating to the building of a synagogue in Great Neck, including
the acquisition of building permits as well as selection of architectural designs will
be the responsibility of the Board of Directors of Shaare Tova Synagogue, in
conjunction with Mr. Moossa Etessami, Mr. Amir Hadjibuy and Mr. Khosrow
Mortezazdeh Hakimian.

9. The following committee has been selected to supervise the preparation of the
constitution which will regulate the activities of the Central Board:

A VISIT TO BROOKHAVEN NATIONAL LABORATORY

On Sunday August 31, 1987, the Youth Committee organized a tour to Brookhaven
National Laboratory, which is one of the largest scientific facilities in the United States.
The trip to the laboratory, which is located in the eastern part of Long Island, was made
by bus. The 27 participants in the tour were from different age groups. The laboratory,
which is built in a complex several kilometers in each direction, includes tens of buildings
for different scientific research programs. On that day, the laboratory had an open day
for public visits. In the first step after arrival at the laboratory, a movie was shown in
which the scientific research programs carried out in the lab were described and the
scientific achievements of the lab in its forty years of activity were highlighted. After
that, the group was taken by a laboratory bus to an old nuclear reactor building which
serves as a museum now. All the further explanations and demonstrations were made in
that building.

During the visit, several guides explained the scientific work carried out in the
different laboratories in the complex, and for this purpose several demonstration models
and charts were used. The scientific research conducted in the laboratory includes the
fields of physies (nuclear, atomic, solid-state, and more), chemistry, biology, mathe-
maties, nuclear engineering and medical physics. The laboratory's large scale facilities
include several nuclear reactors and particle accelerators, some of which are the most
advanced ones of their kind in the world.

The visit to the laboratory took about three hours. The time in the bus on the way
to and from the laboratory was spent on scientific and medical discussions.

The elderly crowd listened
intently, seemingly enchanted by a story they must have already heard so many times.
Immediately to follow, we began the candlelighting ceremony. We asked all who were
inelined, to step up and light a candle in one of our 7 menorahs. Once again, there was a
delightful frenzy to partir-ipate in this activity. But of course, the Chanukah spirit could
not be complete without joyous holiday songs. We played Chanukah tapes, and sang (as
best we could) with cheerful audience. The joviality soon erupted into a dance session
with our elderly counterparts, to the tune of "Hava Nagilla" and "David Melech Yisrael."
When we asked if anyone wished to do a solo, Nat Schoenfeld volunteered to sing a
beautiful Yiddish song called "Ellie Ellie."

We realized that our holiday visit had rekindled some long forgotten emotions in
these very special people, and we really hated to leave them. Rosa, their activity
director, told us that this Old Age Home does get visited occasionally by different groups.
But she relterated several times, that ours was by far "the best" and "most enjoyable"
visit that she had ever witnessed in all her years there. Before leaving, we asked the high
spirited elderly crowd, if they wanted us to visit them again next year. Their faces
lighted up!! They began clapping and unanimously shouted, "Yes, Yes"!! It was truly an
emotional moment! But when an old man by the name of James went to the mierophone
and began singing us a farewell song, I could no longer hold back my tears. What an
unforgettable day this turned out to be! My only hope is that next year many more of us
will come and share this incredible experience.

Our community takes pride in its history, and the book "The History of Mashadi.

Jews" by my father Yaghoub Dilmanian has promoted this pride. The new generation of
our youth unfortunately cannot read Persian anymore. At the same time, we are most
interested in strengthening this generation's ties to the history and tradition of our
community.

The idea of translating my father's book into English was considered by several
people, and some even pursued it partially. The main consideration was to preserve the
authenticity of the book, to stay loyal to the writing style, and also to keep the exact
sense of the text. Fortunately, Hooshang Nematzadeh took the task on himself, and
prepared such an authentic translation. In my opinion, Mr. Nematzadeh is well-qualified
for this difficult task, because of his language capabilities and his acquaintance with the
community.

Megillah will publish this translation in portions. On behalf of my father and
myself, I sincerely thank Mr. Nematzadeh for his valuable work. We hope that this

translation will create wide interest and enthusiasm for our past among our youth, and
will help to promote their awareness of our heritage.

