Thesis Statements

The thesis statement is a sentence or two found in the introductory paragraph of an essay.  Its purpose is to explain what the topic of the essay is.

Think of it as a map; it tells the reader where you are going with your ideas.

A good thesis makes an essay easier to read and write.  It makes a general topic more specific and helps relay the opinion toward the topic.

EXAMPLE:  
Topic:  School

Opinion:  difficult

High school can be difficult because there are so many activities to attend but limited time in a day.
