These are facts, not opinions. Opinions are open to dispute, adding 
to rifts when unity is needed. Facts are not. Nature's law is immutable 
and not open to dispute. Man-made law in Latin and double-talk to 
confuse is very much open to dispute. 

These facts nullify all pretense that civilization is the only and 
proper way to live. Man is Nature and must conform with it. Civiliza­
tion was designed to flout Nature' and impudently gives its man-made 
law precedence over Nature's law. 

These facts account for the SUICIDE of all past civilizations and 
why suicide of ours is not a matter of whether but when. 

These facts account for the obdurate and suicidal refusal of all 
civilized leadership to publicly discuss and agree on the cause of civi­
lized trouble. That refusal overrides self-preservation, the first law of 
Nature, and is one of many factors that insure suicide of our era. These 
facts show that public opinion supporting civilization has always been 
wrong, that its leaders in ignoring the vital and ominous significance 
of these facts have never been intelligent. This includes all of our so­
called "great men". 

To properly orient ourselves and to prove the fallacy of belief in 
civilization, its institutions and leaders we must consider the conditions 
and their vital significance at the time that man assumed family form. 

The earliest family must have been an independent entity, a com­
plete society in itself. Its parents must have been supreme in its leader­
ship, in full control of self and family. They had no one to educate or 
tell them anything yet they did all that is possible for parents to do. 
They obeyed Nature's law. They exercised the natural economy that 
came with them, the natural economy arranged for all earthly life by 
the Mysterious Power responsible for the Universe. Only irrationality 
resulting from an abortive civilization could ignore the vital signifi­
cance of that natural economy and the ominous significance of its 
repudiation by civilized man. 

Our earliest antecedents, like all early life, had free use of what 
they needed only of four elements, land, water, air and sunshine.

He pits his down 
beaten intellect against the Infinite Wisdom responsible for the Uni­
verse. He confirms these facts that indict civilization. 

Due to these conditions the earliest parents had no choice but to 
sweat an independent living. This independence caused the seed of 
intellect to sprout, producing independent thought for rationality 
needed in living moderately. It made for self-discipline, for humility 
before the mighty forces of Nature, and it aided in developing the 
highest of human attributes, a just consideration for self and others. 
It aided the process of humanization, not civilization. 

Who were and are the civilized economists, ideologists, clergy and 
other educators whose philosophy is such that we need to be told how 
to live, people that conflict in telling us how to vainly live contrary to 
Nature?

It CAN and IS happening to us, or don't 
you read the papers? Our founders ignored the natural economy that 
came with man. They carefully refrained from mentioning the family 
(unit of society) in all deliberations. This allowed them to ignore its 

independence and other natural heritages, that the family is the only 
group in Nature, the only medium for man's humanization. Why such 
an impious and deliberate omission? Because they were violating that 
family in their sweat-shops and slave-pens. Lawyers among them were 
writing laws in Latin and double-talk to keep it behind the 8 ball so 
all could batten off its sweat. They felt safe in centering on the indi­
vidual, differing in age, sex and family relationship, for this prevents 
"equal treatment". Since all families could and should be treated the 
same, their specious scheme diverted from that. 

The "soap-boxer" is not a leader. He is CARRIED, not followed as 
a leader to be emulated with profit must be. He usurps the leadership 
of parents, all of whom were destined to sweat and think the living 
and thus could be emulated with profit. We all have sweat-glands and 
minds. The significance of this has to be ignored! If we all emulated the 
soap-boxer we'd all starve for lack of someone to sweat.

This 
proves the U.N. as the ultimate in futility. Leaders of nations admitted 
failure of self and civilization when they resorted to the U.N. Kicking 
themselves and warped philosophy upstairs to staff it is in itself enough 
to insure its failure. Civilization begins in the village where it is at its 
futile best. But the greed of parasites who usurp leadership of parents 
and who violate the family is never satisfied with this futile best. The 
village leader is too close to the family fettered in unnatural servitude 
with its thinking pretended for it to dare plaster it with oppressive debt 
and taxes or to incite civil war. Thus his control is at its futile best 
while the family has its best chance to keep him in line. Greed for 
more wealth, eminence or power over dupes inspires the city, county, 
state and nation. All add to the futility of peace and happiness. As a 
result the world is in a dreadful dilemma. Even this great land is far 
from consolidating its gains as it should if its boasts were warranted. 
Its suicidal policy of "letting George do it" has already destroyed one-
third or three inches of its precious top soil. Ballahoo and boasts have 
increased the population by leaps and bounds. We do not need a 
Nostradamus to foresee eventual starvation when population increase 
meets and overlaps soil depletion. Other factors destroy society quicker 
but when this Ace in the hole turns up, society stays dead. The earth 
is dotted with barren wastes, each the site of many dead civilizations. 
Families have always fled abuse and attrition of civilization to live in 
peace and happiness. Because the primary cause of their trouble had 
been hidden from them they planted and nurtured that poisonous root 
when it caught up. 

If Truman and Stalin were isolated on a desert isle they'd prove 
all this and more. Their families would dwell in peace and happiness 
under the conditions endowed the earliest of all families. Their off­
spring would mate to cement that accord. Each will eagerly sweat and 
think an independent living and thank his lucky stars for that privi­
lege, a privilege both scorned when civilized dupes in unnatural servi­
tude were forced to do their drudgery for them.
