ELECTORAL REFORM.

THE PEOPLE vs. THE CAUCUS.

No. L

MAJORITIES MUST RULE_MINORITIES MUST BE REPRESENTED,

; No. 1.

I propose in a series of articles to call
public attention to some of the most seri-
ous evils in the workings of Republican
government in this country, to tracs those
evils to their causes, and to suggest a
remedy for them so far as lies witkin the
scope of legislation to effect.

FOUNDATIONS,

There is so much fog in the political at-
mosphere, so many side issues and sug-
gestions of expediency are raised, so many
gpecious sophistries are afloat, that a brief
reference to the ground work on which
our government rests, cannot be amiss;
gince it will appear that the departure
from those principles is the main canse of
the political evils so apparent in this coun-
try—evils which are wrongly charged to
that form of government which is best de-
seribed in the words of Abraham Lincoln,
as a ‘“government of the people, by the
people and for the people.”

GOVEENMENT OF THE PEOPLE.

The time has been when the only gov-
ernments were those of brute force, and
no other forms were possible. Buch gov-
ernments were not 27¢ghf then more than
now, but they were justifiable on the
ground, alone, that the low condition of
civilization would not admit of anything
better.

The savage considered a resort to arbi-
{ration as a screen to cowardice, and an

attempt at conciliation as a confession of
weakness. Justice and magnanimity are
not within his comprehension and the
noble savage is a humbug,

The early governments were in purpose
like the banding together of wolves,
solely for strength in constant war. Hu-
man life was worthless and individnal
rights unknown. The ralér was tyrant,
the ruled slaves.

Governments did not exist for the bene-
fit of the governed. The governors ruled
solely for what they fancied fto be the
benefit of themselves.

While this _arrangement was utterly
brutal and entirely unfair to the govern-
ed, and by reaction productive of un-
measured injury to the rulers themselves,
yet it was the best that could exist, The
people of a band without their chief who
had in a measure common interests with
his followers, would have become the
prey of surrounding tribes, and if not
caten outright,would have gone into more
abject slavery than before. From such a
condition of society to thatof the Ameri-
can people in the year 1874 has been a
long, wearisome road, marked at every
step by struggle and bloodshed.

We see clearly enough now that every
rovernment should exist solely for the
zood of the governed, and except on that
foundation that there is no excuse for
governmuent at all.  Butas selfishness is
still the strongest human impulse, the
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welfare of the governed can only be at-
tained through a government springing
directly from the governed.
GOVERNMENT BY THE PEOPLE.
The popular will must rule. That is

the national corner stone. It is laid upon,

the assumption that the popular will is
in the main intelligent, and that its exer-
cise is in the main for the public good.
More intelligent and more just than any
outside buman control can be. That all
are wiser than any one. Monarchists deny
the truth of this proposition, We effirm
it, and upon this foundation America must
stand or fall.

The popular will must be free from in-
terference or restraint. It must have
power to do and to prevent the doing. It
must be free to express its likes and dis-
likes, Butitis said that the voice of the
people is never unanimeus, and how can
the popular will govern (reely where some
favor and some oppose ?

Just as does the sovereign in a Mon-
archy, The reasons and interests for and
against a measure must be weighed ut a
free ballot-box and the greater interest
must prevail. _ .

GOVERNMENT FOR THE FEOPLE,.
”’.l‘he end sought is the public good.
The welfare of the whole is paramount

m -
The traitor and murderer must die that
the nation and the people may live. The

greatest goodyte the greatest number and
the least evil 6F wreng to the smallest
number, must be the constant purpose of
the law, Upon the adoption of questions
Whl:ﬁh do not require immediate decision,
or those which threaten seiious injury tc:
any interests in the community, a decided
preponderance of public sentimentin favor
should b required before ti.e change is
made. Where immediate action is neces-
sary and upon a question presenting but
a single point which must be decided
either one way or the other, there is but
one course to pursne either in republics
or monachies. The interests must
be weighed and the balance for
or against, !nc it ever so smali, must de-
cide ; lor this is the nearest approach to
fh“ will of the sovereign, possible under
the circumstances. But wherever practi-
cable the acling and restraining power of
government should be sustained by and
be the will and purpose of every import-
ant interest of the whole people. Any
change in the fundamental law or consti-
tution of a State (within the limits of
which alone may legislatures work)—any
plan seriously affecting the liberty per-
sonal or moral, or the business or pl‘u’l)L’TLy
of the people, should meet such emphatic
endorsement and so slight opposition as
to afford moral certainty that it is r.i;;ht,

end for the best interests of the people
bcforEe it becomes law. Thus have arisen
two-thirds and three-fourths rules desien-
ed to restrain bare majorities upon all
great questions involving popular rights or
public policy. -

