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I appear-before you tonight not as an official representative of
our government acting in an official capacity, not as & member of e trade
union iTJH»e rE du nub -CKW/ m. union oa»«dy not as a political candidate seek-
ing your good favor and support, but merely as a citisen of this community
who has for som© tiae been vitally interested in trade unionism and its
relationship to the economy. The system of private enterprise in America
is no longer one of the small business man, the independent fanner, and the
unorganized worker, bat rather it has evolved into an intricate mechanism of
the hug© corporation with its thousands of stockholders, the large coiaaerclal
farm and the several aillion farm renters, along with an organized labor move-
ment of 13 million workers. This is an economic fact. It is a cross section
of our economy and no amount of wishful thinking can erase the reality of
th® nature of the economic society in which »e live. We have organized
business and organized labor. If we are to win this war, if we are to pro-
vide jobs for the sen and women at the end of this war, it is absolutely acc-
essary that we utilise the machinery of production and distribution of capital
and labor that we have available. It ir- futile to dream of Utopia in a time
when every hour counts and every man and every dollar is needed.

With this in mind, I have given considerable thought and study to
the relationship of organized Ifebor to the American systera of enterprise.
I am convinced that if trade unions are not allowed to be free and independ-

T AkO en^ associations, it will not be long before business, the church, and other
social and economic organisations will likewise lose their freedom of action.
This does not mean that any groups should have the right to exploit or commit
abuses against the common welfare. It does, however, mean that the basic
assumption of American democracy is the ability of aen and women to act ae
reeoonsible citizens.
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
