Its composition will be primarily of 
private individuals and organizations . It shoul d include business, l abor , churches , 
education, profess i ons , civic and social groups , etc . he sco pe of its pro gram, 
as mentioned in general , shoul d inc lude programs of education 1 a dvancement , 
recreational development , housing, public safety, public health , so cial w lfare and 
general community betterment . 

It is recommended that representativ s of the City Council , County Co issioner 1 s 
and yor ' s offices be included ~~r i t hin t he Greater inneapolis As soc tion . This 
recommendation is made i n order that coordination between private and public groups 
may be facilitated. It is also reoo ended that the Mayor of the City give 
impetus to this development by call i ng together a group of responsible citizens 
l afing out the preliminary plans tor such an association and aidin g those persons 
in the drafting of a statement of principles , purpo ses and objectives for the 
association. 

I t hink it should be re-emphas~r!hat the proble that faces t he ~odern city is 
one that cannot be handled by institutions al one . e re either going to 
!itt the face of our city, in ot Her words engage i n extensiv city pl an i ng, or 
we must resign ourself to an ever increasin period of deterioration and disinte-
gration. ~ e are living in a competitive economy . Just as individuals an b siness 
concerns compete with each other , so do cities compete rith one another . If such 
cities as ilwaukee , Louisville, Omaha , Kan sas City and others of si i l a r size in 
the mid est, through constructive community pl an ning both on a government al and 
private level , re- develop their city facilities , i t becomes obvious that such cities 
will attract new investment capital and new economic enterprises i n preference to t he 
city that has permitted it elf to become a second class municipality. 
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Returning vet erans and .those seeking new business opportunities and co nst ructive 
employment will searoh for an area that provides good ho es, pro reasive education 
and community facilities hioh are conducive to family life and personal develop-
ment . It becomes the task of every city t o so adjust itself to t he post-war 
period as to provide the opportunity for better livin and economic development. 
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
