"As log as there are pungry people in the world, there's no real
surplus of food," he saild, "And with so much hunger and sufferinz still
existing in the world, America's abundance of food should be a blessing
we ¢an wisely use to help strengthen freedor and democracy —- not a curse
arountd our necks.
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“it's time we quit thinking about food carryovers in storage
simply »s unwanted surplus, and started thinkiang about them as our
nargin of safety against possible food shortages.

semater Hamphrey told of his efforts to extend emergency wheat loans to

Pakistan to avert famine, in which the Admiaistration recently joined, and
discussed his bill to increase the present designations of "normal" safe
reserves of storable commodities to asswre this country of adequate supplies
to back up our foreign policy.

"ie've simply got to raiss cur sights," Senator Humphrey s aid, "In my
opinion, world food needs, not just domestic markets, will eventually be the
only ecmtrolling factor in American farm production. Ve would be short-
sighted indeed to tailor cur production to restideted markets, when there
exists such a tremendous human need for food in the world.®

Senator Humphreysald he was "vigorously opposed to any scarcity
philosophy"™ calling for curtailment of production -- "plowing under the
Farmer's '"know how', rather than making good use of it to help feed the
world."

He outlined his proposal for creation of an International Food Heserve
to "make fuller use of cur ability to produce, rather than just shut of f the

spigot of our agréculurel knowledge and technologieal ability."
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
