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BENSON REFUSES PLEA TO BOLSTER SAGGING EGG PRICES 

An appeal from Minnesota's pot'ltry industry leaders f')r temporary governnent 

purchase of eggs under the school lunch program to bolster collapsing egg prices 

has been turned down by Secretary of Agriculture Ezra Taft Benson, Senator Humphrey 

revealed last night dt~ing a talk at Buffalo, Mi nnesota. 

Senator Humphrey called Secretary Benson's action "one more example" of the 

Secretary of Agriculture's "lack of concern and understanding about problems of mid-

1-rest agriculture". 

"The only help Secreitiary Benson will ofer i s to say 'I told you so', proudly 
pointing to the fac t that t he Department ' s Poultry and Egg Situation report pllb­
lished last May said 'The ot•tlook for 1954 is for a less favorable year than 1953'", 
Senator Humphrey sai d. 

"We are not interested in ~vhen Secretary Benson f orecast e. collapse in egg 
prices; what we want to know novr i s what he is going to do about 1 t." 

At the r equest of leaders in Minnesota 's po ltry ind1stry, Senator Humphrey 

wired Secretary Benson early this month t~ging that emergency purchases of eggs be 

started with available f nds held by the Department f or just s tch purposes, with 

the eggs to be served in the nation 's school lunch program. 

Authority exists for such purchases to ease the po1.utry industry over the 

present depressed period, Senator &.~phrey said.

"But Secretary Benson refuses to use either the authority or money at his com­
mand, preferri ng instead to rely upon a recommendation of his own hand-pi cked ad­
visory committee last April t hat solution of its own problems should be left to the 
poultry i ndustry", he declared. 

"In case Secretary Benson does not know it, egg markets have been plunging 
dovnhill since last April and egg producers urgently need temporary help . 

"The least that Secretary Benson can do is consider Minnesota ' s request in the 
light of presently existing conditions , not in light of some recommendation made 
five months ago'' . 

Senator Humphrey emphasized that Minnesota producers had asked ~nly temporary 

help to ease them over a criti cal period. 

"But we }fave 'peen denied even that temporary assistance 1 unde+t the ~chool 
1 mch program . Yet Secretary Bens~m uses these same f unds to buy Kadota figs be­
cause there is an over-supply. It Just does not make good sense to me." 

Senator Humphrey protested w~t he termed S~cretary Benaon 1 s "insip.uations" 

that government egg purchases for the school lunch program would ~an "dictatorial 

control" over the poultry industry. 

Secretary Benson's reply rejecting the appeal for aid sai~, in part : 

"We agree with the expressed desire of the majority of the members of 
this great ind1stry that turning over th~ir affairs ag~in to government 
dictation and control is not ill their b~~t inte:reat." 

"Since when is selling eggs to the school lunch program 'tl.lrp.i:qg over their af­
fairs to government dictation and control?" Senator Humphrey asked.
