"Do you mean to tell me our cmmtry is ever better off when most of its pro-

ductive capacity is going into weapons of destruction, instead of going into things 

people need for higher living standards? 

"All we need is willingness at the top to broaden the base of American p11r-

chasing power, to start our economic gears rolling toward greater rather than less 

prosperity for the American people", he declared. 

Instead , Senator H11mphrey declared , Republicans are proclaiming that "we must 

expect downward adJustments -- even President Eisenhower has called the cnrrent 

3lump a ' healthy' and ' ne ce~sary' adjustment. 

"What's 'healthy' abo11t families lacking income to provide for their needs? 

"What's ' necessary ' about a country as rich in resourees and know-how as 

America having to t urn backwards instead of going ahead with an expanding economy 

and an ever-increasing standard of living? 

"The Rep,,blicans seem to regard a certain ammmt of economic downt 11rn as not 

only normal, b 11t inevj.table. That seems to be the Republican Law of Gravity --

they think that everything that goes up mnst come down, in the economy just as in 

everything else.
