"You don't try to balance your own family budget at the expense of the health
or safety of your children . . . neither shouvld you blindly seek to balance the
nation's budget at the expense of public health, adequate schools, and the national
security"”, Senator Humphrey said.

1. Keeping our economy expanding, "so essential revenue can still
be obtained from lowered tax rates”;

Closing tax loopholes, "so faveritism toward special interests
doesn't shift an 'mfair share of the tax burden upon the average
taxpayer";

3. Adoption of the Presidential "item veto", allowing the President
avthority to cull out individval items from appropriation bills
withovt having to accept or reject the entire bill,

4. Continuation of government reorganization plans in behelf of ef-

flciency and economy, along the pattern started by the Hoover
Comnmission.
