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SENATOR HUMPHREY WELCOMES IKE 1 S APPROVAL OF HIS ECONOMY GOALS 

Senator H"bert H. Hvmphrey last night declared he "welcomed President 

Eisenhower's acceptance of the goal for an expanded $500 billion dollar American 

economy which I have been calling for since last May". 

Speaking at a series of DFL rallies, Senator Humphrey called attention to 

Pres i dent Eisenhower's Monday night adqress and added: 

"Once again, I'm glad to see that our President agrees with me. 

"Some people called it idle dreaming , last May, 'tvhen I called 1..:pon the nation 
to rai se its sights toward a goal of an annual economy producing $500 billion 
worth of goods and services. 

"Repeatedly during this campaign I have stressed that goal, and pointed out 
the necessity of looking beyond the 'almost as good a~ last year' psychology 
if we ever expected to provide full employment in the face of 01~. expanding 
economy and improved teclmolQgy. 

"Now, Presi dent Eisenhower confirms everything I'Ya sai d. He's accepted 
my goal -- now it 1 s time f or the Admini stration to do somsthing abm. t achi eving it 
rather than letting our economy drift for itsel f ." 

Senator Humphrey said it was "Far from the first time" he had been ahead of 

the Administration with ideas or suggestions later adopted as "Administration 

program" . 

11When I called for amending the Mutual Sect,rity Act to give the President 
a1..1thori ty to make greater use of America's f ood ab,_,ndance, the Administrat ion 
''borrowed" the idea f or its ovm, They wo1 ,ldn't accept the amendment in my name, 
but adopted one of their ovm -- 'tvord for word with my suggestion. 

"Ym,r Minnesota Senator first 1..1rged United States famine relief for 
Pakistan -- and three weeks later the Eisenhower Administration 
acted on thi s proposal. 

"Yonr Minnesota Senator was first in ,,rging that we make some of our 
surpl us f ood available to East Germany to bolster the anti -Comnnmist 
forces there after the riots of June 17 -- and again the Administra­
t i on acted. 

'~our Minnesota Senator was the first ' in proposing a resolution com­
mendi ng the Eas t Germa."ls for r esisting Soviet oppression, and de­
claring the sense of Congress that free elections sho,,ld be held 
thro,'ghout Germany t ovard 11nity of the German nation. Two weeks 
later the Senate passed a similar Admi nistration meas,,re introd1..1Ced 
after my appeal. 

''Yo1..1r Minnesota Senator 1vas first in t'rging a Commission on Inter­
governmental Relat i ons , later accepted and created by this Adminis­
tration -- with myself as one of its members. 

"It l ooks like instead of electing people to 'Back Ike', Minnesota sho t,ld 

appreciate having a Senator on the job to 'lead Ike' down constructive paths",

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SENATOR HUMPHREY URGES 'LEARNING LESSON' FROM FOREIGN POLICY GAINS 

America's recent foreign pol:i.cy s uccesses in Europe -- admission of German 

troops into a European army and the settlement of the Trieste disp1)te shovld 

"teach ,_,s a lesson", Senator Hubert H. Humphrey declared today in a convocation 

address to Columbia Heights High School. 

"Years of patient 110rk have gone into achieving these goals, and we have 
every right to rejoice over the latest success in reaching them", he declared. 
"But I hope we will also take to heart the lesson to be learned from them -- the 
lesson that they could be reached thro,gh American good offices but not through 
American bl,stering or American ult.imat1,ms". 

"In fact, the darkest moments for both German rearmament and the Trieste 
disp,_,te have come after American attempts to threat or bhff, 

"The lesson to be dra1m from solution of both these problems is that a long­
term post-war policy has paid off: the policy of encmJraging free peoples to 
solve their mm problems of enco,,raging international cooperation and 1.-'llderstand­
ing. It has been a policy of creating the conditions within which our allies can 
get together and solve Uheir own problems, rather than of pressing i\merican 
1 initiative 1 l. 'pon our allies. 

"DPring the past fevr weeks, we 1-ritnessed a return to this policy. We have 
a.t last abandoned extravagant claims for American 1 initiative' and been content 
to exert our infl· ,ence qtdetly by bolstering the forces f or progress in Europe." 

One reason American infl,,ence has been effective in E11rope, Senator 

Humphrey said ; has been the American aid programs since the war which revived 

European economies and shored 1.1p democratic political, systems. 

"We ought to be following the same policy in Asia and Latin America which 
we have followe(l in El 'rope -- we ought to be using American economic abundance 
and knovr- hmv to raise standards of living in them areas, and to bolster democratic 
forces 11

, Senator Hr,mphrey said. 

"We o11ght to be expandj_ng O'Jr contributions to the United Nations Tech­
nical Assistance Program-- a small investment which pays big dividends. 

"We onght to be expanding onr program of edl'Cational exchange , so as 
to do our ,,tmost to increase understanding abroad of American methods 
and American aims. 

"We ought to be expand5ng 01..1r information program abroad for the same 
reasons. 

"We onght to be actively searching for ways to increase American private 
investment in the 1.1l1cte:rdevelaped- are-as of the werl:d -.- _ 

"We ought to get behind an expanded program by the World Health Organi­
zation, and the International Children's Emergency Relief. 

"In other words, in those areas where comm11nism is being made to seem an 
easy sol,,tion for diffj.cult problems of economic development, we should be pt,sh­
ing our programs of peace and good-wiLl. We should always and inevitably be on 
the side of a h:igher standard of living", Senator H, ,mphrey said.

"All responsible people want to see any abuses of public trust eliminated, 

bt,t responsible people also kno•r better than to blame the ent:i.re party for the 

mis.steps of a few. Both Democrats and Republicans want honest and decent govern-

ment. 

"As a responsible party, we Democrats have avoided and m11St continue to av< 

the campaign excesses engaged in by oux more desperate opponents. 

"By contrast with the Rep,,blicans , we have tried to be specific rather than 
make l'nfounded blanke.t charges in svreeping generalities. 

"It is not our intention to conclemn all the Republicans, becanse Secretary of 
State D11lles once recommended Alger Hiss for a hi.gh position. It :i.s not ovr in­
tenti.on to criticize all Republicans as corrupt because Parnell Thomas and two or 
three other Rept;blica.n Congressmen have been p11t in prison because of bribery 
while in office. It :ts not our intention to T3ay no Republican can be believed, 
beca nse one Repvblican Congressman has confessed to falsely claiming vTar 
heroism. Ne:l.ther would we think of condenming President Eisenhower beca1Jse he was 
once a friend of Ma:rshal Zhukov i leader of the Rt'SS ian Army. Such critic ism 
would be ridiculous, unfmmded, and unfair. 

"Yet that is the pattern of campaigning the Reptlblicans are 
if we should choose to follow such an irresponsible course, I'm 
more integrity, and more intellectual honesty in the DFL party.
