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CONSTRUCTIVE PUBLIC WORKS URGED TO EASE UNEMPLOYMENI' HAROOIUP 

Both federal and state governments mt1st "move ahead on constructive public 

works projects to ease the hardship of 11nemployment", Senator Hubert H. Humphrey 

declared last night in talks to campaign rallies in North St. PaPl and at White 

Bear Lake. 

"America's economic slump can be turned into ecdnomic expansion witho"t any 

boondoggling, if we just get busy on sound p1.1blic works already tll'gently needed 

projects like better roads and high'\-Tays, more adequate schools, stepped-up 

hospital constr 11ction, improved water systems, dams and resonrce development", 

Senator Ht.,mphrey said. 

Senator Humphrey added that the President 1 s "own Co1mcil of Economic Advisors 

recognizes the need for s nch an expanded public 'vorks program, but are afraid to 

bring theiJ,• find i ngs out into the open for fear they might be accused of being 

'spendthrifts'". 

"If the President really intends relying 11pon the economic advice of his 

economic board created for that pprpose, they sho1 1ld be called upon to make tlleir 

recommendations p11blic rather than keep them hidden", Senator Humphrey declared. 

In s 11pport of his claim, he called attention to an article written last J 1Jly 

by the syndicated financial columnist , Miss Sylvia Forter ~ saying, in part: 

"The President's economic high command has a report locked in its files 

that is so astounding it hasn't dared publish it. For months, the 

staff of the President's Covncil. of Economic Advisors st,,died the p, ,b­

lic projects needed right now to pull the nation back into minimum 

physical shape, keep the country from coming apart at the seams ... 

"The White House economists developed conservativ!p fig ures on each of 

the Pl1blic projeets; they added up the f i gures; they came to: 

"Over 100 bill,ion dollars worth of P11blic pro~iects needed by this co"L"'!l­

try right now, to get us into halfway acceptable shape ~ " 

Calling for m~;~.king the report pt.1blic so that it can be st11died by the Congress, 

Senator Humphrey said: 

"An expanded p11blic works program wo11ld be a wise move now if it concentrates 

on the kind of facilities that are both essential tro a high standard of living, 

and to economic expansion. Educational and healtll measures are vital to o11r 

standard of living. Highway construction, water systems and navigation projects 

are essential to O''r economic expansion." 
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
