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FOOD ABUNDANCE FOREIGN POLICY ASSET IN WORLD OF NEED, SENATOH HUMPHREY SAYS 

Use of American food and fiber "aggressively and imaginatively" in support of 

our foreign policy offers an opportunity for "an entirely new look" at domestic 

farm policies, Senator Hubert H. Humphrey declared yesterday in an address before 

a Farmers' Picnic at Faribault attended by farmers of Rice, Steele, Waseca, 

Le Sueur, Scott. , Dakota, Dodge, and Goodhue counties . 

"If we have the vision to grasp the opportunities that exist, we can 
strengthen farm income through programs of wisely-used abundance instead of de­

:rendence upon enforced scarcity," Senator Humphrey said. 

Co~nenting on his observations during recent travels during many food -def-

icit areas of the Hiddle East, Senator Humphrey said: 

"I am convinced our ability to produce in abundance offers us the most 
povTerful instrument for peace existing i n the vTorld today. It is time we recog­
ni zed that fact, and made proper use of it . Food is the common denominator 
needed by mankind to survive . It can be used by our country as the basis of a 
foreign economic policy aiding American business, American farmers, and American 
forei e;n policy -- a humanitarian foreign policy which shmvs we are more concerned 
about human beings than about bombs and mi litary alliances . " 

For the farmer, increased use of food internationally in support of better 

foreign relations -- both through sales for foreign currencies and relief distri-

but i on through voluntary agencies "can lessen the need for sq_ueezing farmers 

out of production," Senator Humphrey declared. 

For the rest of the country, sharing our abundance where it is needed 

"carries abroad the symbol of America's enterprise , America 's ability to produce, 

and America's friendship" far more ef fectively than tanl{s and guns , 

"In a world urgently needing what we can produce, there is far more moral 
justif ication in using public funds to protect the income of farm families produ­
cing fo r our friends and allies as well as for ourselves than there is for 
spending millions to compel farmers not to produce, " Senator Humphr ey sai d . 

·'we need to do an about f ace, We need t o look upon our great agricultural 
production and productive ce.pac i ty as a source of strength in the world scene . 
Instead of telling farm families to q_uit producing -- or forcing them to do so 
be del iberately depressing farm prices and income to seek scarcity as a cold 
economic answer to a human problem -- we as a nation should sny 'Thank God' for 
the . farmers who have kept us from the deprivation and hunger facing vast areas 
of the 'vorld. V.le should see that our farm people are properly rewarded for 
making available to our nat ion not only the means of visibly expressing our huma.n­
i tarian concer n for f ellow mankind everY'·lhere -- but also g ::_ ving us a tremendous 
bargaining power in growing economic war fare against Communist Russia . " 

Senator Humphrey noted that Krushchev, in his recent television interview, 

shoued Russia 's concern about needing to "match our ability to pr oduce in abun-

dance. "
