"The cultural life of America has been enriched by the
Pioneering services of the ILGWU in bringing the fine
arts and the members of the ILGWU together.

"The ILGWU was an early leader in workers' education and
a staunch advocate of public education. Health, Education
and Welfare find in David Dubinsky and the ILGWU, vigorous
and effective support. Democracy here and abroad has had
no finer friend, nor more loyal champion, than David
Dubinsky. His energies and the resources of his union
have been in a great measure, responsible for the pres-
ervation of free trade unionism all over the world.
