OaFmany fo~ a b~ief period and thGn fly to Frankfo~t, 

Germany~ whe~0 we have a tull dey end a halt or 
eetiv1t1es, and we will be back in Waeb1ngton 1 D.c. 
on Sunday afternoon.

always say.
