Over 500,000 culturally deprived 

childl'en tool<: p rt in this program. School off1c1-ala~ however, 

have generally not pushed it t'Jith .federal funds du.r:tng the 
t 

regular school yea:t~. It has become ummer project. But it 

it is good in the summer, it 1s good all year and I think we 

ought to give 1t that kind of emphasis.

Only 7~ of the children in tbe preschool group are 

presently in clas es inolud1ng kindergarten, under the school 

aid program. That is not good enough for America. X think 
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you may be able to help. And I ask you to gi e it your atten­

tion and l know if ~·ou do, the next time I talk to you~ l 

know I will be able to eny at leagt 2~ or the preschool 

children w111 be getting some educ tional experience.

~herefore~ we look fo~~rd to a world in which in 

th words of the prophet Isaiah, "Na t1on shall not lift up

~he road to that kind of a orld is lOng, 1t is difficult and 

hazardous. But it 1 tbe only road tt~e dare travel . 

I believe it was Thomas Jefferson who told' us that» 

"Man cannot be both free and 1gflor nt . " And I think \'le 

eou d all tell each other there is no p ace~ no genuine peace, 

the peace of developm nt, or growth, 0~ living, the peace 

that is active and not passive, unl~as man is enlightened, 
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unless h1s mind and his spirit are awake. 

The road to freedom~ thereforej begins in the class­

room here and eve:ryt..rhcre on earth nd let us help build 

classrooms for God ' s children.
