Rights Act of 1966, (Applause.)

problems of our growing and sprawling metropolitan areas,
We have cmatld a new féderal department of housing and
urban dlvelopmant.

Hi hava cast and provid.d great supplements
for our Iuw-inem ﬂamil!..s. We are now mobil:lz!.ns our
resources, our best minds, thc most advanced bochniquon
to the task of finding lntog:utnd, systematic solutions
to the encrusted problems of metropolis, the great
metropolitan area.

We are not running away from responsibility.
We are selzing it. We are we lcoming the opportunity to
face up to rnspnnslbility.

Yes, we have worked townrd trndicatian of a
disease as old as mankind, pov-rty, that takes so high
a toll on those afflicted by it and of those who must
carry its burden.

hs; we have t;_-ans formed a cold and heartless

Immigration policy into one that 1s just, humane and
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progressive,

Yhs; we are providing hospital and nursing
home and medical care under Soecial Security for our
fathers and our mothers.

We resolve to defeat illness and disease which
brings tragic loss to our economy and unbelievable pain
to our loved ones.,

In the past three years this administration has
more than doubled its investments in health care; in
health protection.

We have helped create an economy of growth
and Juat_ie.e and opportunity; an economy of more jobs;
higher salaries and wag-s; greater investment and
proﬂt; an economy able to sustain our responsibilities
at home and an economy able to sustain our commitments
for peace and security abroad.

the color of their skiu; their religion, or their last
name .

This is what New York means to America, This
is what America means to the world.

This is what Lincoln meant when he said, "Amer-
ica is the last, best hope on eazth;“ and let's maix;tain

Some tmnty-me years ago a gr.at Amrican
Pmuldonl:, a former Gmmar of New York, a man who
as I aa!.d was true to his party, his consclence and his
eountry, sat at his desk in Warm Spri.nga, Georgia, seek-
ing to recover some of the health and vitality that he
860 richly deserved and he sat at that desk to write an
address he was never to deliver, because he was taken
from us and it appears that the pen literally fell from
his hand as he was writing that address which was to be
glven at a Jefferson Day dinner to the Democrats in the
Spring of 1945,

The great and beloved Franklin Rooseve lt wrote
then on the unfinished page, the .words that serve as our
challenge and our éhnran today.
