STATEMENT BY VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY UPON ARRIVAL, PARIS

Mrs. Humphrey and I are delighted to be in France once again, It
is a pleasure to undertake any mission which brings us to Paris 1in the

spring.

Two years ago 1 represented my country during the Paris air show
together with two of our astronauts, one of whom has since traglcally
glven his 1ife in the pursuit of man's knowledge.

Today my visit here colnclides with observances marking the 50th
anniversary of my country's entry into the First World War,

This year 1s also the 20th anniversary of the announcement of the
Marshall Plan.

These two dates: 50 years ago, French-Amerilican millitary cooperatilon
as wartime allies ... 20 years ago French-American economlc cooperation
as peacetime allles, should be remembered together., For they testify to
the full commitment of the United States to Europe and to her well-being.

My natlon's commitment to Europe remains full and undiluted today.

During the past two weeks, I have met and consulted with our
European allles, discussing policies and problems which all of us share.

Today, 1 shall have the honor of meeting with President de Gaulle
and of being his guest at luncheon at the Elysee Palace, Following this
Juncheon, I shall meet with the Councils of NATO and the OECD. And at
the end of the day, I will be meeting with your Prime Minister and Foreign
Minister.

Our two countries have been friends since the beginning of the
American Republic -- and 1ndeed even in the fight for our independence.

And we welcome this opportunity to reaffirm once more that friend-
ship.

VICE PRESIDENT'S PARIS DEPARTURE STATEMENT

Followling 1s the text of Vice Presldent Humphrey's departure state-
ment at Parls today:

Mrs. Humphrey and I have been most gratified with the hospitality
extended to us 1in Paris. We have welcomed the opportunity to affirm
once more the longstanding friendship between the French people and the
American people.

During my visit here I had the priviliege of participating 1n
ceremonies marking the 50th anniversary of my country's entry into World
War I -- when we came to the ald of this brave and embattled natilon.

I met with President de Gaulle, and your Prime Minister and Foreilgn
Minister.

I wish to thank the President and members of his Government for the
frank and fruitful discussions in which I participated.

I also had the opportunity to meet wlth the Councils of NATO and the
OECD -- two 1international organizations concerned with both the security
and well-being of all peoples,.

We leave Paris impressed with the strength and well-being of the
French natlon, and with a deep feellng that our common herltage and
values will bind us together now and in the future.

I shall bring to President Johnson, and to the Amerlcan people, a
message of friendship and good will from the people of France,
