Square.

"He decided which judges he liked -- and he insulted the others • 

"He decided which laws he preferred -- and he tried to violate the others. '1 

Noting that law enforcement ie a state and local responsibility, Humphrey 

pointed out that "Mr. Wallace was governor of the state with tlw highest murder 

rate in the nation. He could not maintain order in his own state where he~ the 

power -- but now he promises to maintain order in every city and state where he will 

not have the power." 

If division and hatred are fanned, a "patented Republican-style recession" 

could trigger an explosion, Humphrey said. 

In contrast, he said a Humphrey-Muskie Administration would offer continued 

prosperity and creative social programs.

I want you to know that I sent my best advanceman into 

Nashville last week to warm things up a little for me. Her name 

is Muriel Humphr ey. 

And I want to thank all the people of Tennessee and Governor 

and Mrs. Ellington for the wonderful reception you gave her. 

Let me say something else about my wife: I'm proud of her. 

When she was in Nashville, she held an on-the-record press 

conference -- she does it everywhere she goes -- and it wasn't just 

about flowers and sewing. She answers tough questions about every-

thing from Vietnam to the state of the economy, and answers directly. 

One can only compare her courage to t-ir. Nixon's lack of it 

and his refusal to face the American people in debate. The American 

people aren't going to buy brand x in 1968 -- I think it's time to 

strip off the wrapper and see what's underneath. 

I had a lot of advice bef ore I started this trip. 

People told me: "That's Wallace country ••• and if it's 

not Wallace country, it's Nixon country." 

Then they ran for cover. 

Well, friends, I call it American country. And I am running 

for the Presidency of the United States -- all of it.
