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Thank you very much. Thank you very much, Rrother Fhrhardt, and
our good state president, Brother John Rollings.

VOICE: Tell them like it is, Hubie.

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY?¢ It isn't every candidate for
President that can address a memmbet of the 1labor movement as
hrother, but I can.

(Applause)

Well, you have got the spirit toniqght, there is no doubt
about that.

VOICE: You are in Give 'em Hell territory. Give it to them.

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: You know what President Truman
said when someone asked him, they said why is it you always say --
why is it they always say about you give them hell, Harry. He
said, look, I never give them hell. All I do is just tell them the
truth and it just seems like hell for some of them.

(Laughter and applause)

I want to get right down to cases with you. We have another
dinner, as you know, that we are to attend tonight but I surely
wantad to come to this one and I want to take just a few minutes of
maybe reminiscing and then we are going to get out the shillallah.

Laughter)

And take on a couple of fellows at the same time.

Now, let's just, let's jus tsort of reminisce for a moment.

I started my politicallife with an endorsement by the Minneapolis
Central Labor Union when I first ran for Maynr of the City of
Minneapolis. I hava never been m a political campaign at any time

in my life that I did nothave the full endorsement of the Pmerican
Federation of Labor and CIO and other organizations of labor in

my home state. I was once a member of the AFT. I am happy to say
that I hold honorary memberships in severalgood unions. It is the
best kind of membership to hold, you know. You don't have to pay any
dues and you get all the benefits.

(Applause)

I addressed more labor conventions than most people have attended

but my life has been tied in with your life. And Thave said publicly
many times, and I want to say it here, I have never been asked by the
labor movement in all of my service as Mayor, as United States
Senator, and as Vice President, to do anything that could not bhe
printed con the front page of a newspaper or to do anything that was
not in the public interest, and I am proud of the labor movement

for that record.

(Applause)

I haven't had my friends in the labor movement come to me and
say, would you write a letter to the stockbrokers and tell them to
take -- let them know thatthe Securities and Fxchange Commission is
being tno hard on them. VYou know, only recently one nf the candidates
for the highest office in the gift of this land --- you know that
regulatory agencies of this government are supposed to be removed
roi Presidential pressure and while he still thinks he is aoing to be
President and he is playing President, I want him to know that that
letter will have no effect whatsoever, that the President ~f the
United States is not merely elected to help stockbrokers, he is
elected to represent the interest of the stockowners and the people
of this ccuntry.



(Applause)

Now, some of you may say what is this fellow talking about
tonight? Well, let me tell yvou what I am talking about. Only
recently the Republican nominee sent a letter out to two nr three
thousand selected pecple telling them that he thought that the
Securities and Exchange Commission, which was set up under the
New Deal to protect people who were baying stoc's in the stock
market, to protect them from fraudulent cperations, he sent a letter
out saying that he wanted them to know, that is, these brokers,
that he thought the Securities and Fxchange Ccmmission was heing
unfair, but he didn't send a letter to a single owner of a mutual
fund, and socme of you right in this audience own shares in little
mutual funds, he didn't send a letter to vou saying that you ought
to be protected. Not »n your life. And ladies and gentlemen, that
tells a lot about this campaiqgn.

Tonight I was informed that the Republican nominee nlans on
taking four hours on national television on Saturday before the
election, I believe it is Saturday before the election, at least
a day or two before the election, four hours -- I would hate to tell
you what that bill is. Let me tell you scmething, it runs into the
hundreds cf thousands, up into the millinns nf dAnllars. And he is
going to monopolize those airwaves and that will be more television
time than we will have in this entire campaiqn, and he will he
spending more money on that particular one day exercise than I have
had to spend in all of my media camnaign, thus far in this campaign,
but I don't care if he takes ten hours. I would like to aive him 24.
Maybe he will finally say something »n hat is aring on in this
country.

(Applause) (Whistles)

This country deserves better. Here we are, three men, crmpetina
for the highest office within the gift of the American neople,

VOICES: Twn men.

VOICE: One man.

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHRFEY: Thatis better.

