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VICE-PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: =-- - I am honored and pleased to
be hsre today - - - I hope that every observer of the poslitical
scene will take note of that fact that every segment of organized
labsr, every great internatisnal, every part of it is represented
here today in this great meeting that you are having of a united
labor committee 2f the United Labor Pslitical Action - - -.

And I am so pleased, because this is what it is going to
take for us to win this campaign.

And Monsignor Kern, I have heard your praises so many times.
And of course I know of you and your parish. Now, more important
I know of your encouragement you have given working people -- -.

I consider it a2 rare privilege to be in your presence and
receive as <thers have here today your blessing, and to have yosu
sffer the prayer for this meeting --bacause, bslieve me, if there
ever was a time that we osught to prayerfully think absut our
country, it is now. If there ever was 2 time that we needed clear
thoughts, clear thinking, if there ever was a time that we needed
an honest, 2pen discussion of the issues, it is now.

And how pleased I am that this meeting was opened by the
invocation of tha Right Reverend Monsignor Clement Kern, whe is
lovad and s2 much lovad by so many people here and elsewhere.

Now, I come to you as & friend. I don't have tc have any
brachure that t ells you where I have been or where I have steood,
and w lether 2r not ysu have some reassn to believe that I might
be a friend of organized labor. I think you know better. I
think y2u know the truth.

(Applausz)

I think you know, whether ycu are 2f the industrial unions,
the craft unisn, whether y2u are 2f the auto workers, 2r the
teamstzrs, or the brotherhzeds, or the mine workers, whatever it
may bz. I think ysu know that through my 25 years now, almost
25 years 2f public life, that I have had a record of unswerving
support, just as you have also had a record with me 2f genercus
and loyal support in every pnolitical endeavzr of my life.

N2ow, ladias and gentlemen, we have sur chance now. We
have been tzgethar. We have worked together, Yosu have helped me
in g2od times and in bad times, in times sf drought and times of
rain, in times of ths wintry storms and the times of the bright
sunshine <¢f summer.

We have stood together in election after electiosn. Some
we have won and some we have lost.

And I think this is the crucial election of this period
5>f 2ur history, bacause there-are forces at work in America
today in large numbers that could set this country back, that

zuld divide this natisn irreparably, that could open wounds in
sur social body, in our bady politic t &t it would take decades
to heal, if ever. And we must not let these forces tear us
apart. We cannot..

We cannot listen t> the voice of the demogogue and the
hater. We cannot listen to pecple who say that American shall
be divided, that American shall be black against white, and
white against black, and rich against pa2or.

We cannot listen ts those viices, friends.

And that is what this =zlection is 211 about.

The labor movement has been built on the principle of
sclidarity. Whatever your differences, you have learnad how to



respect each osther's picket lines, ysu have learned how to

respect each ot her. And you haven't always had it just like ycu
have wanted it. You haven't always agreed. And I don't expect any
man or woman to always agres with zverything I have to say, or
everything I have done or may do.

But I do think that you have a2 right to knosw that I
care. I do think you have a right to know that I will list en.
And I do think yav have a right to know where I have stood.

Now, during this campaign we have had many obstacles, and
if you will permit me, I would like to just talk as a neighbor
and a friend and as a brother.

We got a late start. Our convention of thz Democratic Party
was six weeks -- five weeks later --between five and six weeks
later than the Republican convention.

We were torn in »ur party, &s we were in ths labor
movemnent.

I came into this campaign, nst by any particular design on
my part, but te put it quite frankly my seniority clause was
pretty weak. My contract was running out. And then besides
that, the management quit.

(Applause)

None of these things I had planned.

And then I had to do some replanning and rethinking.

And I know what the battle is. I know that it has been
an uphill fight. I read and I see the polls, and I hear what
people say.

I know that during the summar great tragedy befell us --
just about the time that our efforts in the Democratic Party
were moving along into what I call a fair and heated and
spirited contest --wne2 5 the most gallant of our men, a gifted,
brillisnt Unitsed States Senator, was shot down. Another
membzr =f a great family taken by the assassin's bullet.

Now, you and I know that that soured the whole thing.

Tt left us sick at heart. It left this country sick at heart.

And then wz went through this perisd of tryinag to put
the pieces back together.

There were Kennady forces, McCarthy forces, reqular
Democrats, Humphrey Democrats. There were all kinds.

I'1l tell you, we had more differant kinds than Heinz
has got variety, or beans.

