But college costs mam place an impossible financial burden
on many families. Too often they mean an early end to any plans
for higher education.

The situation is improving. As a result of the legislation
passed during the last four yaars there are well over a million
young RER people in college with federal grants, loans and
scholarships who might not otherwise have been able to attend.

In Connecticult alone, college enrollment Ras increased by over
forty percent xmxkRExXasgxsighkxymax during theDemocratic years.
