Citing Nixon's 1962 quote that Medicare "would do more harm
than good, " Humphrey gquestioned Nixon's present support of this
program. "I say a man who has opposed Medicare every step of the
way, a leader of a party that has fought Medicare for years, can't
jump on the bandwagon now," said Humphrey.

Humphrey declared that Nixon's "most irresponsible attempt to
mislead the American people was the statement he made last night
about our national security." He pointed out that he had already
refuted Nixon's figures and said that in Nixon's attempt to get votes
he is "playing fast and loose with our national security."
