Mow, friends, how can one properly thank an audience like this
exceot to get right down to business. You have been here, you have
waited, and the peonrle at the airport were there tenight. This
audience -- auditorium is jam packed,and outside there are yet
hundreds that could not come in, and I consider it one of the high
tributes and honors that can be paid to any person in public or
private life, and I want to talk to you beth seriously and pointedly
about the decisicn that we are about to make. As a matter of fact,
in the next four days -- the next four days we are goinca to decide
what is going to happen in this country for the next four years,
and the decisions that are going to be made in the next four years
are going to have a great bearing on what is geino to happen in
this country and other countries fer many years.

Tonicht I feel much more -- or let me say that I feel
more pointedly, riore deeply serious about the nature of this carpaign
than ever before, because of develcpments that have taken place
that your President announced and also because of something else.
Vhen I saw these wonderful younc people that are behind me on this
stage tonight, and the others that I see in this audience, since I
have young people of my own, I feel an extra sense of both duty
and opportunity tc serve and to be worthy, may I repeat, to be
worthy of their confidence, to be worthy of their trust.

The guestion is for every voter, and the cuestion is for those
yet to be voters, because they have a new and a great influence in
cur country, is whem can we trust, in fact you will have to answer
this guestion very personally in the cuiet and secrecy of the
voting booth, whom do you trust with the presidency, the highest
office in the gift of this land.

(Cxries of "you.")

And you have to answer a second question, whom do you trust,
whom do you trust to stand just one -- (cries of "Humphrey") --
whom do you trust to stand just one heartbeat, one heartheat away
from the presidency?

And it really boils down to whom do you trust -- (cries of
"Humphrey") ~-- for the future of America.

Now, it is that beautiful word "trust" that means so much,
and it is a word that is like a contract, it is a rond. The element
of trust binds our democracy together. Trust in each other carries
us through the mest difficult and turbulent tires, like trust in
a family, and trust in each other gives the peonle and the

We have
literally the dust of America on cur shoes from our many walks and
travels, and we have shaken your hands and we have looked into

your eyes, and we have heard your cheers as I have heard them
tonight, and we have listened to your complaints, and we have come
to you, the Imerican people, in audiencas like this, open to

anyone, cn street corners, wherever we can go. Ve have come kecause
we care and because we have the basic belief in the ability of the
American people to make honest judgment. We haven't screened our
audiences, we haven't tried to sanitize them or deodorize them

or pick them or select them. We have just gone to the peonle, to the
poor and the rich, to the city ané the rural, into the chettos, and

We are trying to
exemplify that in our contact with the people, and we told the
people the truth as we saw it. e told them the truth about peace
and about war in Vietnam, and that peace tonight, my friends, is
closer, thank goodness, and it is this that has detained me from
this meeting . BAs I walk with others --

VOICE: Tell us why you killed the Americans, you pig.

(Cries of "We want Humphrey.")

VICE FRESIDENT BUMPHREY: 211 right, all right.

(Cries of "Throw him out.")

VICE FRESIDENT HUMPHREY: Sit down. Please be quiet, let this
man speak.

(Cries of "Let him speak.")

VICE FEESIDENT FUMPEREY: Flease.,

VOICE: I thank you for the opportunity to speak.

(Cries of "Shh.")

VOCICE: Sir, I thank you for the opportunity to speak. I had
no desire to sneak, but I have very strong feelinos. I feel that
the issues of our country are wry, very important as you have
brought out.

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: Let this man be heard.

VOICE: €Sir, I feel that the issue of war and peace is
essential. I feel and I believe many Americans feel that while you
may énd this war, I would like to know what you are going to do. Is
a new war going to ke in Thailand?

(Cries of "Get out.")

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: Thank you, thank you. Thank you.

May I as this audience, may I ask this audience to let this young
man speak. Are you through?

Beforz this young man leaves, may I say that every man is
entitled to his point of view. I just wish he would address me
by my right name, that is all.

(Applause.)

(Cries of "Ve want Eumphrey.")

