Yarborough, two 
distlngui~hed Congressmen here in this area, Congress~an Ichord and 
Congressman Katzen, and the other members of this distinguished 
conqreseional delegation, my fellow Del"'ocrats and my fellm11 Americans, 
what a day, what a day you give me in Houston in this great Astrodome. 

Hhat ahi9'h honor it is, one that comes very selden', if ever, 
to anyone in either public or private life, to be presented in such 
a generous, warm and sincere manner as came to me today when I was 
introduced to you by one of the truly qreat men of our country and 
for all times, the President of the United States, my friend and yours.
