--"Programs that can lift 25 million Americans out of 

grinding poverty. 

--"Programs to stabilize the cost of living. 

--"Programs to give state and local government the 

financial tools to make quality and equality of government 

services realities. 

--"Programs for a clean environment. 

--"Programs to reverse the downward spiral of farm 

income. 

--"Programs that offer all Americans quality health 

care •

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--"Programs, most of all, that will make the decade of 

the '70s a decade of dynamic domestic development." 

"Democrats scored impressive gains in last week's 

elections," Senator Humphrey said, "but the returns also showed 

that we cannot be assured of the votes of any group of 

Americans anywhere because of our party label alone. 

"With the Republican Party mired in the past, we 

must look to the future. " 

But he warned that "the opposition will be tough."

REMARKS BY SENATOR HUBERT H. HUMPHREY 

DEMOCRATIC DINNER 

San Francisco, California 

November 8, 1971 

Six days ago Americans went to the polls to elect mayors, 
two governors, legislative representatives in several states and 
numerous local officials. 

And when we look at the results we, as Democrats, have 
reason to be encouraged: 

We now have Democratic governors in 30 of the 50 states. 
-- We made important gains in the New Jersey legislature. 
-- Democrats continue to occupy most of the city halls of 

America. 
But Democrats cannot look at November 2, 1972, and see 

certain victory. 
Why? 
Becauseone of the lessons of November, 1971, is that victory 

in 1972 will not be assured by a party label. 
Im 1971 tells us anything, it is that increasingly large 

numbers of voters in America today will judge a candidate not 
merely by his party affiliation, but instead by what he says, 
by what he has done, by what he stands for, and by what he intends 
to do about tomorrow. 

We Democrats cannot assume that ethnic, racial or religious 
affiliation automatically means a Democratic vote. 

We Democrats cannot assume that young voters or working 
men and women will automatically vote Democratic because they 
have in the past. 

And we Democrats cannot assume that if a person lives in 
certain geographic areas or neighborhoods that he will automatically 
vote Democratic because he has in the past. 

We must understand that we must offer voters more than our 
party. The Democratic party was founded on dynamic concern for 
people. It has given the nation some of its greatest leaders. 

But American voters today are unwilling to cast their vote 
solely on the basis of a great tradition or great memories from 
the past. 

They want leadership at times of crisis. 
They want courage to face up to the problems of today and the 

future. 
They want programs and policies that meet the nation's 

urgent needs. 
And they realize that party affiliation is not always a 

guaranted that a candidate will possess all of these virtues. 
The Democratic Party in California and in the nation has a 

formidable job to do before 1972. 
We will need to put forth candidates at all levels of government 

and all across the nation who are truly responsive to the needs 
of people. 

And we need to develop programs that look to the future: 
-- Programs that will lift 25 million Americans out of 

poverty. 
-- Programs to provide jobs for more than 5 million Americans 

out of work. 
Programs to stabilize the cost of living. 
Programs to help our bankrupt cities and states. 
Programs to give America a clean environment. 
Programs to provide quality and equality in health care. 
Programs, most of all, that will make the decade of the 

'70's a decade of dynamic domestic development. 
If we offer such candidates and such programs, I can assure 

you that it will also be a Democratic decade. 
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My friends, the Republican Party is mired in the past. The
