' SaysHe Didn’t Keep Promises

AUSTIN, Tex., Dec. 6—Sen.
Hubert H. Humphrey told a
Texas Democratic dinner to-
night that President Nixon’s
performances do not live up to
his promises.

Humphrey declared that the
Nixon record “is a record of
broken promises on every ma-
jor issue from the Vietnam
war to the American econ-
omy.”

Humphrey, who will an-
nounce his 1972 intentions, in
January, said that Mr. Nixon
as a presidential candidate
promised to end the war
quickly, “but almost three
years later, it has spread the
length and breadth of the In-
dochina peninsula.”
