HUMPHREY ANNOUNCES COMPREHENSOVE MAWPOWER
PROPOSAL TO CREATE 1 MILLION JOBS IN

PHILADELPHIA. Teb. 5--Senator Hubert H. Humphrey announced tonirht that
he will introduce comnrehensive manpower lesislation that would provide one
million new jobs in the vublic sector-- jobs with a future, jobs for voune and old,
Jobs with expandines opportunities for service to our communities.”

Senator Humphrey said. 'These one million new jobs., counled with new Jobs
provided in the Emergency Emnloyment Act of 1071 and an estimated 3000 .000 job
onportunities expected from reform of our welfare system will mean that nearly
1.5 million Americans now unermloved will be ahle to find meanineful work at decent
waces in the coming months.

The lerislation--the Comprehensive Manmower Act of 1972--will be intro-
duced shortly in the Senate, he said. Amons other thines, it will:

-- Provide for 250 000 new jobs for voune veople throush a five-fold
expansion of the Neighborhood Youth Corps."

--"Tie in with cormunity educational institutions so that the vouns can
work and still have the omportunity to continue their educations.”

~-Provide badlv needed coordination of the Nation's mannower »ro~ra-s
throush establishment of a ational Council of Manpower Advisors.”

-~ Establish a NMational Institute of Manpower Policv to undertake
research on national manpower needs, establish an effective early warning system
on unemployment trends, and pull torether research programs reared to mouldine
jobs to men. rather than men to iobs.

Outlining his pronosal at a COPE dinner honorine former Philadelnhia
e MORF
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Yayor James Tate, Senator Humphrey said:

It's time we faced up to the magnitude of the unemployment
problem in our Nation and did so “thine about it."

"The average rate of unemployment for 1071--six ver cent--was the
highest in a decade. And still this administration refuses to act."

It tells us that a certain level of unemplovment is accentable’
and necessaryv. But there is no such thine as accentable level of unemployment
because huneer is not accentable. proverty is not accentable. i1l health is not
acceptable  and lives shattered by joblessness are unaccentable.”

A11 of us feel the effects o® the "ixon recession. But it has
hit some harder than others--the young and the old, the returnine Vietnam
veteran, the minority groun member.”

A society that prides itself on beine hunane and nrocressive can
no longer tolerate:

--' Teenage unemployment of 17 per cent.

~- Unemployrment among vouth in inner cities of 40 ner cent and
hirher.

-- Unemnlovment of 12 ner cent amons, those in the 20 to 2k age
bracket . "

-- Unemnlovment amonsconstruction workers of more than ten ver cent.'

Humphrev said his comnrehensive “annower Act with its communitv
jobs program offers the opportunity. "to launch a head on attack on unemplovment
and at the same time irmrove the quality of life in cormunities across the nation.

"The time has come to make covernment the emplover not of last
resort--but of new opportunities for vublic service.'

"We need safe streets. We nsed more and better hospitals and
clinics with adequate sta®fin~s. We need to imorove education to create new

recreation areas and camnsites to restore the quality of our water and the pruity
(“ORE)
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of our air.

These are some of the tasks to be taken up by those in the
Comnrehensive Mannower Act program--not senseless leaf rskine or dead end jobs.
And in these tasks. people can be siven not only new jobs. but new hove.’

This is a rich Nation. We have the neople. the skille, the

resources. Let us roll up our sleeves and ret this sreat Nation moving aoain.”
