LAKELAND, Fla., Teb. 25--Senator lubert H. IHumhrev, who intreduced the legislation
that created the Peace Corns, todav nronosed a major new service corns to he called
Americans for Nomestic Nevelonrent (ADD) "to add the idealism and irmulse for service of
Americans of all ages to the needs of the Nation."

ADD would be in addition, not in cormetition with existing nroarams, he said.

"T nronose that we enlist the talents and skills of cormitted Americans--voung and
old alike--in the rebuilding of our Mation," Hurmhrev said.

"T mronose that we harness this commitment in communities across the Wation to make
the 1970s a decade of dvmamic dorestic develonment. And I nronose that we focus not just
on the nrohlems of novertv in America, but on the countless unmet domestic needs that
the nresent Mdministration has neglected--nceds in education and health care, in conser-
vation and recreation, in crime nrevention and the rehahilitation of drua abusers, in
day care and tutorial nrograms, in helnina hard-nrassed local governments design and
exccute a wide range of proarams for neonle.”

iumrhrev announced his nronosal at Florida Southern Collzge here, He said its
anneal would be nrimarily to voung Americans--much as the Peace Corms, Vista and other
programs canturad the imagination of vouth in the John 7. Kennedv era. But he said
Americans for Domestic Develonment would be omen to Americans of all ages.

"There are hundreds of thousands of retired Americans who want to be involved in the
kinds of uraent tasks T have in mind," he said. "But thev cannot narticimatec unless we
desion the wehicle and nrovide the lzadershin.”

rphrev said both the Peac: Corms and Vista had lost a cood deal of their anneal,

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particularlv to vouna neonle, becausc of fund cuthacks for Vista under the Nixon Admin-
istration, and a redirection of the Peace Corns awav from vouna gencralists who made up
most of its ranks in nrior administrations.

Iumhrer said there would he these differcnces between AND and existing nrograms:

~~MDD will allow its merhers to serve in comunities vhere thev live and where
thev want to make a contribution.

--ADD will allcoer its merbers to make a full-time or nart-tim:z contribution.

-=-NDD will nrovide Federal funds to organize locallw-based nrojects, and there will
be Federal "aquality control." "ambers will he able to choosz from amona differant
nrojects before thev make a commitment.

-=-ADD will attermt to involve members at decisici-making lovels of government and
community servica.

-="embars will reccive rore than a noverts level stipend.

"le should also welcome to this nrogram thoss vouna Americans who have left the
country in ooposition to the Viatnam war,

"For these victims of a tragic vair, T favor armestv--hut amestv counled with
nrovisions for alternate service to the lation--a trro-vear cormitment emuivalent to the
draft."

Humphrer said the list of irmortant tasks for rmorbers of Mmericans for Domestic
Service is nearlv cndless.

"Oour hosnitals and clinics desneratelv need naramedical nersonnel," he said.
"Thousands of toachers need to he freed of nurely administrative workloads so that they
can davote tull time to the cducation of our childroen.

"Je need heln for our lav enforcament officers in making our neighborhoods safe
once again. 'le need more planning officers for rural and inner-citv nrojects, assis-
tance in health nlanning and corunitvy madicine. service strzet academies to bring

education to neonle wherc thev live and work, environmental vorkers for thzs battle
against pollution.

"'z need more camnsites and recreation arcas, better cultural facilities, nartic-
ularlv in our neglacted rural arcas, and so on and on."

Humphrev said "thne Peace Corps renrescented the challenoe for woung America in the
1960s. The great resnonse to it rore than justified our hones. low we must add to
the Peace Corms and Vista a new lavel of nonular narticination--not in menial tasks,
but. in tasks that desneratelv need to be done.

"Jith bold na leadershin, with leadershin that amneals to the bhest that is in
our neonle, T am confident of a arzat resnonse to Americans for Domestic NDewvelonment.”
