HUIPIIREY URGES PRESIDENT

TO VORK OUT ETHIIC, CULTURAL

LXCHANGE WITH SOVIETS

MIAII -~ Senator Hube—t Il. Humphrey today urged the President
to intercede on behalf of Soviet Jewry during his forthcoming trip to
iloscow and to work out a program for ethnic cultural exchange among
minority groups with cizeable populaticns in both the United States
and the Soviet Union.

In remarks prepared for delivery at the Knesset Israel
Synagogue here, Senator Ilumphrey said:

"As it pertains to the Jevish community, this cultural exchange
must include allowing Soviet Jewish students to study at the great
Jewish universities and seminaries of tle United States and to allow
Jewish scholars tc tour and lecture in the Soviet Union. It should
also permit the free flow of Jewish educational, cultural and
religious supplies from the American Jewish community to the Soviet
Jewish community.”

Following are excerp's ifrom the Sonator's recmarks:

The drama that is unfolding in t!.c Soviet Jewish community has
fired the imagination of pzople of good will of all races and
religions throuvghout the world. There is a message in the three
milennia of struggle and survival of tihe Jewish people. The: .
message is that while mcn may be cgpress2d by slavery, the urge for
frecedom will persist undiminished end that while death may break
men's bodies, it shall have no deminion over their souls.

The drama of Scoviet Jewry is the drama of Jewish Ristory. It
is the drama of brave men aind wcren demanding to be free. It is
the drama of faith and hope, the flame of human liberty alive under
the most adwverse human circumstances.

Three ycars ago I was asked by leaders of the Jewish community

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to intervene on behalf of the Georgian Jews during my visit to the
Soviet Union. I discusscd this matter with Premicr Kosygin as did
others. 2And the Sovict Union finally began to allow Georgian Jews
to emigrate to Israel.

What can we do now to assist Soviet Jewry?

First, we can raisc our voiccs on their bechalf. All Americans of
good will can join the outpouring of public opinion on behalf of this
suffering remnant of martyred Luropean Jewry.

Second, we must assurc that every step is taken to assist Israel

in the massive task of resettling and absorbing the historic cxodus
of Boviet Jews who are now reaching its shores. This is not and
must not beceome a domestic partisan political issue. I urge all of
my collcagues in the Senate of both parties to join in working
together to assure the maximum aid to Israel, to assist in this
demanding humanitarian task.

Third, we must assurc that every step be taken to insure that thosc
Soviet Jews desirous of lecaving Russia be permitted to emigrate
at once to the nation of their choice.

In a few months the President of the United States will be
visiting the Soviet Union. He will be in an excellent position
to intcrcede on behalf of Soviet Jewry.

Forth, we must take vigorous steps to help assure the cultural and
religious vitality of this harrassed and persecuted community. The
venerable Chief Rabbi of lloscow died four months ago. o

adcquate replacement is available, as the Russians have long
forbidden the teaching of the Jewish religion. Tens of thousands
of Soviet Jewish youth long to know their heritage but qualified
teachers, books and other cducational materials arc rarely if ever
available.

I urge the President to assure that any furthcer cultural
exchange program arrived at with the Soviet Union include provisions
for ethnic cultural exchange within each of the several minority
groups with sizeable population in both the United States and the
Soviet Union.

If the Soviet Union is sincere about the detente and if it
sincerely wishes to reduce tensions and enhance international goodwill,
it should consider such an exchange program if it is vigorously .
advocated by a President of the United States.

This, then, is my proposal. It is a call for the American .people
and specifically for the President of the United States who goes to
lloscow as our spokesman to make the struggle of Soviet Jewry our own
struggle.

We are gathered together tonight tc bear witness to one of the most remarkable
human stories of our time.

Does history know of any people so consistently persecuted and yet so tenaciously
persistent in the affirmation of the human potential?

There is a message in these milleniums of struggle and survival of the Jewish
people. There is a message in the countless martyrdom and nameless victims. The
message, my friends, it that while men may be oppressed by slavery, the urge for
freedom will persist undiminished and that while death may break men's bodies, it
shall have no dominion over their souls.

This message has been reaffirmed by each new chapter of Jewish suffering and
triumph. It echoes through the pages of your history, haunting those who would
crush your people--and it is strikingly reaffirmed in our generation both by the
emergence of the State of Israel and by the heroic struggle of Sovietl Jewry.

Three years ago 1 was asked by leaders of the Jewish community to intervene
on behalf of the Georgian Jews during my visit to the Soviet Union. I brought this
matter up to Premier Kosygin as did others and the Soviet Union finally began to
allow Georgian Jews to emigrate to Israel.

It is the drama of Jewish parents risking prison terms to circumcise their sons.
It is the drama of Jewish teenagers gathering outside the Moscow Synagogue to dance
on Jewish holidays, It is the drama of the people refusing to surrender their
heritage or betray 3000 years of accomplishment.

It is the drama of Sylvia Zalmanson who is sick With Tuberculosis in a Soviet
Prison camp. If she will only renounce her deésire to go so Israel, she will be
freed at once. But she refuses--and how can we despair of the finality and
inevitability of human freedom if one frail woman can stand up to the greatest
totalitarian dictatorship that mankind has ever known?

Mr. Kosygin, we shall not be silent until Soviet Jewry is redeemed. And Soviet
Jewry shall be redeemed. Today they weep by the waters of Babylon but she day will
come when they shall ascend to Jerusalem in song and to Zion in rejoicing.

The day will come when the suffering will end, when the harassment will stop,
when the persecution will halt.

The day will come when they will stand in the land of their fathers and give
thanks to the God of their fathers, and free men everywhere will rejoice with them.
