REMARKS BY SENATOR HUBERT H. HUMPHREY
JEWISH NATIONAL FUND MEETING
Seattle, Washington

December 7, 1974

It is a great pleasure for me to be with you today.

I have a special fondness in my heart for the JNF.

Its work is nation-building.

Its work has led to the creation of a democratic state in an
area of the world where it is difficult for the tree of democracy
to take root.

Its work has meant freedom for an afflicted people.

Yes, the JNF's work in the last 73 years has led to the
fulfillment of an age-old dream for the Jewish people.

The JNF has spent many years struggling to found a free
nation, and then to make it prosperous and strong.

I am honored to have had a small role in the history of
Israel - a people consistently persecuted, but always persistent
in the affirmation of human potential.

I am proud, because there is a message in thousands of
years of struggle and survival of the Jewish people as
symbolized in the struggle of the state of Israel.

There is a message in the martyrdom and nameless victims
of this struggle.

And the message is: That while men may be oppressed, the
urge for freedom will persist undiminished.

This is the story of Israel.
Isreal is freedom reborn -- rekindled!
This is the story of Jewish suffering and triumph.

Through the pages of Jewish history, the resolve of the
Jewish people has been clear, as it is today.

In America, in the Soviet Union, in Israel or anywhere else
in the world, each generation of Jews has left its mark in the
struggle for their own freedom as well as for the freedom of
others.

"Behold, I will do a new thing; now it shall
spring forth; shall ye not know it? I will even
make a way in the wilderness, and rivers in the
desert."
