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It is a pleasure to be here with my friend Jim Strutz
and this fine group of Jaycees and friends who represent the
business community in our central state area.

You have serious business to discuss today. The
question you must face 1s how we can get the citizens of
this country to participate in making the political decisions
that will affect their lives for years to come.

In this Bicentennial year, it would be a simple matter
just to enjoy the fireworks and the festivities and let it go
at that.

But for the thoughtful, this is not enough. Our
Bicentennial is more than a celebration of the oldest democracy
on earth. We must view it as an opportunity to reassess our
strengths and our weaknesses as a people committed to enlightened
self-government in a world beset by tyranny, conflict and the
denial of human rights.

Franklin Roosevelt said we have a "rendezvous with
destiny." Each of us 1s -- or should be -- struggling to
find solutions to the difficult problems which threaten our
national well-being and cast doubt on the future of the
nation whose longevity we celebrate.

So this Bicentennial year gives us a wonderful
opportunity to reconsider what we want from government --
and, perhaps even more importantly -- what we are willing
to give.

As you think about this, I want you to remember two
important points.

One. This government is not perfect. It is not
perfect because it's run by 215 million people, none of whom
are perfect.

That's right. Representative democracy is not -- it
cannot be -- perfect, and I, for one, don't think it has to be
perfect to be successful,.

Winston Churchill once said, "Many forms of government
have been tried, and will be tried in this world of sin
and woe. . . no one pretends that democracy is perfect or
allwise. Indeed, it has been salid that democracy is the worst
form of government except all those other forms that have been
tried from time to time.

The word "efficlency" is not found in any of our national
documents. But you will find these words: equality, liberty,
Jjustice.

The second thing I want you to remember is that every
one of our citizens has the right to try to influence the
policies of this nation, whether as an individual or as a
member of some organization or association.

Our people have special needs, subjective concerns,
and they deserve to be able to voice these concerns
before the State Legislatures, before the Congress, in
the White House, and before the Federal agencies.
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Not only 1s thils acceptable; it is required if this
government 1s to be responsive to the needs of its people.

The Founders, in their great wisdom, created what
Danlel Webster called, "The people's government, made for
the people, made by the people, and answerable to the people."

The Framers of the Constitution left no doubt where
the concentration of power was to be in our government.

"We the People," they wrote. Not we the rich, or
we the poor, or we the blacks, or we the whites, or
we the politicians, or we the corporate executives, but
"We the People." There are no words more beautiful in
our heritage than these.

Vast power 1is concentrated in this phrase, "We the People."
In it lies an enormous gift, a monumental challenge, and
a charge to the citizens of this great land to make their
government what it ought to be.

But the Founders have sent us a message in this
Bicentennial year. Freedom is never a resting place. It is
not a reward for having been born an American. It must be
won anew by every generation -- earned by every citizen or
it will be lost.

The Founding Fathers did not guarantee success. They
spoke only of opportunity and promise. The Declaration of
Independence did not guarantee rights or fulfill promises.
It described them. The beauty of the political system which
resulted from that revolution is its flexibility. And the
beauty of the Constitution is the capacity it gives us
to bring to frultion those ideals which are expressed so
eloquently in it.

Yet at a time when those ideals are most in need of
rebirth, we have witnessed a decline in participation in our
political system.

We have only to look at the decline in voting to prove
that participation is falling.

In the 1972 election, only 55 percent of America's
eligible voters went to the polls -- the lowest percentage in
a quarter of a century. Some 68 million eligible citizens
did not vote.

And the turnout did not improve in 1974. The
Census Bureau found that only 45 percent of the voting
age population actually voted in the Congressional elections
of that year.

Saddest of all are the figures for the 18-to-20-year-
old group.

For those of us who fought to extend the franchise, it
was a tough blow to find that 63.6 percent in this group
did not even bother to register in 1974. Of those who did
register, almost half did not vote in the election. Only
20.8 percent of eligible 18-to-20-yearolds voted in 1974 -- just
slightly more than one out of five.

In the 21-to-24-year-old bracket, a slightly higher
percentage -- about one quarter of those eligible -- registered
and voted.

We must ask ourselves why, with more opportunity for
free voting and freedom of political participation, the
United States has the lowest voter turnout of any free
country in the world.

This is a national disgrace. But it is more than
that. When citizens who can vote don't, they are giving
notice, in effect, that thelr share of the U. S. government
1s up for sale. Worse, they are giving it away -- to the
biggest campaign contributor, the biggest corporations,
the loudest voice.
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Those who boycott the ballot box are doing so at their own
peril.

So if you care about your government -- and I believe
you do; if you care about your own future -- and I know
you do -- get off the sidelines and participate. IF you
think politics 1s dirty -- and if you're clean, get in there
with your bar of political Ivory Soap and clean it up.

If you want good government, if you want responsive
leadership, you will have to put something of yourself
into it.

We could just moan about "voter apathy" and let
it go at that. My friends, that is one sure way to usher
in government by the elite in this country.

Instead, we must examine the causes of apathy -- and you
can do this in your own precinct -- among your own neighbors.
You can convince them that their well-being is at stake.

This electlon year gives us an opportunity to prepare for
the future in America:

-- a future in which every able and willing American has a
productive job at a decent wage:

-- a future in which all our young people have access
to a top-notch education;

—=— one in which our senior citizens are assured of
generous and decent care;

-- a future in which every American has good health
care at a cost that is reasonable and fair.

Our future must bring revitalization of America's
cities and rejuvenation of the towns and villages in
rural America.

We can end the uncertainties facing both farmers
and consumers; we can protect our environment and conserve
our natural resources. We can ensure a prosperous and thriving
business community and guarantee equal justice under the
law.

I guarantee you the important decisions will be made.
The question for you to answer is: will you have a hand in
making them? If you care about what happens -- and I know
you do -- then you must be prepared to get in the middle
of the fight. No conscientious American can afford to let
someone else make all the decisions. This government is
everybody's business. I challenge you to get to work.
