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I want to thank you for coming out . Mrs . Humphrey is here 

with me . My grandchil d ren are here , my three sons and daughter , 

my sister , my ne phew, all the family are here . I ' m sure my 

doctor is over there , Dr . and Dr . Levitt , possibly 
Dr . Kennedy, I hope they are . They've been helping me so much . 

Yesterday I was a little tired because I gave a good deal of 

my strength to the Gophers . 

And I ' m going to let you in now on a high , state secret . 

On Friday ni ght , the former President of the United States , Mr . Ford , 

called me and said , Hubert , I understand that the University of Mich­
igan is coming to Minnesota . I said , yes , please just don ' t mention 
it , because Michigan up until that time was unbeate~ and he 

said well , now Hubert , don ' t you think we ough t to have a little
