Dear Madam Chairman:-

We have sent you several hundred of the enclosed
circulars, giving information about the Chicago and St. Louis
demonstrations., Will you see that these circulars are distributed
from your state headquarters.

Mrs. Passmore of St. Louis and Mrs. Bass of Chi-
cago are more and more hampered by the failure of the states to
send information about the number of persons who will go from each
state to Chicago and St. Louis for the demonstrations. Will you
communicate at once with Mrs. Bass and Mrs. Passmore giving such
information as you have about your own state delegation. If pos-
sible give a list of the persons going, state whether they have
already secured accomodations or whether you desire to make reser-
vations and if so, state definitely what reservations you wish to
make. If you cannot give definitely the number of persons who
will attend, give the approximate number.

You will note from the enclosed circular that the
committees on arrangements in both cities desire information about
the banners which your state intends to carry. Will you please
include this information in your letters. In St. Louis the plan
is to have uniform state banners and these banners must be ordered
from the equipment committee, Mrs. J. A. Goodwin, chairman, 19 F
Railway Exchange Building, St. Louis. I cannot tell you what the
banners will cost but they probably will be inexpensive since
every effort is being made to keep expenses down. The parasols
for the St. Louis demonstration can be purchased in St., Louis and
will cost fifty cents each.

Delegations from the Congressional Union are
visiting each delegate to the Democratic and Republican
National Conventions, offering 4,000,000 women's votes

to the party which will put a suffrage plank in its plat-
form, and threatening with defeat the one that does not.
In industry these tactics would perilously resemble the
boycott; and in private life, blackmail. But let the
ethics pass, and consider only the facts.

The census of 1910 says that there were 3,665,000
women over twenty-one years of age in the twelve double-
suffrage states. On a fair estimate, confirmed by Mrs. Catt
herself, these states do not contain 2,000,000 voters,

In no state have as many as 50 per cent of the
qualified women voters gone to the polls at any election.
In no state have they ever voted with anything like unanimity
on any issue. Men do not; and women, for the“same sound
reasons, never will, The nearest approach to it would be
their vote against suffrage, if that were submitted to their
decision alone.

There is not and there never can be a woman's party
in politics. The man with convictions need not fear such
threats, and must not put faith in such promises without
foundation. The Congressional Union blacklisted eighteen
congressmen in 1914 who had not obeyed their orders, an@
all of them were elected. The hostility of the suffragists
could not carry a single district. The vote of the men
whose wives have expressed no desire for suffrage is a much
more powerful factor in deciding the result in every state
and every congressional district in the United States.
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The vast majority, at least nine-tenths
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of the

women of the country, have never declared for suffrage; they

are either indifferent or opposed.

Becausge of these con-

ditions we ask you to stand for the real rights of women, and
the rights of the states to decide for themselves who shall

be admitted to their electorate.
