The suffragists in Minnesota are met by &
gituation in which they need advice. As our state
Constitution requires a majority of votes cast in
order to pass an amendment, an effort to secure
the enfranchisement of the women by that means is
practically certain to be defeated. The opinion
is growing among the suffragists in this state and
in the nation that it is not wise for a state so
handicepped, to attempt to gain the reform by this
method, both because of the effort and expense re-
quired and because the defeat is discouraging to the
women of other states.

As you know our Initiative and Referendum
Amendment is to be voted upon in Minnesota at the
next election, If this Amendment should pass,
s suffrage measure would have a more reasonable
chance of success,

The question upon which we would like your
opinion is, Should the suffragists of Minnesota
work for the success of the Initiative and Referen-
dum Amendment, - Are we justified in using our or-
ganization and our resources, for a measure differ-
ent in its nature from woman suffrage, and upon the
value of which our members may not be agreed, in
order to make a woman suffrage measure possible
in Minnesota?