Foreword by Author

Our ancestors experienced considerable injustice and persecution in the City of
Mashhad in line with the suffering of the Jews in the other lands throughout the world. In
1838, our ancestors were forced to convert to Islam and on the surface followed and
practiced the faith on the same level of the other Moslems in town. However, in reality
they maintained Judaism privately in their homes and decades later when they
encountered and socialized with the Jews of other towns, they indicated that they had
maintained or exceeded the adherence to Judaism as well as any other Jewish community
in Iran. Our ancestors lived with this condition for approximately 100 years and Jews
throughout the world were amazed about their perseverance in maintaining Judaism in one
of the holiest Moslem towns in the world.

This is the reason, I Yaghoub Dilmanian, decided to document the history because I
am afraid that the past will be forgotten and if I do not do this, our future generations
will condemn us for not documenting the history. I began by collecting the writings
related to the incidents and interviewing the members of the community who had
knowledge of and were told various aspects of it. After 15 years in 1953 I published it as
a book.

In reading the only copy of this copy, I received many comments and criticism which
enabled me to further edit and revise the early edition. In 1957 I decided against
publishing the book and reduced the volume to this edition's level. Prior to discussing the
history, I would like to emphasize that although we were known throughout the world as
"Jews," I decided to name this book as history of "Israelis" of Mashhad rather than the
Mashhadi Jews. In order to understand this we should review the history of Diaspora

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PREVENTIVE MEDICINE

In the 1980's, preventive medicine encompasses
and demands public awareness and education much broader areas that simple demands for
vaceination or fight against vitamin deficiencies or malaria and tubercul osis.

If the human race as an individual or as a society is destined to flourish and survive
on this planet with quality, then he must pay attention to the following areas, and each of
us in some level can contribute toward such a goal:

1. Uncontested and statistically proven health benefits that derive from observing
proper diet and eating quality food, and abstinance from consumption of
poisonous and noxious products from smoking and alcohol abuse.

9. Prevention of diseases and disabilities in the following areas:

a. Keep the atmosphere and the air free of contaminants and pollutants.

b. Keep earth, oceans, lakes, rivers, and underground waters clean.

c. Increase public awareness and consciousness in the areas of occupational
hazards and industrial accidents.

d. Elimination of dangers from nuclear exposures.

3. New and rapidly growing influence of the fields of genetics and genetic
engineering. Numerous are the new discoveries of diseases that are caused by
genetic aberrations that will lead to the eventual manipulation and treatment.

4. Last but not least is still the effective and dependable results that are obtained

 from vaccinations against a variety of the diseases. This is one area that we
should never turn our attention away from and we should encourage the public
around us to adhere to vaccination programs that are available in our
community.

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A WORD WITH THE YOUTH

We all realize how important it is for us to be liked by the people around us, but we
wsually do not appreciate that liking ourselves is sometimes more important. Each of us
certainly remembers occasions when we felt a sense of self approval for accomplishing a
difficult task, or for carrying out a good deed, and we know how pleasurable it can be; and
each of us definitely remembers other cases in which he has blamed himself for a mistake.
In faet, our conscience is that very "self" of us that constantly monitors our acts and
keeps us from doing things that harm others.

Today the experts in human behavior think that our spiritual well being depends very
much on how much we love ourselves. Erich Fromm, the great psychoanalyst and
sociologist of our time (a German born Jew who spent most of his life in the United
States), in his masterpiece "The Art of Loving" (which I recommend to everybody) says
that to be able to love ourselves is the first requirement towards our ability to love
others. It should be noted that loving ourselves is very different from being selfish (which
is a negative quality), and actually is contradictory to it. According to Erich Fromm, a
selfish person in fact can not love anybody, and the image he gives us about loving himself
is also inaccurate.

The extent at which we love ourselves depends mainly on two factors, first how
loving a person we are, and secondly to what degree do we satisfy our ambitions in life.
The subject of this article is the second issue.