_Any law which restriets unnecessarily
the rights of al] the people is essentially
uncoustitutional and subversive of tha
principles npon which our government is
founded, and whenever proven ta be
thus restrietive, it becomes the imperati:e
wuty of our representative law making
agents to repeal or so modify that law as
may enable the popular will to act f‘l’(-,';}]}’
and without dictation from special inter-
ests, monopolies, rings or organizations
religious or political, - .

Under our present election laws the
whole people do not govern, nor is our
governmens the expression of their
wishes.

A bare majority of one in a poll of a
hundred thousand can elect all the of-
ficers, and so far as representation of their
wishes or prineiples is concerned, the de-
feated half of the people may ’as well
never vote at all. ,

Neither does the majority rale. It is
controlled by an irresponsible mob called
a caueus, and in its turn the latter is ruled
by a secret circle of slate-makers—self-

constituted rulers of the people,

But why do not the people rise against
and repudiate these men and their con-
claves:? The:answer is that the form of
our election law makes the cancns pecec-
sary and enforees its decrees.

, The man 7 and gross evils attaching to
tue unresirained power of majorities and
to the tyranny and corruption engendered
by the caucus system are widely and gen-
erally felt, and relief from them is ur-
gently demanded, 3

It is my purpose to point out a mode of
election involving but slight change from
our En'-'a.suut system whereby these evils
may be greatly mitigated if not wholly
avoided. ’1:hc position is assumed that so

be an accurate picture of the people and
rc.l'ferct_m due proportion and prominence

minority, and if it is not possible to
obtain a man who shall in all respects be
the choice of a majority, then he should
be the one who comes mearest to being
the choice of that majority. I affirm
the correctness of these principles and
shall undertake to prove not only their
soundness but that they lie at the very
foundation of Republican government and
that our present laws perpetually outrage
and set at deflance these essential condi-
tions.

No. 2.

The people of this country have been
tanght to love liberty and hate tyranny in
all its forms. The American cagle screams
and the star spangled banner waves defi-
ance to despotisms on every available oc-
sasion and at the slightest provecation.
But while we have thus amused ourselyes
in demonstrations against imaginary ty-
rants abroad we have fostered the growth
of a shameful und debasing despotisim at
home.

THE TYRANNY OF MAJORITIES.

Tiresponsible power is never safe or

wholesome either to ruler o raled. No-
toriously thi: best legislation is obtained
and the least rascality perpetrated in leg-
islatures where the minority party is
strong and treads closely on the heeis of
the majority. ready to take advantage of
its error. In such case the majority dares
not deliberately do wrong or negzleet duty,
for the fear of overthrow is ever present,
and if unwittingly it falls into error or
does injustice to the interests of the mi-
nority, the position of the latter recalls the
stronger party at once to the reslities of
the situation. So long as our side holds
whip and rein,.the value of this restraint
may not be apparent, but as the majorities
of to-day are the minorities of to-morrow
we need not wait long to learn the truth
of the maxim, that uniimited power is un-
mitigated evil. Statistics demonstrate that
in elections for legislative representatives
fully two-fifths of the people are always
practically disfranchised, and that they are
not represented by a single voice in the
whole legislative body. The various in-
terests in the State should be represented
in its legislature in fair and proper pro-
portion, but until an interest becomes—at
least in one district—the leading one, it
is never heard of 1n the legislature, and
when it does reach that stage then nothing
else is heard of.

REFORM. 3

three elected men represented the wishes
or opinions of the people of those districts.
One-half the people were represented by
double the number of members to which
they were entitled, and the other half
were not rvepresented at all. A bare
majority of one in each district may
elect all the members of Congress or
Legislature. One man becomes for a time
the dictator of policy, and the excessive
importance of his vote begets a fearful
temptation to bribery.  Wlhere fifty-one
per cent. of the voters may elect the whole
Logislature, fifty-one per cent. of that
Legislature—the representatives of 26
per cent., or one-quarter of the people—
may make all the laws, so that there, and
there only,where minorities are disfran-
chised do minorities rule. Such a cum-
brous and unfair system cartainly cannot
be the best possible one.