(Applause)

I wish it were that way but I know better and T know that there
are three, and I know that when we compete for this job, this areat
responsibility, and this high honor, thatyou have right to expect the
best out of us that we have in us. You have a riaght to know what we
think. You have a right to hear us cross examine each other. You
have a right to hear us speak from the sameplatform at the same time
under the same circumstances on the same issues before the same
audience on the same netwnrk before the same press under the same
circumstances. And that is what I have been asking for, and what
happens? What happens? The Republican nrminee --

VOICE: Chicken.

(Laughter and applause)

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: The Republican nominee says that is
kid stuff.

I want to tell you something, ladies and gentlemen. The American
pecple are entitled to better things than that. You are entitled to
know, mother, what this man and what Hubert Humphrey and what the third
party candidate has in mind for you and your family. You are
entitled to know what we think about issues such as Vietnam 2nd the
arms race, the treaty to prevent the spread of nuclear weapons, Social
Security, Medicare.

What do we think about the labor movement? What dn we think
about right to work laws? What do we think about a hundred and
one things? You are entitled to know. And you ouaht to have the
privilege of seeing us cross examine each n~ther and let the truth
come out or let the other fellow be exposed for what his position is.

People hold different positions. We d»n't all agree in this
country. DBut one candidate abnve 21l ~thers in this campaian has
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decided that he can get by on generalities. Every time any issue cnome:
up he says, I can't talk about that because there is a moratorium
on that discussinn.

The next one comes up'and he says I can't talk abh~ut that
because there are negotiatinns under way,

The next one comes up and he says I can't talk ahout that
because that is highly sensitive.

Well, ladies and gentlemen, I want to tell ynru something,
if you have got a man that wants to be President that can't talk
to you when he wants to be President, let me tell vru he will have
nothing tn say to you after he is President.

(Applause and whistles)

There are two Congressmen here toniqght -- r~ne Congresswroman
and one Conqgressman and me. And T want to tell you that they
are wonderful penple.

(Applause)

You just will never have anybodv better, that has Aone a2 better
job for you in this Congress, that House nf Pepresentatives, than
Leonor Sullivan right over here.

(Applause)

Anc you folks out there in St. Louis County, y~u have ant the
chance of your life now in Jimmy Syminqgton,

(Applause)

He is the great son ~f a areat father and a great mother and what a
great family, and I am proud t» call them all friends, avery one
of them. Great penple, those “ymingtnns.

(Applause)

You know, I know why the Republican nominee is hiding out. I
know why. Because he @resn't want to answer some of the questiess
that I want to put tchim. I don't want to give you all the speech
that I have in mind for a half dozen occasinng but let me tell you
this, why he doesn't want to talk. T know why he doesn't want to
appear. He doesn't want me to put it to him why when he had a chance
to help somebedy get a college educatinn, semebody to get some help
in school, when we had a chance early in the fifties tn qet seme aid t-
education, when schools were cperating at half time, when vou
couldn't find teachers, when you knew that yru had children in class
rooms that were ~vercrowded, he dresn;t want me to put it tn him anéd
say, listen, Mr. Nixon, while you were Vice President, why did vou
vote no on a tie vote on Federal 2id ¢o Fducatinn? I know he Anesn't
want me to ask him but I am askina him.

(Applause)

Let me tell you this country is better ~ff hecause yrur
Federal Government has seen fit tn» pour hillions ~f dnllars now into
@ar schotls. 54 per cent of the merican families tnday havea snn
or a daughter in college and manyof them are the sons and daughters
of workers. In ten years, 80 percent nf the American families
will have a son or daughter in college, and I will tell ynu why ,
because the Democratic Administratinn cared, because we put money
into schools, hecause we provided scholarships, bhecause we provided
loans, because we know that an education is the hest investment that =z
person or a nation can make, and we are going to continue tn do it.

(Applause)

And Mr. Nixon doesn't want me to ask hinm why he wasn't for
increased benefits in Social Security at the same time we were vntina
increased benefits for Senators. He doesn't want me to ask him why
he said that Medicare wouldn't work znd why he spent a lifetime tryinqg
to stop it. He doesn't want me to remind him that T intronduced the
first bill in Congress nn Medicare in 1949 when he was opposed tn it.