And then we went to & convention, and we had two things
happen. We had a struggle in a convention and we had a
catastraophe osutside of it.

Thztz conventiosn, for all practical purposses, waasn't over
until Labor Dey. Owxdinarily you would have your campaign all
geared up »Hv Tabor Day. Ordinarily under any other terms you
would have had your oonventicn over in July.

But with an incumbent President who undoubtedly at that
time thoughi he was ¢oing to run -- the convention was put
late. Then he decidad nol 2 run.

And by T.aboxr Day we were just coming out of the
convention.

I have had people say to me --well, why didn't you get a
faster start, Mr. Humphrey.

Start? Ladies and gentlemen, we were trying to drag
ourselves up out of a ditch.

In the meantime, tha Republican Party is well financed
and they have got their balloons and their confetti, and they have
got their parades and their slick advertising, and they have
been osn tha television, dear friends, from the last waek of
July up until this very minut e.

The man ysu are talking to never had one single
telavision spot or radios announcement from the 19th day of
August to the 27th day of September -- not one. We didn't



have any money. And we had to go arosund and try to piece
things together -- get our friends in labar to pull together,
get our different groups in tha Demzcratic Party t9 pull
together, get some p=ople to csme sut and say they would help.

But I have good news for you.. We have pulled it togethar.
And we have got a fighting organization now, and we are going
to whip the living daylights out of them,

It hasn't bzen easy. But because it hasn't been, the
wine of victory will taste all the sweeter --all the sweeter.

(Applaus=)

Let me make it clear. This is not just my election. I
happen to be the standard bearer 2f sne of the parties -- the
Democratic Party. I want to be President. I hope that
I have gained the experience and the maturity that would make it
possible for me to be a good President. I want to be ysur
leader. I have some ideas that I want to put into action. I
want to give this country leadership. I want t2 be its
teacher. I want to call forth the goodness that is in the
American psople and not the pettiness.

I want to call forth the greatness that is in the American
people. And I think there is greatness in the people.

And I want t2 sz2e this nation of ours mobilize its
rascurces to halp »nzonle bascome battar psopnle.

You know, Aear friends, socme of the finest peosple that
we have today in America that 2re making the greatest name for
thems=zlvas only ten yezars 2g3, fifteen ysars ags, were the
children of the poorest of the poorx.

N2w that the Detwyoit Tigers wan the World Series I think
you won't mind if I mantisn that Dob Cibscn, the great pitcher
of the £%., Liouis Jardlnzls, wieta a boask entitled "From the
Ghettz == Gi:ry”.

Paurest o the poor.

That Olympic t2am that is in Mexico City right now --
take a look at them.

Some of the greatest
architects, scientists, doctors, =ntertainers -- children of
the poox.

Ladizs and gentlemen, there are millions of young people
in Americs, vaung and »1d, that have never had a chance. And
when thev get a chance,. it is nﬁt only going to be bzitter for

Ladies and gentlemen, I am here to testify that every
dollar that we make available for human rehabilitation, for
the cleaning up 2f our cities, for the improvement >f our
sacial institutions, for the betterment of our neighborhoods, for
the education of our young, for the health needs sf our people, for
the care 2f our elderly -- every dollar that we make available
out of public or private resources comes back ten-fs1d. Don't
worry -- it comes back.

Let me sh:w you.

We have a family on relief. The only csuntry that can
afford welfare is a very rich country. And it is bad faxr the
country and bad for the individual, if the person is capable of
work.

I want to tell y»u something. I hope and prey - Joodness
t hat we don't bring Alabama law and order t2 Washinguin, D.C.
sr this won't be much of a country to live in.

(Applause)

Some of you were down in the street there today and heard
me. Let me just repszat it again.

Here is the man that runs around this country -- he is a
big, tsugh fellow. I call him and General LeMay the Bombsey
Twins, ysu knaw. They have ways >f settling everything. If
yzu don't like what they are doing and y2u gst in their way,
te said -- I will run over ycu. Well, I don't think the
antamobile industry really wants that, Walter, and I don't think
that is any way to run a country. And the ot her man says, o
that is on the Vice-Presidential ticket, if they don't give us --
i< they don't have peace, we will bomb them back into the stone
age.

Well, this is a very enlightening way to talk about the
v .rld in which we live.

There are no simple answers, friends. And anybody t at
gives you them that simple -- watch osut.