VICE PRESIDENT HUMPHREY: Dear friends, don't let one unhappy
and indiscreet mement break ur what is a cood meeting. People have
a right to their point of view. I just regret that sometimes it
is expressed in terns that are not always as rolite as they would
like. We all make mistakes. I don't stand here in a glass house.
Let me just repeat what I said a moment ago. We have told the
people the truth as we saw it, and we told the people the truth
about Vietnam, and that peace, I say acain, is closer tonicht,



thank God. Hanoi has agreed to nroceed with prompt and

productive discussions. The President has taken an action by his
order for the cessation of bombing of the north that I believe will
have the support of the vast majority o- the Arerican neople. I
know that I support it. Now let us hope we make -- (applause) --
now let us really hope and reverently pray that the negotiations
which are underway in Paris will now be able to rove forward
towards a truly honorable and lasting settlement. This is the
desire of the American peonlc because the work of this nation is
then -- has been and continues to be the work of peace, peace here
at home amongst ourselves and peace in this troubled world that
surrounds us, anéd let us dedicate ourselves tonicht by word and
deed and prayer and thought to the attainment of that wonderful
objective of harmony at home, peace at home, and a real genuine
peace abrcad. This is what we have addressed ourselves to.

(Applause.)

Senator Muskie and I have also told the truth as we saw it
about tha subject called law and crder and how we can make our
Emerica safe, safe for everyone, black and white, rich and pcor,
make it safe-once again by supporting our laws, by supporting our
local police, by supporting them not with just slogans and bumper

stickers but with better pay and better training and better
equipment and then, too, by building a better and a more

just society for the many people in this society that feel that
organized society has not been fair to them. Now this is what we .
need to do.

(Applause.)

Now, our opposition, Mr. Nixon and Mr. Vallace, have appealed
not to reason but to fears and emotions. They have not offered
plans for programs. They have offered talk, but fear and emotion
can never bring you and your family the security and the safety
that you have every right to expect. The first duty of government
is to protect life, to insure liberty, and hopefully to make that
life a little more meaningful, so that you can be blessed with a
degree of happiness throughout your life. These are the duties that
were laid out even in the Declaration of Independence, subscribed to
in our Constitution, and may I say an oath of office taken by
every member in public life to support that Constitution, to
support the protection of life, and indeed the protection of
property, and I can tell this audience tonight that the Humphrey-
Muskie administraticn will be one not only of civil order but
will be one of civil justice because the two ao together.

(Applause.)

And we believe the American people will understand all of this
on election day. We believe the American people are going to vote
their hopes and nect their hates. Ue believe, my friends -- we
pelieve the American people have more faith in this country than
they have doukt. We believe they have more trust in this
country than they have suspicion, and we are going to put our
case on the line, on the basis of appealing to the essential
goodness and the decency of the American character, and I think
you are going to see it come forth once again on clection day in
a great national referendum.

(Applauze.)

And we told some other truths as we saw them. We told the
truths about economic nrogress in the past eight years uncer
Democratic administration, and we are reninded of another truth
in this city alone. In 15€7, one out of aver 13 workers were out
of a job here in hattle Creck, lMichigan,'one out of every 13.
Today that number has bheen reduced to 1 out of every 25. We say
that is still tco high. e

Mr. Nixon's advisers say something else. They say that what



America necds is a little mcre unemployment. "ell, I tell you
that will cool thinas off all right, and it would send America
right into the deep freeze of ancther Fixon Depublican recessicn.

(Applause.)

And we told the truth abcut something that relates to these
schools. We told the truth about federal aid to ecducation
from pre-school in Headstart, to elementary and secondary, to highex
education and indeed vocational and special education. Ve told the
truth about how our children rwust have the best education that
we can possibly give them, and how the money spent on education
is the best investment that we can make, and if you don't believe it,
loock at the young people on this platform tonight. There is the
living proof of it.

(Applause.)