It is usually during our youth that we decide how to utilize our energy and talents in
education, arts and our future profession, and it is in that period that we define our goals
in life. However, it happens quite frequently that at a later stage in life we realize that
our goals have not been large enough for us, and do not fully satisfy our sense of
accomplishment. Ambition is an urge that guides us towards choosing larger goals. The
better we utilize the energies and talents we are given by the creator of the world, the
more we enjoy our sense of self approval.

As an example, if somebody realizes that he has an aptitude and interest for
painting but for some reason he never pursues it, he will not be satisfied on that issue, and
in fact the order of the world demands that he will not be satisfied by himself, because he
wasted the talent that was given to him. If this dissatisfaction did not exist, great artists
would not appear to devote their lives to beautify our world with their artistic creations.
Similarly, if somebody has talents in economy and management, but in being conservative
he chooses a profession which is much less than he can do, he also will be dissatisfied.

For the young people who are at the stage of making decisions about education and
other goals in life, probably nothing is more encouraging than the fact that we human
beings utilize only very little of the mental power we have at our disposal. Another issue
that they should know is that in the systems of education in today's western world the
stress is more on information and techniques, and less on discipline and concentration,
which are the two basic requirements for creativity. Knowledge of these points, and
knowledge of the importance of self accomplishment in our happiness helps young people
choose larger goals in education, the study of the arts, and the choice of a profession, and
helps them to make better use of their energy and talents.

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WILLS, WHY YOU MUST HAVE ONE

Under United States law a Will is an extremely important document. Despite what
people believe, writing a Will is not hastening death but an act of unselfish love. With a
Will you provide for distribution of your estate to the people you want in the amount you
desire. Without a Will your estate will be distributed according to state intestacy laws.

State intestacy laws provide for the distribution of your estate in a pre-determined
manner to certain survivors in pre-determined ratios. If the decedent fails to execute a
Will, the State looks to the remaining family of the decedent in and distributes according
to State law. For example, a decedent in New York survived by a spouse and two children
will have his estate distributed equally among the wife and two children. While this might
seem equitable, it might not be the preference of the decedent. The decedent could feel
that the children are immature and will squander their inheritance or that under intestacy
there are not enough provisions for the spouse to live comfortably. These are the simplest
examples of why one should write a Will.

Another important reason for a Will is the avoidance of estate taxes. With proper
planning an estate can have no tax liability. This is an important consideration since
decedents dying after 1987, the estate tax rate goes as high as fifty (50%) percent of the
value of the decedent's property at death. .

The third reason for a Will is extremely important for young couples with children,
even if they have few assets. If, G-d forbid, both parents of minor children die
simultaneously in a disaster (i.e., car acecident), then the children will be at the merey of .

the courts. A Guardian will be appointed by the court, who could be a complete stranger

or a family member. He or she will be required to obtain court permission for
expenditures that the legal Guardian wants to make for the child. This can be-
tremendously burdensome, both financially and time-wise. A simple purchase of neces-
sities for the child will require a Court Order. With a Will, the minor children will be free
of court intrusion because the guardian will be picked by the parents and he will have
more authority to look out for the welfare of the child without court supervision.

Many people in our Community feel that a Will is not necessary because they can
"out smart" the Government by not reporting the death of the loved-one and handle all the
affairs within the community, thereby obviating the necessity for paying taxes or an
attorney. This is a wrong assumption. If, for instance, a house is jointly owned by the
Husband and Wife and the Husband dies, the property will pass to the Wife and there
seems to be no need to consult with an attorney or the Government. However, when the
Wife goes to sell the house or when she dies the transfer to the next owner cannot be
made without a Tax Waiver indicating that the Estate taxes have been paid. At that time,
if the taxes have not been paid, the Estate will be re-opened and the "expensive" taxes

© that may not have been necessary must be paid.

Each case requires individual attention because of the personal aspect of a Will.
Also it is best to consult with an attorney to be able to eliminate or mitigate tax liability.
In 1987, estates with less than $600,000.00 net assets will have no tax consequences,
however, this $600,000.00 deduction can be most effective with larger estates (i.e., over
two million dollars). .
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Although a Will is a simple document, it is an important document that should be
prepared by everyone who has substantial assets or children.