HOW THE MAJORITY IS DISFRANCHISED,

But this is not the worst feature of the
present election law, The great and cry-
ing evil in our politics grows out of the
fact that majorities are disfranchised as
well as minorities, and that in perpeta-
ating its tyranny over the minority, the
majority party is compelled to surrender
to the most hateful, debasing and corrupt
despotism that the world has ever seen.
The tyranny of the Caucus is an outrage
on the name of free government and the
shame and disgrace of the nineteenth cen-
tury. But the Caucus with its absolute
power and atiending swartiof corruptions,
frauds and abominations of all degrees
and shades of meanness and villainy is es-
sential under our laws,

Let us see what is at the bottom of the
mischief,

We have already noted that sovereign
will both acts and restrains. It does,
and it prevents the doing of things, and
under a republican government this sov-
ereign will should rest with the people.
The direct action of the people in a rep-
resentative government is mainly con-
fined to the selection of men to make and
execute the laws. Where but one man is
to be chosen, the majority should elect,
for by so doing the will of the people is
most nearly complied with.

In the exercise of that choice the ma-
jority should be free to act without dicta-
tion, and without danger of defeat as the
price of that free action.

THE PLURALITY RULE.

Just here our election system fails, and

and emolument—for the debasement
and demoralization  of politics,—
for embezzleme defaleations, ex-
travagance and the resulting high taxes,
and for the dangers of all kinds which on
¢very hani eaten the national honor,
prosperity and even existence. For cor-
ruption within is more dangerous fo na-
tional life than enemies without, and fo
>us more than any and all other

8, is due the eorruption in our poli-

, and but for the plurality system
which thus tskes power away from the
people and gives it over to the hands of
politicians the dictates of the caucus would
no longer be binding.

Under the present plurality system a
majority of fifteen thousand voters ani-
mated by a common purpose but differing
as to the fitness of the agents to execute

purpose, may be defeated and dis-
franchised n\’ @ minority of eight thou-
saud voters who have yielded their inde-
pendence and aeccepted the dictates of a
cauncus and a nominee whom they detest,

is not necessary to present in detail
the infaruous werkings of the caucus sys-
tem which is thus forced upon the people,
It operates outside of law, and subject to
10 restraint, while its deerees are bind-
ing as the enactments of Legislatures or

the decisions of courts. It offers a bound-
less field fer fraud and outrage, and the
result of that opportunity is as it must
ineyilably be, that too often a few dis-
honest politicians decide beforehand what
the caucus shall do, and that no matter
what the pe Upiu desi the caucus does
the bidding of the politicians. It is the
most ingenious device on earth for de-
franding the people and disfranchising
both minozrity and majority.

No reform is possible till the caucus
and convention are shorn of their terrible
power for evil, and thatean be done only
by a law which will allow the individual
voter to freely express his honest prefer-
ences upon his ballof, and that without
danger of throwing it away.

THE REMEDY.

Not a day should be lost by the people
—the sovereign will—in calling back to
itself the power unwittingly thrown away,
and by such change 4s may be necessary
in our election law to sccure the rizht to
vote freely and to acecomplish the wishes
of a majority of the people without either
the support or dictation of the caucus.

The result will be reached just as soon
as the people see clearly the manner in
which 1t cam be reached, and the pur-
pose of this writing is to point
out one of the modes in which
it may be done. Itis along step in the
way of cure, to be able to determine the
first cause of & disease. Other remedies
better than the preference vote, may yet
be found, but they like the preference
vofe must be founded upon the right of
minorities to be represented, and of ma-
jorities to render final decision.