(Applause)

He dnesn't want me to ask him what is your public record, Mr.
Nixon? What bill did ynu ever pass? What bill has your name on it?
What legislation did vnu contribute tn for the aord of this country?

VOICE: Taft-Hartley.



(Laughter)

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: VYnu het., Nou bhet.

He dresn't want to stand before an audience like this rr any
other audience and have me say to him, listen, how do vou stand
in the rankings that labor gives, not cnly =-n labor bills but on all
the great legislation, on health and consumer and education and all
of the legislation that affects the people's interest, and,
ladies and gentlemen, I will let apybndy take a look at my recnrd and
let them take a lonk at his and then vote.

(Applause)

Ladies and gentlemen, I don't intend £f I can help it -- and@ I
need your help; this is ncot just my fight and you know it. Vnu know
that if the Republican nominee wins this electinn that you have no
friend in the White House and you know it. He said he is aoing to

report -- he is going to appoint some Democrats, he said, to the
Cabinet. I tell you I know what kind of Democrats those will be.
(Applause)

We have got a few like that. Ve have got a few like that.

VOICE: Dixiecrats.

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: I will tell yecu, thev will be areat.
They will be ones that convert him like Strom Thurmond.

VOICE: How about Maddox?

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: He can have him, too.

(Laughter and applause)

I tried to save his wobbling political soul but he wasn't
savable.

(Laughter)

Now, let me tell you, my friends, acgain, it is nnt my fight
alone. It is yours. I am the standard bhearer for a nolitical prarty,
for the Democratic Party, but I don't need to tell you I was hack
here in St. Louis in 1956, 1958, 1960, I see a2 lot nf workers here
that have jobs that are better jobs now than they had then and I think
I recall a few things that were aoina on.

Mr. Nixon says that he wants to have mnre »f the same. That
is what he said. He said, I want to bring you back more ~f the
same of what we had. Gnod God.

(Laughter)

What did you have? Seven per cent unemployment. Three
recessions. 2Any working family that can ano for that, well, all I can
say is, mother, housewife, if your hushand is votina that way, vou
had better have a talk with him. Talk hard to him.

VOICE: Get a new hushand.

(Laughter)

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: No. I will not advocate that.

(Laughter)

But I am advccating that ynu take stern measures.

(Laughter and applause)

You have to admit we Democrats have more fun than that other
crowd, anyhow,

Now, let me talk to you about the otherend, and this is the
one that I want to talk te you about because this is the serinus
part of this election. If this was a two-party election, I wouldn't
have anyworries about how it was aoing to come out because I do not
believe that the people that -rejected Richard Nixon in 1960, a state
that rejected him in 1962, that the people of the United States would
accept him in 1968. I just don't believe that.

But this election is not a reaular electicn or a normal electinn
nor are the times normal, and you and I know it, and as much as some
pecple want to gloss over it, the facts are here and they are hard to
look at.

The facts are that the third party candidate is makinag serious
inroads in and ocut of the labhor movement, in and ocut ~f north and
south. Some months back they saicd, well, 211 he will dn is cet some
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votes in the south, and a lot of my fellow Demncrats comforted them-
selves with that and said, well, that will hurt Nixon.

Now, the fact is that that isn't all that is happening. He has
been kurrowing in up north and on the border states and he has
been getting by because nn nne, with o~ne nr two excentions, and I
am one nf them, have heen exposing him, and the labor movement has
b een doing it. “Don't let George do t~ the United States what Georae
dd to 2labama"; and that is put ocut hy the St. Louis Labor Council
and this little pamphlet ought to be in every wnrker's home in
America, and nught to be read five times a day.