Mr. Wallace's platform -- not a word absut the United
Natisns, not a word. Not a wor d about how we are &9 ssek
peace. No -- there are s> many voids in it I won't t alk =bout
it. I will only say this -- that the main thing he talks &bout
is law and order. And what is he really talking about? Black
and white -- and you know it. Let's just lay it on the line.

And haw much law and ~rder did he have in Alabama? The
highest murder rate of any state in the Union. That's the
worst kind of crime. The second is what we call aggravated
assault, and he had the sscond highest rate for that.

The Governor of Maryland, his State has the fourth highest
crime rates.

My Vice-Presidential candidate ccmes from a State that
has the fifth lowest. And I come from the State that has the

15th lowest.

$o if you are going to put it on the basis of who has the
lowest crime rate, we ought to get the election without the
votes,

But Mr. Wallace's law and grder program is as phoney
as a three dollar Confederate bill. And let's just face it.

And any union member that believes that George Wallace,
the third party candidate, is for him is a man that is just
angry at his wife, or had a fight with his best friend.

(Applause)

I ran a poslice department. I was mayor of the city.

I had t9 49 something about it. And I sell you one of the first
things I did when I became Mayor of Minneapolis --I got myself
2 new Chief of Police, put new inspectors and deputy inspectors
in. And then I doubled the police salaries. That's the first
thing I d4id -- .,number one,

Number Two ~- I gave them the first forty-hour week of any
police department, in the Upited States, Walter. And they
didn't have t> come up and twist my arm, either.

And Number Three, I put more officers onM

And Number Four, I sent them to the university for
specialized training in commumity relationms and human relatioms.

And Number Five, I said -- listen now --

~«- I am doing to expect professional performanc:, .. -ase
you are getting professional pay.

Now, if you want a better police department in =2y city,
you are going to have o pay for it. And no ity . rgrica
today can afford it alone.

I want to tell you -- I am not here to give spe«c...n far~

mayors, but there isn't a mayor in America that has the
resources that he needs for the jobs that need to be done. And
that is why we need federal aid to these cities. And federal
aid to the cities is helpful. The property tax is breaking
people in many »f our cities. And you know it.

(Applause)

The fairest tax is the progressive income tax. That is
the fairest one.

(Applause)

And I have laid out a whole program of how we are going
t> help our cities and how we are going to help our police
cd-partments, and how we are going to do these things.

I am not going to bother you with the time today. It is
i ere and your unions have it, and it is in printed form, :t
lL.as been on the radios, it has bszen on television.

But I'll tell ysu -- you don't get it from what Mr.
Wallace said the other day.

They said "Mr., Wallace, what are you going to do if you
get to be President for the police?" He said"I am going 2
give them moral support" Well, that will be a skimpy diet, I'll
tell you that.

Here is a man that says he is for law and order. He
refuses to obey the laws that he doesn't like. He stands ia
front of a school door and when the court says that children should
enter it, he says "Don't enter".

He respects the judges that he likes and vilifies the
others. He obeys the court orders that he likes and defies
the others. You try it sometime and see what happens to you.

And you want him for President.

Now, if you want to vote a frustration vot @ if you just
feel you have to be damned mean and ornery sometimes, find
some otler way to do it, will you. Don't sacrifice your country.

You know, I listen a good deal and I hear a good deal. And
I know what is going on. I'll tell y2u what the scuttlebut
is, and I'1l1l lay it on the line. And this is what is going
on in many a union. It is this.

"You know that fellow Humphrey" -- the propagandists
say --"You know what he wants to do? He wants to put black
people on those jobs and that means I am going to lose my jsb
as a blue collar white worker."

That is what they are saying. I know that.

Well, let me tell you what I want to do.

I didn't take a look at yaur color. I just believe in
jobs. I believe in an economy that provides jobs. I believe
that if the economy can't provide the jobs, then it is the
responsibility of the federal government to help provide the jabs.

I believe in full employment. And I believe in it for
whites and blacks, fat and thin, tall and short.

And not only that -- may I say that as you add more on,
on the seniority system -- every time a new one comes in, you

go> up. So you don't get hurt.

But this is what is going on in the neighborhosds. And
you know it.

There is only one danger that you face, and thht is if a
Republican administratisn gets in — because Wallace isn't going
to get in -- he can help wreck the constitutional PXocessas, but
he is not going to be President. But he can fix it so that
Mr. Nixon is. And if the Republicans get in, ysu woan't need to

be worried absut what calor You are -- you will be out of wark.
And I'll tell you that.
(Applause)

Will you aver.