My friends, we have also told the truth of how federal aid can
help lift the crushing lcad of the local property tax which every
community today faces, and withcut assistance from your Federal
Government, which has the income tax base, local governments will be
forced to anply heavier and heavier and higher and hicher property
taxes until home ownership and property ownership becomes not an
asset but a liability.

Ladies and gentlemen, the answer to the overburdened local
pronerty taxpaver is a better degree of federal aid for your
schools so that the tax base can be more equitably shared, and we
are going to do it.

(Applause.) .

Now, Mr. Nixon has fought federal aid to education all of his
life. I noticed within the last two weeks he has had a sudden
conversion. I must say that it is both sudden and subtle. I
can't help but feel that this is what I call political deathbed
religion. I think we should judge them by their deeds, not by
their most recent words, and,!r. Nixon, Richard Milhous Nixon, for
2: years, you have stabbed in the hack every procram of federal
ai@ to education, and T don't believe you support it now.

(Applause.)

Mr. Nixdn has come to this city and he has brought a messace on
the date of Octcher 23rd which says the "U.S5. World Leacd Lost
Nixon tells Battle Creek Audience,® and what did he say? He said
we have lost our military superiority over the Soviet Union in such
crucial areas as bombers, tactical fighters, and submarines. When
he was challenged both by myself and the Secretary of Defense, his
only answer was another radio broadcast to say that he suddenly
realized maybe he should be interested in peace. He knew that he
misled the nublic. e knew there were no facts to justify his
conclusions. He knew that he helped destroy the confidence of our
allies,and he must have known that his words could have lad to
miscalculaticn by our enenies.

America today is the strongest nation on the face of the earth,
and for Mr. Nixon to indulge in politics that says we are losing
our lead is to, let me say, tc play with the crucial issue of
nationzl security, foct loose and farncy free, dangerous politics
there.

(Applause,) _

2nd according to one of our leadinc newspapers, his nroposals
would cost atout $5° billion a year more with naticnal defense.
That same moncy which is not needed for our national security, that
" same meney could have sent 12.5 million young pecple to college for
four years. I think that would be a wiser investment for the
President to make.

(Applause.)

And we toll the truth as we saw it about how we nust
halt the nuclear arms race before that nuclear arms race halts
humanity. And let me say this now as clearly as possible: I say

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that you cannct trust Mr. Nixon cor MNr. Agnew with the awesome
responsibility of stopping that arms race, and you can't trust them
to protect the people's interests. In this campaign Mr. Nixon has
made appeals to the very special private interests. The duty of a
president is tco have but cne interest, and that is the interest cf
the entire nation to be the people's representative in the Whice
House every day of the year.

Now, there is a third party candidate, you have heard of him.

(Boos.)

His name is Ceorge Wallace -- (bcos) -- and he has as his
candidate for vice president a man who is a distinguished militarist
but is known as a bombing general. Now George Vallace and I dis-
agree on almost everything.

(Applause.)

And I hope that you and George ilallace disagree on almost
everything.

(Applause.)

And I want to give r. Wallace credit fcr one thing, he was
willing to stand up and debate the issues of this election and
that is more than you can say about Mr. Pepublican. At least Mr.
Wallace was willinc to debate.

Now, the cuestion which Mr. Wallace's .supporters have to answer
for themselves,and they cen only do it themselves in the voting
booth, is this: 2s they search their conscience, as they think about
their families, as they think about their jobs, as they think about
their mortgages, as they think about their children, the question
that they have to answer is, Can Mr. wallace run the government?
Can he keep the eccnomy strong? vhat are his plans, if any? Can
he keep workers on overtime and off unemployment lines?

My answer is he couldn't do it as governor of Alabama, and I
fear that he couldn't and wouldn't do it as president of the United
States.

Your next president,
whoever he is, and I hope that I know in your heart who it will
be -~ (Cries of "Humphrey") -- that was a pleasant thought --
(laughter) =-- your next president has some awesome responsibilities,
and this is why he needs along side of him a man of great integrity,
competence, maturity, experience and responsibility.