_Wh:\t is ealied the preference wole in
Minnesota must not be confounded with
the ‘“preferential” plan of Hare and
Andrae (used in Denmark for the past 20
_\'.f.-nrs,) for securing minority representa-
tion. The primary object of the prefer-
ence vole is to weaken the dangerous
power of the caucas and convention 8y8-
tem—to emancipate the voters from party
tyranny and give the opportunity for in-
tf;lligent;uul independent a.mion- in poli-
l?c::'. It recognizes the right of minor-
ties to representation, and of the majority
to rule and both to do and to prevent the
doing of things It applies these princi-
ples to all elections, whether one man or
many are to be elected. On the one hand
1t prevents a plurality from overriding a
1;1::_]_03'113' (which the preseut law fails to
do in case there is any difference in that
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majority as to who shall be its agent)
and on the other hand it prevents a bare
majority of one from disfranchising the
minority and depriving it of all participa-
tion in legislation.” Itis in a word just to
all parties and interests and makes politi-
cal bummers and party ‘rings”? subordin-
ate to the honest untrammeled will of the
people. These may be considered as high
claims, and by ward politicians as danger-
ous ones butl am prepared to substantiate
their truth.
THE MODE OF VOTING.

When but one is to be chosen, as, for
instance, Governor of -a State :

1. The voter places as many names as he
chooses upon his ballot, but only one—the
first—shall be considered hig first choice, and
the others each and equally his second choice.

9. Any person named on a majority of all
the ballots cast is elected, and

3. As between vwo persons, either of whom
would be so elected, the preference shall be
given to the one who is named as 1st choice
on the larger number of ballots.

4. In the possible case thatno one is elecied

under either of the above provisions, then the

person receiving the greatest number of votes,

both as 1st and 2nd choice, shall be elected.
ILLUSTRATION,

In an election for Governor, where the

Republicans number say 12,000 voters and
the Democrats 9,000—where party lines
are drawn and vital questions are at issue
—it is plain enough that if the former win,
the result is nearest to the will of the
people, of anything we can get. But let
that party differ as to its candidate, or a
part of the voters refuse to submit to the
decrees of a caucus which they believe to
have been an outrage perpetrated by men
who care nothing for the State or party,
and who have only personal aggrandize-
ment in view. 1 say, produce this condi-
tion of things and where are we ? The
majority, at difference among themselves,
are overpowered by the minority o the
great question at issue and by the work-
ing of the plurality rule, are defeated.
The yoters have no choice under the old
[aw, but must swallow the regular nom-
inee or he beaten, How is it under the
preference mode? We will call the two
Republican candidates, respectively, Smith
and Jones, and the Democratic ditto
Brown. Smith and Jones know that they
must mutually support each other, else
they will not get a majority of votes be-
twoen them, so each works for the party
and himself, knowing that with a full vote
the best man—in the popular estimate—
will win. The election is held and the
votes count out as follows:

We see by the above that
THE MAJORITY RULES,
and exercises an essential prerogative of
sovereignty which is denied it under the
present law, i. e. the power to prevent the
doing of a thing to which it is unitedly
opposed even when not fully agreed upon
the thing to be done in place thereof. We
see that a united minority cannot win as
against a divided majority, and thag inas-
much as it is not necessary for the majori-
ty party to bind itself by a caucus in or-
der to insure success, the caucus itself
becomes no longer & necessity,its action is
not binding, it is shorn of its power to do
evil, and bad, corrupt or distonest men
can not by packing, bullying or buying a
eaucus force ihemselves into office
over the heads and against the
wishes of the masses of the party.
We see not only that the principles of
the majority prevail, but also that the man
chosen most nearly represents the wishes
of that party, and that this simple election

Next in importance to majority rule—
which is secure only under the prefer-
eénce vole—comes minority participation
in the making of laws.

EXAMPLE 2.

An election for five representatives in a
distrier casting say 1,800 11'-1; llr|rc,m and
2,300 Democratic votes. Let A, B and C
be the Republican candidates, and W X,

Y and Z the Democratic ones. The Re-
publicans know that they vannot hope to
elect more than three, and are only enti-
tled to two members and hence nominate
only three. Being in & minority, they are
compelled to actin coneert. The Dem
cratic majority may nominate as many as
it pleases without danger of losing a vote
by it.

-We see, therefore that the majority can
always rule, and no matter how much
split up, nmv always elect its full comple-
ment, and that the poll always shows the
true strength or weakness before the peo-

ple, of the several candidates in that party,
EXAMPLE 3.

Can the minority while electing by
quotas all they are entitled to,'still"assist
a weak candidate of the majority, and by
putting him on their ballots as second
choice, defeat the wishes of the majority
party, and secure a minority victory or
unfair advantage ? Let us see.