(Applause and whistles)

And this pamphlet tells the facts. I don't need tn an over them
in detail. I will just simply tellynu this, that everyv mother and
f ather in this room ought to know that his state under his leader-
ship, and there are wonderful people in Rlabama just as there are in
Missouri, black and white, and remember that his state under his
leadership had the second lowest per capita expenditure for
education of any state of the Union, and it wasn't that Fe just
denied a black boy or girl a schonl. He denied a white one, ton.

You know what he is getting by with? He is getting by around
t his country pretending that, oh, well, this fellow Humphrey wants
to go too fast. He wants to do everything for the black man. He
doesn't care anything about the blue cnllar worker and the white
man.,

Well, I have been a blue collar wrorker and I am white and I
care about myself and I care ahout blacks and whites and Georae
Wallace decesn't. That is the difference.

(Applause and whistles)

Listen to what this pamphlet says. Alabama wages in 1967
placed that state in 48th place, only two from the hnttom nf the
nation. Alabama earninas last year were 32 per cent lower than the
average for all the United States. Income per person in the United
States was $3,137 but in Alabama it was $2,166, $971 less than the
natinnal average. Hiagh consumer taxes. The most rearessive, the
most unfair tax program in the world is the sales tax. 2And every
housewife in this audience knows that Alabama has the hichest sales
tax in the nation, six percent. Six per cent.

Yes, my friends. 2nd this man parades in the labor movement
as a friend of the worker and some people fall for it.

What is his economic program? What assurance Ac you have y»ou
won't have unemployment? The lowest wnrkmen's compensation in
America. And how dnes he get by with it? What is he doina in the
labor movement? I will tell you what he is doina. He is coing
arnund and he has got a lot of white wnrkers saying, you know that
this fellow Humphrey, he goes around trying to aget a Nearn a job and
when he does, it threatens your job.

That is a 1ot of hoqwash. What I am trying to Ao is have an
economy in this America that will permit every white man and every
back man that wants to work to have a job.

(Applause and whistles)

Let me say to you, my friends, there are cities to be rebuilt an
we are going to do it. There are schools that need tn be huilt
and we are going to build them. There are roads that need to be
built and we are aoing to build them. There aren't ennugh workers
to do these jobs today.

We are building a2 bitter America and we are building a better
America and we need every American and we need them hlack ~r white,
brown, yellow, or red, we need them no matter who they are. If
they are an American citizen and they have a jnbh, they have a willina-
ness to work, I want you to know what my program is. I don't look at
the color of their skin. I look at their ability and their willina-
ness to work and if they are willing, they will gn to work.

(Applause)



Now, let me give you a simple example., Some ~f us have
pretty good sized families. When ynu have three kids in the family
and you are having supper -- dn you call it suprer here or dinner?

VOICE: Supper.

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: We call it --

VOICE: Eatin'time.

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: Well, eatin' time, 2ll rinht.

(Laughter)

You have three kids in the family and ma makes a pie and ynu
cut that pie and you've ant a friend that comes in, so you have aot
six pieces nut of the prie.

You've got a lovely hmme, ynu are vouna and y~u are healthy
and you are making gond money and ynu have c¢ot six kids in the family.

Now, if you use the same size pie tin, somebody is either qoina
to go without pie or the pieces are going to get smaller.

You know what Humphrey's program is? Get a bigger pie tin.

(Applause)

And it is just that way. Build a bigager country.

We are gning to have a trillion dollar economy in this cruntry
in four more years, a trillion dnllars. You say, I can't helieve
it. Well, let me tell you, we have today almost a $900 hillion
economy. I trillion dellar economy.

Now, that means more income, mnre jrbs. That means more wnrk,
more investment, and we are gning to need pesople as we never needed
them before.

Ladies and gentlemen, scme ~f the hest peorle that we find are
penple who came from the ponrest families because some nf those people
understand what it rsally means to need a2 job and t» want one and
to work. And we are goin~t to train workers.

This fellow Nixon went nut the other day and said, ycu know
what that Humphrey wants to do? He wants to srend more money nn
education, all these silly programs. He wants to spend more mnney on
this war on poverty. He wants tn spend more money on all ~f these
training prngrams and educaticn.

He is right. I do.