If you don't believe it, take a look at the last time they
were in.

Listen -- ye shall judge them by their deecs saith the
Scripture. And I say it another way. Just judge them by how
thay verform. Three recessions, eight years.

I was in Detroit. I saw your unemployment. And maybe
y>u haven't forgotten it. And you owe it -- you owe it to your
membarship to tell them. You owe it ta these younger ones.

A lot of the ysung union members that have come in, all thev had
to Jo is pay their dues. Thay didn't have to fight. They
dicén't get beat up when they fought for a union. But you ow:

it o them to tell ¢ bm, bacause they have got mortgages, aru
th. vy have got a family.

And I'll tell you --ysu just have that paycheck stopped for
a ccuple of months -- see what happens t2 t ht little bungzlcw they
bought, see what happens to that car, and see what furnitui+ is
repossessed. And so on down the line.

I tell you this is your election, not mine. I have
Still got my house. I will be able to take care of most of +:.:
mortgage for a while. T will.

I want to be your President. But I am nct going to be v:ur
President at the expense of my convictisns. That is where-
we start.

(Applause)

And ysu have got to get the shop stewaras, you have got to
get those paople that are -ut there in the plant tas start to talk
to people. They have got ts begin to undarstand that the White



House is not for sale, that it shouldn't go to the biggest bidder,
and it shouldn't go to the man with the highest advertising
budget, because if that is the case, then yosu xe just wasting
your time fooling around with me, because I don't have that big a
budget. As a2 matter of fact, it has been bare bones. And I
have to depend upon ysu a great deal, and I am going to.

I am going t» find out whether or not the psople run this
country or whether the public relation firms run this countty.

I am going t2 find out whether your vote runs this country or the
TV runs it. We are going to find out in this zslection.

(Applause)

I am not going to go through all of Mr. Nixon's record. Good
grief, I want to be happy for the rest of the day.

(Laughter)

I will just say this. I will say this. That you can
search through the annals of the Congressional Record and you
won't find a single piece of major legislation on which he*has
his name.

I'll tell you, that is something I have been trying to
find out.

The Mayor of this city offered free facilities over here at
Cobs Hall for George Wallaca, Richard Nixon and Hubert Humphray.
And I want you t2 know I am ready and I am in shape. I can go
fifteen rounds.

(Applause)

S5 here is what we are talking about.

We are talking about jobs. We are talking abocut schools.

We are talking about our kids. We are talking about our grand-
parents. And to every young worker let me tell you Medicare

does you as much gooad as it does your mother and father, because
whan you have sacial insurance like Medicare, you don't have to
pay their hospital bills, and you don't have to have them g5 down
to the relisf office and plead that they are poor, or you don't
have to wonder how you are going to pay that bill.

Listen -- Medicare is a godsend.

And Richard Nixon said it wouldn't work. He was opposed
to it.

Ladies and gentlemen, listen --this election -- the issues are
s2 clear. But he doesn't want us to know the issues. That is
why all the confetti, that is why all the balloons, that is
why all the hsopla.

ThEy say3 he looks calm and paised and he is cool and he is
confident, and they say he is a new Nixon. I say tht is a lot
2f balosney.

(Applause)

And I'11l tell you something else. It's the same Qld cr wd --
with one addition. He picked up someone that left us -- an.
by golly in 1948 one man, when I got up to speak, saw the exit
sign in the Democratic canvention -- just like that sign, r .~ht

back there -- it said "Exit". And I got up and said it is
time fsr the Democratic Party to walk out of the shadcws o. _tates
rights and stand up forthrightly in the bright sunshine of “uman
rights. And old Strom Thurmond, magnolias and all, whistli g
Dixie, got up and walked out.

(Applause)

He decided to change parties. He did the right thing -~
I'11 tell you t Aht. He came clean. I will say that for him.

He got right over where he belonged. He became a Republican.

And I thought --well, in light of all the newness that I
have bzen reading about, this man that now understands that we
are in the 20th century, and that Mr. Nixon is a changed man,
and everything --I figured, well at least you couldn't expect
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him to take that man around as an advisor, particularly when he
had Rockefeller and Lindsay, and you had Percy, and he had all

kinds sf people that were supposed to be liberals, that are at

least reas2nably liberal.