Take a districi electing five members
casting 1,800 Demecratic and 1,900 Re-
publican votes. The difference in strength
is slight but well known and unmistaka-
ble, and that difference ocught to give the
odd representative to the majority party.

A. B. C. and D, are the Republican can-
didates, and X. Y. and Z. the opposing
oneg. Suppose now that Mr. D. know-
ing himself to be a very weak candidate
in his own party, corruptlv and secretly
arranges with the opposition that the lat-
ter snall put his name on their tickets as
a second choice. The election is weld,
ane the bailot box turns out the follow-
ing numbers and kinds of votes:

It is evident that the minority have

made a very close canvass; that their

voters have followed carefully the instruc-

tions of the leaders; that their vote has

been disiributed to secure the utmost

strength possible, electing X and Y cer-

tai n]_} and in case of any material falling

off 1n the Republican vote they would also

elect their own man, Z, and probably, also,

the traitor, . On the other hand, the

lepublicans while all voting, evidently

have had little organization or concert of

action, and their votes have heen, there-

tore, secording to the mdependent prefer-

ences of the voters. If party manipula-

tion could ever hope to gain an advantage

over independent action it would be here,

where the parties are so nearly equal in

strength.

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ing, Messrs. A, B, and D. have each a ma-
jority and A, and B, are elected, because
haying more votes than D. as first choice.
Mr. D). was the first .choice of few in his
own party, and of none in the opposition,
and though his name was at the tail end
of all the tickets of both parties, he was
justly defeated. We see, therefore, that
the strongest party will always have the
majority of representatives ; that the
men strongest in that party will be the
ones elected, and that no corrupt arrange-
ment between a weak nominee and the op-
posing minority can prevent this result,

GENERAL CONCLUSIONS.

I have thus sought to show that the
evils most apparent in the polities of 1
country—evils grievous, long-borne and
deeply destructive, are not those inherent
in free government, but are due, mai
to the imperfect machinery we have b
compelled touse. A single defect, a
that in the one simple proc of votin
has debauched the whol
country ; taken the sovereign power ont
of the hands of the people and turned it
over to the ring politicians, ¢ dis-
franchised at once both the majority
minerity of the people. The
plurality rule deprives the voter in the
majority party of any choice among cau-
didates, except at the price of defeat, and

the same time, denies the minority
any rights except those of conquered
enemies, and refuses any participa-
tion in the nmaking of laws un-
der which the minority must live.

The cumulative vote of Illinois binds

'ty machinery more closely than does
the old system, and @ securing minor-
ity representation, is a step backward
and toward party tyranny instead of indi-
vidual liberty, The preference vote, as
here applied, invariably secures individual
freedom and party fealty at one
same time—neither at the expense of the
other. Itis the system, and thus far the
only system presented, under which the
majority will always rule, and the mi-
nority always participatein legislation,
and which is always fair and just to all
parties and to all persons of all those
parties, By a slight change in
election laws the caucus will be deprived
of all power for evil, and betterand purer
men will be brought into active participa-
tion in polities, and elected to places of offi-
cial honor and trust,

Voters will be free and the men elected
will be more nearly than under any other
plan the representatives of thereal wishes
of the people. Minorities will no longer
rule and a bare plarality which may be
but a fraction of the whole, and in direct
opposition to all the rest, will no longer
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elect the highest officers. Blate-making
rings will no longer dictate to a caucus
nor a caucus dragoon the pariy into sub-
mission.

The people who are.governed and who
pay the bills, are the ones interested and
the ones who must push for reform. The
politicians who live upon them, will never
surrender until so compelled. I have shown
that the present election law wickedly
takes power out of the hands of the peo-
ple—prevents free and intelligent voting—
elects bad men to office—increases the
burdens of taxation, und leads to national
corruption, dishonor and death, and that
for all this t is a simple and effeetual
remedy. The Preference Vote putin force

Kxow ALt Mex By TaesE PrREsents, That I, the undersigned, named in the
bill of sale and assignments preceding (said bill and assignments bearing date Aug. 20,
1873, and signed by William Duchemin) do hereby acknowledge and declare that
1 hold all the property, rights and franchises, which have been conveyed to me in the
assignment aforesaid, and all rights and interest of every name and nature belonging to
gaid invention and property, and business to be done under and in connection therewith,
strictly in trust, and the same shall continue, and all the products and results thereof, to
be held in trust for the benefit of all who are or may become interested upon the terms
and conditions following, viz: —

First. All the persons having an interest in the property aforesaid, and in the profits
and beneficial results of the business done under and with the same, and accepting this
declaration of trust and receiving a certificate of shares as the evidence of their title tosuch
interest, shall constitute and be an Association, which shall be called and known as
the Boston Turned Shoe Association.