I will tell you scmething, when we spend,it will come hack
a hundredfnld. Every time a man gets a jocb z2nd we heln him qet it,
every time a person is trained, black or white, and we help train
him, no matter how much it costs, we will aet it back. Did you ever
hear of withholding?

(Laughter and applause)

Oh, bosh, I have got to an. Listen, I have gnt to tell you one
other thing. You know, I will tell ynu a stnry that actually happrened
cut in Loyola University in New Orleans. There was a woman there
that has been on relief. She had never gotten ~ff relief. There
was no man in the home. She was black. She had children. She
was messed up, as we say. But she got into a training program and
they trained her at 1ong last to becrme a secretary and tnday that
woman has a job in a medical publishing house. That is a true
stnry. And when she gnt her jnb -- hy the way, the state and the
city had spent thousands nf decllars taking care of the family on
relief, and they only spent a few hundred dollars training her and
I can tell her Nixon and Wallace saying that is to» much mroney we
are spending. Of course, they alsno say we cught to cut back on
relief. They just want to cut back ~n perple. That is really what
they want to cut back ~n.

But anyway, this woman gnt 2 job and she came in with the
first pay check after the second week -- she had her check, and
she came t» her instructor and she said to her instructor, she said,
lock, I have the first check that I ever earned and it has mv name
on it. For the first time I have a check with mv name on it and
I earned it. She said, I am the happiest werman in th evorld, And
her instructor said, well, you make me very happy because it means



that we have done something here, somethina anod,

The second week she came -- the next pay check comes and
she comes back and she says, nh, she says, I have annther check hut,
she says, there is a little stub nn the side »~f it and they have all
k inds of little numbers on there. And it has SS. What dnes that
mean?

He says, ~h, that is Social Security. And then it says, WH,
What does that mean? That is withhnlding. And she said, oh, what deoes
13 that mean? He said, well those are taxes, dear. And she said,
you mean I am paying taxes? And he said, yes, you are. Fvery twn
weeks the Government takes out a certain amount of that check for
taxes and then there is a little taken out for your uninn dues and
there is a little taken out for this and thatand they kind of listed
wt all the things that had been taken out.

She says, nh, I am sc happy. She says, y~u know, I have
never paid taxes in my life. She said, I feel like a reazl citizen.

Two weeks later she came back. She had the check and she came ir
and she was kind of anqry and she was waving that check at the instruc-
tor. She says, I want vyecu tn take a lorck at this. Look at all the
taxes that Government is charging me.

(Laucghter and applause)

Ladies and gentlemen, ladies and gentlemen, that is rehabilita-

(Laughter and applause)

That is what we are talking about.

So, I wanted to talk to ynu tonight about what is the anssip,
and I know what the gessip is. The anssip is, and it is being
put out in the ranks of lahor, amongst people that have mortaaces,
people that have suffered unemployment, pecnle that have every reason
to be concerned, the anssip is that this fellow Humphrey, he is not
really concerned about me, a hlue cnllar worker. He is concerned
aboutsomebody else.

I want you to know, my dear friends, the best way for me to he
c encerned about you, you, you and you, is to be concernéd abnut this
man, a2nd that man and somebndy else. When we are concerned about
each other, when we are concerned ahout full employment, when we are
concerned about expanding America, when we are c¢oncerned ahout a
rpsperous America, when we are concerned zhout jobs for evervhndy,
you don't have to worry abnut race and you don't have to worry ahnut
wether you are going to lose your job.

That is the biagest bunch of hocum that
I have ever heard in my life. Law and order. A man who picks which
courts he is going to abide -- that he is going to abide by, which
1 aws he is going to live by, which judges he is qoing to respect. You
try it sometime. You just try to pick which ones yru are going
to like and see what happens to you.

(Laughter)

A man that defies the highest law of the land and says he
is a law abiding citizen. You try it sometime. And he says that is
awl and order.

And, ladies and gentlemen, let me tell you something. If he
is going to have the kind of law and order for Rmerica that he had
for Alabama, then may I say that God Rless RAmerica is no longer a
song, it ought to be a prayer.