But what do y2u think happened when he got really in trouble?
lle panicked, thought he might not get the nominaticn on the first
ballot. And he went on off, and there he found General Strom
Thutmond, over t &re, in uniform and all. And he said "Let us
talk". And they -sat down and they cooked up scwme p>litical
medicine. And I want t- tell my dear friends, it isn't geritol.

(Applause)

And ths result of it -- the results of it are yet to be all
unfsolded. But the first result was the chuice for the
Vice-Presidency sn the Republican ticket.

I want to tell y-u, my dear friends, if I have done nothing
for you in this country in my life, except what I did in Chicags --

I can tell you this -- that I performed a great service for this
land, and I say it modestly and immodestly, but I say it
truthfully -- I performed a great service for this party and

this land when I asked the convention tco nominate Ed Muskie as
my Vice-Presidential nominee.

(Applause)

You better take a lock at these first selections. You
better take a look.

Just remembar, sne out of every three men that has ever
held this 2fficaz of President in the last fifty years has never
lived sut his t 2rm. I don't like to say that. But it is a
fact. And we have got to be aware of it.

We are talking absut 2ur country now. We are not talking
about running a theater or a pop corn stand.

One out of every three —-- either through natural causes
or assassination.

And, ladies and gentlemen, you just think about the
prospect of a General LeMay or a General Agnew --just let that
one sink in -- I mean a President Agnew -- let that one sink
in for a little while. A man wh2 said just yesterday that
he didn't really think that the people wh> were podr knew much
absut poaverty, he preferred to talk to the experts.

I want to tell y»>u, folks -- you really got to be hung up
to talk like that.

(Applause)

Ss we are talking serious business, ladies and gentlemen --
talking about your life, we are talking about your family, we
are talking about yosur vote.

And I am going to leave you —-¥'ve got other work to do.
But I want you to go tz work, as y»u have never worked before.
I said shop stewards, local officers.

I know that some of ysu are going ts be -- soma of you: in
some of the unions that are business agents, yosu are goinc
to ask yourself -- well, do I want to get in a fight for
Humphrey, becauss t kBre is a lot of Wallace support in th-:
unisn. Well, let me tell you something, dear friends. I~ you
want a union-busting President, if you want a right-to—wos. -law
President, y2u g2 ahead and get him.

But I am here to tell you that if you want somebody that
will work with you --I saw somebody t Bt had one of these
buttons on for our migrant farm workers. When I get to be your
President, we are going to amend the Natiosnal Labsr Relations
Act so tkat migrant farm workers can bargain too.

(Applause)
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Sc we are in it together. And if you are unwilling to risk
your possitisn, to fight it out, then why should I risk mine. But
I am going to fight it 2ut, and so are you, bacause we are made
2f sterner stuff. And we are going t2 have a new Presidency.
And when I bacome yosur Presidant, we are gsing t5 take a great
lock at this whole country. Not that others haven't done well,
bacause they have. We are ever indebted to Jshn Kennedy, and we
are =2ver indebted t> President Johnson. We have had great
programs <f social progress in this country.

(Applause)

But as I have said -- I will not hesitate to evaluate every
p2licy and svery commitment of our country abroad. And I will
take a lodk at every commitment and pzlicy at home.

This is a new time, a new perisd, a new day.

We are going t> have anct ker hundred
million Americans o be with ~ur American family in the next
twenty-five years. Where are they going to live? How are we
going to hzuse them? How are we g2ing to educate them? How
are we going to keep this economy growing so there are jobs?

Can you imagine the bitterness in America, can y2u imagine
the trouble in Detroit if you had t en per cent unemployment in
this city?

You just let that one sink in.

Can you imaging what young and 214 alike, black and white,
would do?

We have got to ke=zp this country moving azhead. We have to
trust cne another. We must be 2 united pauple. We have to be for
ourselves, and we may =ven have to> stand alone, some day, in
this world. So we are gsing to need avery American working at
top performance -- avery American. And we are going to have to
have the best pzsrformance osut ¢©f this country possibla. And
that is what I am dedicated toT

I want the yosung pecple to know that they will have a
President that they can talk to. I want them to know that the
White House will not bs & fortress -- it will be a welcome house.

I want you workers to know that yosu will be as welcoume
thare as my family. I want you to know that I am going to be
ths people’s lcbbyist. I want you to know that I am going to
do everything I can t> realize the American dream, where we
judge pezple on merit and performance, not on race or religion
or how they spell their last name.