Wo member of the Association, or party in interest in its property or business, shall
have any right or authority whatever to make any contract or bargain, or receive any
money, or transact any business whatever in behalf of, or binding on, the Association, or
any member thereol, except as he shall be especially anthorized by or under the provisions
of this declaration of trust,

Secomd. This Association shall continue (unless previously dissolved as hereinafter
provided) for the term-of thirty years from the dateofthis instrament; and the death of any
member thereof during said term shall not operate asa dissolution of said Association,
nor shall ithave any effect upon the same, or its operations or mode of business, except
the person or persons who shall become the lawful owner or owners of the interest of said
decedent shall succeed to all the rights of said decedent under the deed of trust, and upon
the surrender of the certificate of said decedent shall receive a similar certificate or certifi-
eates, sccording to his or their respective interests.

Third. Said Association shall be equitable owners of all the property aforesaid, and

The trustee shall keep a record of all certificates
issued, and all certificates surrendered, which shall be at all times open to the inspection
of any member of the Association,and none but those appearing by the record to be holders
of certificates shall be entitled to dividends or to vote at any meeting of the shareholders.

Fourth, The general management and directions of said business shall be vested in
an Executive Committee, of not less than three nor more than five persons, who shall be
share-owners, and shall be chosen by the sharé-owners at a meeting called by the Trustee
for that purpose, and shall serve until others are chosen to fill their places, a majority of
whom shall constitute & quornm, a majority of which shall decide in all matters of busi-
ness over which the Executive Committee have control; and any vacancy or vacancies
in the Executive Committee may be filled by the remaining members until a meeting of
the share-holders is held for an election.

Fifth. Upon the execution of this declaration of trust, all the parties interested in
said property, and the products and profits of said business, shall proceed to organize the
Association, and adopt By-Laws, choose an Executive Committee, and transact any other
needful business for the complete organization of this Association. At all meetings of the
share-holders, a majority in interest shall constitute a quornm, and all votes passed, not
inconsistent with this declaration of trust, by a majority at any meeting regularly called
in accordance with the provision of the By-Laws, when a quorum is present, shall be bind-
ing upon the Trustees and the Association, and its officers and business. Special meetings
may be called at any time by the Trustees, and shall be called on application in writing,
by share-holders owning not less than one fourth of the shares.

Sixth, The Association shall adopt a code of By-Laws for the government of the
Executive Committee and the management of the business of the Association; and the Ex.
ecitive Committee shall appoint an agent, who shall have the responsible management un-
der them of the hasiness of the Association; and the Committee shall divide among the
share-holders, aceording to their several interests such profits earned as may remain after
setting aside and reserving sufficient to pay all debts and liabilities and defray the current
expense of the business.

Seventh. Whenever three-fourths in interest shall at a meeting duly called for that
purpose, vote to transfer the property and business of the Association, or any portion

Ninth. A majority in interest, at any meeting duly called for that purpose by the
Trustee or the Exeeutive Committee, may remove the Trustee, and elect a successor to the
Trustee for the time being holding the trust therein set forth, and thereupon this trust and
all its rights and duties shall cease in the said Trustee, and thereupon, by virtue of said
election, is transferred and vested in the person so elected to succeed in said trust, and
ghall be by him held under the terms and conditions herein contained until a successor i8
elected to his place, asabove described or until the said trust ceases throngh any of the
causes named in articles Tth and Sth.

Tendl. Al certiticates of Stock including transfers shall be signed by the Trustee
and eountersigned by the elerk of the Executive Committee.

Eleventh. The Trostee shall sell ten thousand (10,000) of the aforesaid shares, when at
such price per share as he may be authorized by the Executive Committee, and the proceeds
of such sale shall belong to the Association, to be disposed of as may be directed by the Bx-
ecutive Committee.
